III RUSSIAN WAR:
Bessarabia, etc.

This so-called World war is a pe­
culiar affair—a war oí in-and-outers. 
Russia, for instance, is always pop­
ping in and out of it. One never 
knot's where she is. For example, 
the Soviets popped into the latter 
stages of the Polish campaign last 
September, and took most of the 
eastern half of what they used to 
call “Polonia Restituía.“ Then, at 
the beginning of December, and 
thereafter, Russia popped in again, 
and fought the Finns, picking up 
Finland’s second city of 'Viborg CVi- 
ipuri), the Finnish Mannerheim line 
and other bases and odd bits. Also, 
on and off, Russia has virtually an­
nexed the three little Baltic statea 
of Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia, 
which used to belong to the czar 
and his navy, prior to 1917.

’Then came another Russian 
putsch, quite impersonal, like the 
others. ’Ibis time it was Rumania, 
which had grabbed off a Russian 
province called Bessarabia, in 1918. 
’The Soviets took it back, and also 
took handy bases at the mouth of 
the river Danube, and on the stra­
tegic Black sea coast. Comic King 
Carol, playLwy of the western world, 
appealed to Germany and Italy as 
a matter of course, then took the 
Russians rather calmly. Rumania 
also “owed” territory to Hungary 
and Bulgaria (from 1918), and has 
treated her racial and religious mi­
norities badly. Nobody wept much 
over comic King Carol, and his Mer­
ry Widow setup.
II GERMAN WAR:
Mr. Shaw . . .

George Bernard Siaw made some 
really pertinent remarks on Eng­
land, France and Germany. G.B.S. 
said that anybody who introduced 
100 per cent military communism, 
a la Hitler, could not fail to beat 
anybody wIk> didn’t introduce it. He 
said that England, under ChurchiU, 
had gone through the motions of in­
troducing military communism, too, 
but that it was, thank goodness, still 
merely a blueprint. He indicated 
that there were better things than 
military conquest: which is pretty 
obvious. *17100, he got around to 
la belle France.

In Lincoln, in 1909, be was 
Karl Vllman, not Ulmanis, for­
mer dirt farmer and country ed­
itor in Latvia. The dean oi the 
state college of afrieaUure got 
him the milk route, so be could 
work his way throngh college.
He was graduated in the allot­
ted time He was steady aad 
dependable, and might have 
been mistaken for a Nebraska 
farmer.
One day, he discarded his bil 

overalls, appeared in a store suit 
and was seen no more in those 
parts. Everybody liked him and 
they were especially shocked by the 
fact that he owed about $1,000, 
which he had borrowed to start a 
cheese factory in Texas. Six years 
passed when A. L. Haecker, one oi 
his creditors, had a letter from him, 
enclosing full payment of his debt. 
He explained that he had a nice 
job as president of Latvia and was 
glad to be able to pay what he 
owed. Other bank drafts followed. 
The $1,000 was paid in full.

As president and foreign min­
ister of Latvia, he lived in an 
ancient, turreted castle aad 
ruled in a medieval throne 
room. On the wall behind his 
desk, the medieval heraldic em­
blem of Latvia was crossed with 
the green pennant of the Ne­
braska State College of Agricnl- 
tnre.

He survived two revolu­
tions during this term, and then set 
aside the constitutional limitation 
against more than one term—ant* 
has had eight repeats, so far.

The general received a tech­
nical and military education in 
the United States and Europe, 
and rose to political power 
throngh varkras provincial and 
national offices. He entered the 
national assembly In 1918. He 
concentrates on road-bnUdlng, 
sanitation, agricnKnre and voca­
tional training for young people.

He bat been strongly pro-U.
8. A., and reports from Wash­
ington are that onr state depart­
ment probably wouldn’t make 
mnch of a fuss over his grabbing 
British Honduras—as long as 
Hitler doesn’t get it.
Brilliantly educated, hard-boile< 

and diligent, he has worked out in 
his small lateratory his own idea oi 
an authoritarian state. Monopoly 
is the central idea. He grants ex­
clusive concessions in basic goods 
and industries. To restrain grab­
bing and grafting, he establishes a 
probity department in his cabinet. 
Anyone working for the government 
or doing important buaineM with It, 
has to file a complete inventory of 
his own and his family’s possessions.

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II GERMAN WAR:
French Terms

Within six weeks after Adolf Hit­
ler had begun his invasion against 
the low countries, France had 
signed an armistice with Germany 
and Italy (a combatant for only two 
weeks) and the “battle of France” 
was ended.

In e war that has been strange in 
many respects it was not surprising 
that the first news of the terms end­
ing the struggle came from London 
rather than Berlin, Rome or Paria. 
British officials announced that 
“ through friendly French sources” 
they had learned that terms of ar­
mistice included: (1) Complete de­
mobilization of French land forces
(2) surrender of the French fleet;
(3) German occupation of more than 
half of France; (4) merchant ship­
ping to remain in home ports until 
further traffic was authorized by 
Germany and Italy; (9) all French 
information about naval mines to be 
given Hitler and a portion of 
France’s navy is to engage in mine­
sweeping along French ports.

These in the main were the con- 
ditiona of peace demanded by Ger­
many and her ally Italy. The 
French government headed by 
Marshal Henri Retain as premier, 
signed the armistice, declared a 
day of mourning. Winston Churchill, 
British prime minister, was quick to 
scold his old ally and declared in 
effect, that while peace had come 
to France—it was not the “peace 
with honor” that Petain had sought. 
Rumors of a provisional French 
government with headquarters in 
London were heard in official quar­
ters.

After the fighting had ceased on 
the continent, one major fact stood 
out: the mighty armed forces that 
are Hitler’s now had but one objec­
tive—the complete defeat of Great 
Britain. Berlin and Rome were op­
timistic that it could soon be ac­
complished. London was sure that 
it could not, and British circles re­
minded the world that the Rome- 
Berlin axis had still to break the 
iron ring of England's powerful 
navy.
German Terms

To complete the record, the terms 
the Germans got at Versailles in 
1919 included: loss of all colonies,
a million square miles; loss of a 
seventh of Germany in Europe; loss 
of nearly all the German iron sup­
ply; loss of the entire German navy; 
loss of the entire German merchant 
marine; more than $30,000,(XX),(XX) to 
be paid in war "reparations” ; limi­
tation of the German army to 100,0(X) 
12-year regulars; abolition of tier- 
man tanks, planes, submarines, big 
guns, big warships, general staff.

“No bombs—no Englaiul,” said 22 
aaoaymons Chinamen, who desert­
ed an oil tanker, bound for England, 
in the safer New Jersey.

Belgian Premier Hebert PierM, 
who ousted his own King Leopold 
recently, fled into Portugal.

It was reported repeatedly from 
Paris, that U. S. Ambassafler Bill 
Ballitt had become unpopular with 
needy Parisians, due to his "pro­
war” efforts. Paris proletarians, 
said the reports, rudely called him 
“warlord” artd "strike-breaker” and 
"sale Yanque”—and said his embas­
sy staff looked too wcD fed.

gas, etc. Germany also was forced 
to admit its “war guilt,’’ in a self- 
condemnatory clause of the treaty.
French ^Debacle*

The critics went to work on the 
French army. It was brave, well 
equipped, perfectly trained. But it 
was trained for defensive fortress 
warfare, which was to its credit, and 
did not know how to maneuver in 
the open field. All modern forces 
need armor, but French armor went 
into the static Maginot line, while 
German armor went into highly mo­
bile tanks and armored cars. The 
guns of the Maginot line pointed due 
east, and were too cumbersome to 
turn into reverse. Hence, when the 
Germans flanked the line, and took 
it in the rear, after the capture ot 
Paris and the breakthrough at Se­
dan, the line and its really gallant 
“shellfish” became almost helpless. 
Meanwhile, the German motorized 
columns cleaned up the French chan­
nel coast down to Nantes in Brit­
tany, took Tours and Lyona, and 
captured 700 new French tanks, 400 
just-delivered American airplanes, 
and two 35,000-ton French warships, 
nearly completed. The French gov­
ernment had moved from Paris, to I 
Tours, to Bordeaux, to Biarritz; the 
fascist-minded Corsican, Jean Chi- 
appe, Daladier’s mortal foe, had 
t^ e n  charge in Paris; and the two 
surviving Paris newspapers, Vic- 
toire and Matin, were more anti- 
Reynaud than they were anti-Ger­
man. The great Zola wrote a book 
about the FrancoOerman war of 
1870, caUed “Debacle.” This 1940 
debacle was 1870, all over again.
THIRD TERM:
The Campaign

The President, Mr. Roosevelt, ap­
pointed two conservative Republican 
colonels to his cabinet, to head the 
army and navy departments. They 
were Stimson, Hoover’s old secre­
tary of state and Taft’s old secre­
tary of war, and Knox, Republican 
vice presidential candidate in 1938, 
when he ran with Landon.

The Roosevelt action blew the lid 
off, and the bitterest campaign in 
American history got under way. 
People said that the third term and 
the World war depended on one an­
other. and had become an inter­
locking directorate. C^ongresamen 
asked Roosevelt to resign, or said in 
private that he ought to be im­
peached. Roosevelt’s Charlottesville 
speech came in for increasing con­
demnation, and so did Stimson and 
Knox, both of whom admittedly arc 
extremists in their help-Ally view­
point.

Within Roosevelt’s own cabinet, 
Farley and Garner were apparently 
against the cabinet shift, and Gar­
ner was reported as opposed to the 
Roosevelt “meddle” policy in Euro­
pean wars. Roosevelt, who is nota­
bly short-tempered, was beginning to 
bridle under the heavy fire, and the 
fact that his popularity was con­
stantly on the up-and-up in England, 
it was feared, would not help him 
over-much with plain American 
voters.

But Mr. Roosevelt replied, in self 
defense: “overwhelming sentiment 
of the nation for national aolidarity 
in a time of world crisis, and in be­
half of national defenje, and nothing 
else.”

U. S. DEFENSE:
Addenda

Roosevelt asked congress for 84 
more warships, to give America the 
largest fleet in the world. It was 
to be a two-ocean navy, capable of 
defending the country in the Atlantic 
and the Pacific simultaneously. 
Many Americans felt that there was 
some rhyme and reason in this, but 
Continued to ask how the United 
States could spare anything, of any 
military sort, for the armies pf any 
European power.

RED CROSS:
Looks Things Over

International Red Cross officials 
personally investigated war-prisoner 
camps in England, France and Ger­
many, and pronounced things uni­
formly decent, humane, and proper. 
This came as a cheerful veMict in 
a dark hour.

It seemed that Germany had 10 
Anglo-French prisoners, to every 
one German in Allied hands. And if 
it counted in the Belgians, Dutch. 
Poles, etc., the ratio became star­
tling—50 to 1. Germany sti'l had 
a quarter million Poles, many of 
whom were working in labor bat­
talions.

The Red Cross further reported it 
had handled nearly a million let­
ters and communications, between 
war prisoners and their relatives 
back home — wherever “home” 
might be. Apparently, there have 
been few war atrocities in Norway, 
Holland, Belgium, France; but addi­
tional atrocity data came leaking 
out of Poland—data that reflected 
equally unfavorably on Germans, 
Poles, and Russians.
AMERICA:
At Odds & Ends

Margaret Woodrow Wilson, daugh­
ter of the late President Wilson, was 
reported to be happy in a life-long 
Indian mystical sect. Marge, they 
said, was peaceful and secluded.

The Harvard graduating class 
cheered, to the echo, their class ora­
tor, who said to stay out of Euro­
pean wars. It booed, to the echo, 
an old grad who talked about repeat­
ing the events of 1917-18.

John Lewis, of the C. I. O., praised 
ex-President Hoover and said he had 
nothing to do with the great Ameri­
can depression, blaming politiciana 
for this libel.

Doctors over the nation, reported 
thet Euro-blitzkrieging had made 
Americans literally sick, cKie to 
nervous emotion and worry: the war 
of nerves, they added, was produc­
ing neurotics.

Twin bombs, within an hour, went 
off anonymously in New York city, 
outside the German commercial 
agency, suid Communist party head­
quarters. Ten people were hurt, and 
district attorney (candidate) Dewey 
got down to work at once.

New York city, according to cen­
sus flgures, now has 7t4 miUion peo­
ple, which is half a miUion more 
than 10 years ago. The borough of 
Queens has the largest gain: 20 per 
cent. The Bronx borough ia most 
populous, with famed Manhattan 
only third. Brooklyn is second, 
Queens fourth, and little Staten Is­
land Afth. Tokyo is now the world’s 
second city, with London (on thr 
down and down) third.
WAR REACTIONS:
*Many and Varied*

England and Germany kept bomb­
ing each other from the air. ’The 
English strafed the Berlin suburbs, 
and the Germans hammered hun­
dreds of miles of tha English east 
coast, where the “true” Anglo-^x- 
ons hail from. Canada, Australia 
and New Zealand proved their loy­
alty. Canada put in conscription, 
for service within the limits of the 
dominion. The new governor-gen­
eral, Queen Mary's brother, Ath- 
lone, arrived from England, to pep 
up the Canadians even more. But 
another British dominion. South Af­
rica, was debating a separate peace 
with Germany, as Premier Smuts 
deadlocked with ex-Premier Hert- 
zog, and the Dutch Boera squabbled 
with the British colonials down 
there.

Soviet Russia tightened its hold on 
the three little Baltic states of Lithu­
ania, Latvia, and Estonia, with an 
■8KrcC*ic population of perhaps 
6,000,000. Tiny Estonia underwent a 
workers’ communist putsch, and 
ousted its middle-class rulers. The 
Red army aided in this "revolu­
tionary” development, and other 
“developments” - were expected in 
Latvia and Lithuania. What would 
become of honest, steadfast, debu 
paying Finland, was the next ques­
tion, and one that agitated aome 
Americans more than the sad fate of 
brave M. Reynaud.

Theodore Roosevelt is 
its chairman and Dr. Kingdon is 
educational ^rector 

“American Unity" was the subject 
of Dr. Kingdon’s address before the 
Institute of Public Affairs at Char­
lottesville, Va., recently. A few days 
ago, this writer happened to be pree- 
ent when Dr. Kingdon was convers­
ing with a New York citizen of dis­
tinction and influence who main­
tained that democracy was both de­
cadent and impotent. In his (Char­
lottesville address. Dr. Kingdon 
said:

"ITie other flay, 1 was srgNing 
with a self-eoNfessed Fascist. I 
happened te nse the word free­
dom. He immediately scoffed, 
saying, ‘Freedom for what? 
Freedom to bo nnemployod? 
Freedom to starve?’ He knew 
that the word was one of the 
signal words of hnman history. 
He fconld not meet H sqasrely.
So he tried to tie it np with all 
kinds of other words having nn- 
pleasant definitions In order to 
destroy its own appeal by trans­
ferring to it their dismay. His 
was a deliberate effort to empty 
of moaning a word that is 
packed with hope and faith. His 
performance was typical of the 
planned and concerted attempt 
to destroy the foondstioHi of o«i 
thonght so that we shall ernmbU 
before a vigorous onslsnght 
from the esnso with which ho 
has allied himself."
In the above address Dr. King­

don assays such words as Christi­
anity, freedom, religion, propagan­
da, isolation, in the interest of tol­
erance and unity. Such is one of 
the unique endeavors of the Citizen­
ship Educational Service.

Dr. Kingdon, tall, urbane school­
man and cleric, was born in London 
and came to this country in 1912, 
at the age of 17. He was educated 
at University College school, Lon­
don, and Boston university.

There are 400,(WO Germans in Brazil 
who have indicated similar views 
about "sterile democracy.”

President Vargas has seemed 
mneb more able and plsasible 
than moat dictators. He isn’t 
given to cssasl sbootiag or hang­
ing and he aays very little and 
this in a low voice, never ia n 
sports psimst or on a balcony. 
He built his 1938 campaign an a 
baro^nekle fight against the 
“plntocrstle coffee barons" of 
the 8ao Psnlo. He was badly 
defeated. He didn’t yell, ‘Tve 
been robbed,” but instead gath­
ered a few ef his eld gsneho 
friends and qaietly took over thr 
country.
For four years, he ruled by de­

cree and then set up a liberal con­
stitution, written by the national as­
sembly. He proclaimed his alle­
giance to liberal government and 
the democratic ideal. He governed 
effectively and is credited with hav­
ing cut down debt and upped pro­
duction.

Reared in a prairie town, he en­
rolled in a military college, but was 
diverted to the law and, like many 
of our own politicians, reached the 
national congress, with a start as 
district attorney.

“Sugar ’nd spice ’nd everything 
nice’’ goes into the preserving ket­
tle, and out of it comes a tantaliz­
ing array of jellies, jams, pickles 
and relishes, and rich fruit butters 
and marmalades.

This year, why not add to your 
stock of preserves (and to your rep­

utation as a good 
cook!) by doing 
seme of your own 
canning and pre­
serving? It’s as 
easy as A,B,C, if 
you’ll follow a 
few simple sug­
gestions and use 
tested recipes.

Most of the equipment you need 
for canning and preserving you will 
have on hand; large kettles or 
saucepans, a colander, coarse 
strainer, wooden masher, wooden 
spoons, a skimmer, wide-mouth fun­
nel, glass jars, jelly glasses, jar 
covers and new rubbers. It may be 
necessary to buy a few new jars 
eafch year, for nicked jars are likely 
to cause spoilage.

Wash jars, glasses and covers 
thoroughly in soapy water, and rinse 
in boiling water. Sterilize their just 
before using and let them remain 
in the hot water until you are ready 
to fill them. Use new rubbers ev­
ery year, and dip them in boiling 
water just before you put them on 
the jars. When jars or jelly glasses 
are to be filled with hot foods, 
place the hot glasses on a clean 
towel which has been wrung out of 
hot water.

If you have an old-fashioned gravy 
boat with a spout and handle, use it 
in filling glasses 
with jellies, jams 
and preserves.
Allow the jam to 
cool in the glasses 
before seal ing 
with paraffin.
When the paraffin 
has set, wipe the 
glasses with a damp cloth, cover, 
and label them. To prevent the 
formation of mold, store jams, jel­
lies, and preserves in a cool, dry 
place.

Homemade Tomato Soup.
(Makes 6 pints)

1 peck tomatoes (14 pounds)
1 bunch celery 
1 quart onions (sliced)

cup butter 
Vk cup flour 
Vk cup sugar 
4 to 5 teaspoons salt 
% teaspoon pepper

Scrub the tomatoes and celery, 
and cut into pieces. Add the sliced 
onion, and cook over a low flame 
until the vegetables are thoroughly 
soft (about 1 hour). Strain. Blend 
together the butter, flour, sugar, and 
seasoning, and add to Uie strained 
tomato mixture. Bring to a boil, 
and boil gently for 20 minutes, stir­
ring frequently. Seal in sterilized 
jars. To serve, combine the tomato 
soup with soup stock or milk.

Sweet Pantry Slices.
(Makes 6 to 7 pints)

1 gallon cucumbers (3 to S 
inches long)

quarts white onions (sliced)
H cup salt
5 cups sugar
1 tablespoon ground ginger
V4 teaspoon turmeric
2 tablespoons mustard seed
1 tablespoon celery seed ■ '  '
6 cups vinegar
Scrub cucumbers and slice thin 

(without paring). Add sliced onions 
and salt, and if crushed ice is avail­
able, stir in 1 pint which aids in 
crisping. Cover with a weighted lid 
and let stand for 3 hours. Dram, 
and add remaining ingredients. 
Place over low heat, bring to the 
simmering point, and simmer for 5 
minutes. Pack in sterilized jars and 
seal.

Strawberry-Rhnbarb Conserve.
2 poimds sti;awberries
2 pounds rhubarb
3 pounds sugar

Wash fruit; hull strawberries and 
cut rhubarb in small pieces (you’ll 
find the scissors a great finger-saver 
in cutting the rhubarb). Place fruit 
in deep pan like a dish-pan and 
place in cold oven. Set temperature 
control to 400 degrees and start the 
oven. Cook about IMi hours, then 
add sugar. Cook, stirring occasion- 
lily, for H to 1 hour, or until con­

serve becomes thick. (The time va­
ries according to the “juiciness” of 
the fruit). Pour into sterilized jars 
or glasses and seal immediately or 
cool and cover with melted paraffin.

Quick Strawberry Jam.
(Makes 6 glasses)

1 quart strawberries 
Boiling water 
4 cups sugar

Remove caps from strawberries 
and wash thoroughly. 'Then pour 
boiling water over berries until wa­
ter is lightly tinted with pink. Drain 
and place berries in saucepan, add 
2 cups of sugar, and shake over 
low flame until sugar is dissolved 
and mixture begins to boil. ’Then 
increase heat and boil hard for 4 
minutes. Reduce heat, add remain­
ing sugar and boil hard again for 4 
minutes longer. Pour into jelly 
glasses, allow to thicken, and seal 
when cold.

Sunless Sun Preserves.
Take 4 cups of strawberries which 

have been washed and hulled and 5 
cups sugar, place 1 cup berries in 
a heavy saucepan and cover with 1 
cup sugar and continue until all of 
the berries and sugar have been 
placed in the saucepan layer by 
layer. Bring slowly to a boil and 
boil gently for S minutes. Remove 
from fire and add 3 tablespoons lem­
on juice. Let Stand over night. Next 
day bring to a boil and boil gently 
an additional 0 minutes. Remove 
from fire, skim, and let stand in 
saucepan until thoroughly cold, then 
seal in ho* sterilized jars. ’The ber­
ries remain whole and retain their 
natural flavor and color.

Rhubarb Butter.
(Makes 6 to 7 glasses)

2Vi pounds rhubarb 
2 pounds sugar 
% cup vinegar 
1 teaspoon ground cinnamon 
% teaspoon ground cloves

Chit rhubarb in small pieces (do 
not peel). Combine with remaining 
ingredients and cook for about 2 
hours—or until the mixture is the 
consistency of fruit butter. Pour 
into sterilized jelly glasses. Cover 
with melted paraffin.

Chili Sauce.
4 quarts ripe tomatoes
6 apples
2 onions
\Vk cups brown sugar
2 cups vinegar
1 tablespoon salt
3 tablespoons pickle spice
2 teaspoons paprika

Peel and chop fine the tomatoes, 
apples and onions. Add the brown 

sugar ,  vinegar 
and salt and the 
spices tied in a 
spice bag. Cook 
slowly until thick, 
stirring frequent­
ly. Remove spice 
bag. Seal in hot 
sterilized jars.
