W A R :
Changed Scene

Although nothing in the European 
war was a certainty except its un­
certainty, it seemed reasonably like­
ly that the attempted Axis pincers 
meve against Suez via north Africa 
end the Middle East would change 
the vital scene of the war to that 
locality.

That Suez eventually would fall 
to the Gcrman-Italian forces was 
deemed a likelihood, though the fail­
ure of this campaign would converse­
ly mean a distinct turn of the tide 
in British favor.

Even before the outset of the cam­
paign. when the British had conclud­
ed the first move into Iraq, the Brit­
ish ministry of information attempt­
ed to prepare the public for an ad­
verse outcome by letting it be known 
that even the fall of Suez would not 
be fatal to the British cause.

Indeed, the propaganda erticlcs 
pointed to Alexandria ea a much 
more vital spot in the Mediterranean 
than Suez, but how this helped when 
Alexandria eras as much of an Axis 
objective as Suez was a little diffi­
cult to sec.

Perhaps it wee that the British 
thought they could hold out at Alex­
andria after Suez had fallen, thus 
naming the objectives in chrono­
logical order.

All this was considerably in the 
future, however, for the British at­
tempted to “ Jump the gun’* as they 
had at Salonika and Piraeus, by 
landing an expeditionary force in 
Iraq. There was one vital differ­
ence, however, that in Iraq they 
were meeting an unfriendly regime, 
whereas in Greece the landing was 
welcomed, as the Greeks already 
were at war with the Axis.

Within B tew days after the landing 
from the Persian gulf the Britien 
found themselves virtually at war 
with Arabia, though the Iraq army 
was only M.OOO regularly armed 
end uniformed men. But the gov­
ernment which had got ita power 
through e Nazi-inspired coup d’etat, 
ordered all citizens to grab what­
ever arms they had and to wage 
e holy war against invading Eng­
land.

Objective
Vital objective of the British was 

to prevent damage or seizure on the 
part of the Arabs of the vital Mosul 
oil fields, and the British drive was 
aimed particularly at Kirkuk, the 
start of the pipeline from the Mosul 
fields sdiich supplied airplane and 
fleet fuel for the Mediterranean 
forces.

However, though the Arebe were 
conceded Uttlc chance to stand up 
to the British attackers, they were 
on the ground, and even as they 
started shelling British troops and 
the Habbaniyah air field, and even 
as they started appeals to Germany 
for help, thus laying the groundwork 
foi* tbc landing of a German expedi­
tionary force, Arabs seized the Kir­
kuk end of the pipeline, and were 
reported to be flooding the oil fields.

It could not be estimated how 
much damage was being done, but 
though the pipeline seizure was 
pleasing to the Germans, s serious 
sabotage* of the oil fields would 
prove emberrearning to Germany, 
though much more to the British.

For the Germans stood even more 
la need of oil than the British. The 
latter could get oil from other 
sources, notably from thee United 
States, but one of Germany’s sec­
ondary objectives in the Near East

was this same group of oil wells.
Of course, if the German drive 

southward should succeed, the Haifa 
end of the pipeline would fall as 
well as tbc Kirkuk end, not to men­
tion the oil field itself.

Formula
None doubted that Germany 

would hold to this so tar winning 
formula of warfars and leave the 
Arabs largely to their fete until the 
planned advance had been thor­
oughly worked out. 17111 was the 
method employed in northern A f­
rica, where the Germans let the 
Italians take their beating until they 
were driven back to TripolL

’Then the forces of the Reich 
crossed the Mediterranean, largely 
in Italian ships, landed on the north 
African coast, and promptly and with 
high speed drove the British beck 
on their heels, taking sverything 
that the Italians had lost in a mat­
ter of weeks, where it had takan the 
British months.

This was the western end of the 
pincers which was aimtd at Alex­
andria Egypt and Suez, with tha 
move of the eastern end, which 
started with tlie Grecian campaign 
and the general Balkan infiltratioo, 
axpectad to start as soon as the 
proper diplomatic and military 
preparation was finished.

Many believed the Germans would 
have to burry this time, for some ob­
servers reported the Russians to be 
drawing Iruups froui the eastern 
part of the country, end beginning 
to concentrate them in central Rua

Tax Testimony

This might mean two things, 
either a protective movement, or an 
effort to beet the Germane to the 
Near-Eastern punch and to go into 
the Eurasian territory themselves, 
perhaps through Persia. There was 
an outside possibility that Russia, 
however, might content herself with 
a Persian grab, and aim toward 
British liiuia.

Soviet Upset
The Soviet was considerably up­

set, it was true, by the German entry 
into Finland; was more upset tha 
infiltration into Bulgaria; and still 
more bothered by the reports from 
Turkey that the Turks were plan­
ning to follow the lead of all Balkan 
countries except Jugoslavia end 
Greece, and perpiit the Germans to 
have their will unchecked.

Should the Russians actually Jump 
actively over to the British side of 
the war, which was dsemed ex­
tremely unlikely until the British 
had imparted a serious defeat to 
the Axis, then the whole complexion 
of things would be changed end 
Italy and Germany would find them­
selves with a real problem on their 
hands.

What seemed most likely was ths 
eventual fall of Asia Minor to the 
Axis, and even at long last the fall 
of Suez and Alexandria.

Closest observers of tbc war be­
lieved that even with all of this the 
British had a chance to win if they 
could definitely win the battle of the 
Atlantic; could definitely resume the 
unchallenged mastery of the seas;

CONVOY: 
Pre-Wor issue

’The question of convoying metcii- 
sla to Britain by American war­
ships, and the sending of such ms- 
teriais in American flag ships to ths 
Britiah Middle-East command waa 
rapidly becoming the pre-eminent 
issue before the public.

1710 isolationists, naturally, ware 
condemning convoying as an act 
of war, and as a breach of President 
Roosevelt’s campaign promise to 
confine military and naval service 
to “ this hemisphera."

At first observers believed the 
question waa scheduled to die in the 
foreign affairs committee debate in 
the senate, especially after the de­
feat of ihe Tol^y resolution in com­
mittee by a 13-10 vote. The close­
ness of this vote, however, gave ad- 
ministretion opponents new cour­
s e ,  apparently, for almost imme­
diately there was a quantity of 
stormy material on the front pages 
all surrounding the question of con­
voys.

Somt senators and soms cabinet 
officcra openly favored convoying; 
the Pcaident opened the Red see aa 
far aa Suez to American vessels car­
rying aid to democracies; and 
American werehipe were unofficially 
reported to be in waters inunadi- 
atcly adjacent to Singapore.

B iu *st aenaation bed been sprung 
earlier by Senators Tobey end Nye 
when they clato>««l to have ”  inside 
information”  that complete convoy­
ing already had begun. All forces 
admitted that the President had the 
power, as commander-in-chief of 
the navy, to order convoying, in fact 
to order navy ships to carry out any 
of his commends.

The question as jx jt to the Presi­
dent The President did not answer 
but the categorical denial by Secre­
tary Hull and Admiral Stark satis­
fied most people, including all 
friends of the administration, that 
the “ actual convoy”  rumor was only 
that and nothing more, eapecially 
when neither Nye nor ’Tobey could 
quote chapter or verse as to their 
information aource.

However, ell these statements 
sprang back into prominence when 
of all placet Vichy walked into 
the c o n tro v «^  by stating that M 
American ships “ loaded to the fun­
nels”  with munitions assigned to the 
Britiah Middls East command and 
convoyed by American warships, 
had arrived at Suez.

The navy instantly issued at least 
a partial denial. But the navy de­
nial confined itself to the statement 
that “ no United Statea ships ere 
engaged in convoy duty.”

U. S. ‘ENTRY’ :
Into Conflict?

Just as all developments brought
one vital question mors nearly to 
the fore, the question of whether or 
not America actually was to enter 
the war on the side of the British, 
the issue, oddly enough, was ^ in g  
brought more end more to s heed by 
the America First Committee.

This group now was finding 
Charles A. Lindbergh its natural 
leader following hie dremetic resig­
nation from his reserve colonelcy in 
the air force, and especially after 
his subsequent utterances, particu­
larly his St. Louis address, srhich 
was given verbatim coverage in 
moat newspapers that were opposed 
and in all large newspapers whether 
opposed to Rooeevelt or not.

Whether it was intentioaal or not, 
the anti-interventionists were rapid­
ly forcing tha issue to wiicre most

The Germans were aceking this 
victory to giva it to Oer Fuefaer as 
a fltty-aacond birthday present but 
thia was denied them. Yet the lat­
ter days of the flghting ware marked 
by a curious attitude op the part of 
the Britiah press—mka^ o f the 
papers calling for a wHhiraaral of 
the troops while the daily raporta 
told of marvelouB resistance, of 
heavy toll from the attackers’ col- 
umna, and long lines of prisoners 
and wounded in Nazi uniforms 
pouring into Athaaa.

Generally speaking, there was lit- 
tla, if any, bombing of the historic 
Greek capital, cradla of modem civ- 
iliiatinn, filled with priceless relics 
of tha days of Pericles. Tha Ger-

mans claimed they «rere bombing 
Athena not at alL There were, in 
fact, small reporta of damage, much 
smaller than would have been the 
case if bombing of the capital were 
a part of the German plan.

The first German success in 
Thrace and Macedonia «ras foUoared 
by a general and continued advan::« 
toward strategic points, and culmi­
nated in a break-through, erhich 
forced the abandonment of the 
Mount Olyrmpus line, and the en­
trance of the attackers into the vast 
ThcssalUn plain.

The Nazi tactic seemed to call for 
picking out one or two vital arcak 
spots in the defenders’ positions, and 
attacking these with furious pincers 
assaults, exactly similar to the 
method used in the Battle of France.

That they «rere not Immediately 
successful in a larger measure was 
a tribute to two things—the flghting 
qualities of British and Greeks, and 
the absence of panic-jammed road­
ways, interfering with orderly mili­
tary transport.

Not repeated were the awful 
scenes of Poland, where the Nazi 
tanks advanced to their triumphal- 
entry of Warsaw over the terri- 
fled and broken bodies of thousands 
of Polish civilians—men, aromen 
and children.

And these also had been the 
scenes enacted in the Low Coun­
tries, «There the Nazi Panzer opera­
tors themselves «rere said to hava 
been sickened as the caterpillar 
tractors • ground noncombantants’ 
bodies into the pavements of the 
roads on «rhich they swarmed in 
their forward march.

Yet the outcome of the battle «ras 
hardly expected to be favorable to 
the defenders.

U. S. ARMY:
Treuning

’The early contention of man) 
army experts that America qouk 
not hope to train men in m<^«m 
«rarfare in one calendar year, start­
ing «rith the raw civilian, brought 
from many sources the «rord that it 
«Tould be more than borne out now 
that the troops «rere proceeding into 
advanced training.

’The army had now reached, in 
numbers, «rell past 1400.000 men, 
and in this group were XI infantry 
divisions alone. ’These men, it was 
said, already had been given a 
good course in basic discipline and 
ordinary infantry training, but even 
thia was entirely preliminary to 
aerious consideration of modem 
warfare, and was not finished yet.

One American officer, in the Army 
Journal, criticized the war depart­
ment for permitting delays in the 
training of troops. It was s« m  wiat 
there was a good deal of irritation 
ezpresaed in high departmant quar­
ters over the frank words of thia of­
ficer.

One of,the chief bottlenecks, of 
course, has been the lack of equip­
ment of the newest types «vith «rhich 
to train the men, assuming that 
their basic course is soon finished.

But the article in the Army Jour­
nal and another in the Cavalry Jour­
nal commenting on the first, re­
vealed that our army is lagging in 
instruction on the use of flame­
throwers, on defense against chem­
ical warfare and in many other 
fields, particularly as to modem 
combat.

A plan to cut the draft age do«ra 
to IS met early antagonism in con­
gressional circles, but that the ad­
ministration had not abandoned the 
idea was seen in facts and figures 
later made public.

For instance, the Census Bu­
reau estimated that the k>«T«ring of 
the sgs limit would place 3,84S,38T 
more men «rithin the range of the 
selective service law.

But if the maximum age limits 
were lowered to 30 years, more than 
8,000,000 «vould be taken out of the 
law’s scope, it was said.

LONDON:
Really Blasted

Lest Britain might think that Hit­
ler had moved all his sir force into 
Africa and the Balkans, the German 
Luftwaffe sUrted a terrific aeries of 
raids on London, doing the British 
capital damage on such a large 
scale and causing so many casual­
ties that accurate estimates «rere 
not obtainable a «reek later.

Lord and Lady Stamp, the for­
mer honored repeatedly in this 
country, were killed, removing an 
important figure from the govern­
ment. City block after city block 
,«ras demolished. Hundreds and hun­
dreds of persons were wiped out in 
underground shelters, struck by di­
rect hits.^

The first raid lasted 10 hours. The 
second. Hitler’s “ birthday blitz,”  
was only slightly less severe.

Britain came out of it «rith Lon­
doners flghting mad, walking about 
the streets, looking at the «rreckage, 
demanding “ Bomb Berlin, Bomb 
Berlin I”  They scrawled these words 
«rith chalk on the sidewalks, on the 
walls of tom buildings, they chant­
ed it in the canyons of their wrecked 
city.

The R. A. F. had stormed Berlin 
a few days before the first big raid, 
and the raid itself had been a re­
prisal—but the British forgot this 
tad demanded more reprisals. This 
the R. A  F. did the folkneing day, 
the air ministry announcing that 
bombs of a larger caliber than ever 
used before had been dropped on 
the German capital.

German admissions of damage 
«rere small. Only 15 had lost their 
Uvea in the first raid, Berlin said, 
and no casualties and minor dam­
age was reported In the second. How 
true this minimizing of the dsmsgs 
was. no official report revealed, but 
reUimmg British airmen claimed 
the reault of the reprisal was “ ex­
tensive.”

The slamming attacks of the Ger­
man air force continued all over 
the British isles with one foray over 
norihem Ireland, with Belfast Hard
bH.

THE HOME M ARKET

TODAY WE ARE IMPORTING 
millions of pounds of beef and mil­
lions of bushels of com from Argen­
tina. We do that with the hope of 
selling Argentina automobiles, type­
writers, sewing machines and many 
other manufactured products. We 
sacrifice the American farmer in 
the interest of the American manu­
facturer and to maintain wage scales 
in American factories.

Before the present war In Europe 
began, we were buying millions of 
pounds of pork products from Po­
land that we might sell to Poland 
the products of American factories. 
A t the same time we would not per­
mit shoe manufacturers in Czecho­
slovakia to sell shoes in this coimtry. 
We prevented that by a tariff wall. 
To have permitted the sale would 
have taken orders away from Amer- 
lean ahoe factories, and emplojrment 
from people who worked in those 
factories.

American farmers could, and 
wculd, hsvc produced the pork prod­
ucts imported from Poland if they 
could have had a protected market, 
and that production would have 
helped to maintain the living stand­
ards in American farm homes.

Instead of giving to the American 
farmer his home market, we make 
o f him a charity subject by paying 
him for not raising'food products 
we can buy elsewhere. To do that 
coats us well over a billion dollard 
a year.

The American farmer would pre­
fer to make his own way. What he 
asks is a fair treatment as is gives 
other American industries.

V8CALLY THE WEATHER 
IS A BIT UNUSUAL

FOR YEARS A FRIEND has writ­
ten me of the glorious climate of 
California. I spent three months in 
that climate this winter and have 
listened to his frequent explanations 
of how very unusual the climate haa 
been, more rains than the state had 
ever known before.

I  have been in Florida during a 
period of unusual weather condi­
tions, colder than was ever known 
before. I have been almost suffo­
cated by heat in the hottest weather 
Minnesota ever experienced. I have 
been snowbound in the worst bliz­
zard New York state ever knew.

Yes, the weather is always un­
usual s^hen it is not ideal, or at 
least, so the visitor is told.

The weather is much tike fishing. 
Before you arrive the resort keeper 
assures you days of fine sport. When 
you get there, something very un­
usual haa happened that never oc­
curred before, and the fish are not 
biting that day, if you are staying 
for only a day; or that week, if you 
are to be around that long.
