ICELAND:
And Bases

The occupation of Iceland by U. S. 
troopa and sailors still ams an issue 
of highest import in Washington, 
and Secretary Knox found himself 
much in foe center of investigation 
and censure, as well as foe recipient 
of considerable approval, depending 
on what quarter one turned to.

A  hitherto almost silent cabinet 
member. Postmaster General Walk* 
er. Journeyed aU foe way to Butte. 
Mont., right into Senator Wbeelcr*a 
bailiwick to deliver a radio address 
foarply criticising foe stand of the 
noninterventionista, of which Wheel­
er was a forefront leader.

Walker declared that Wheeler and 
his associates among the isolation­
ists were “ talking Hitler’s Inn- 
guage."

Meantime Secretary Stimaon was 
preparing to Inunch foe congression­
al campaign in favor of foe Rey­
nolds bill to amend foe selective 
service provision restricting foe 
service of foe army to foe Western 
hemisphere, and there were indica­
tions that the length of service 
change proposed also was going to 
meet a hard fight.

Some of the aelectivc service of­
ficials themselves were being quot­
ed as saying that they felt a length­
ening of foe training period of 
draftees would be a “ breach of 
faith.”

’Then came Wheeler’s charge that 
the navy already had done some 
"shooting”  on foe high seas, and 
following foe session of Secretary 
Knox before the naval affairs com­
mittee there were published, but un­
verified reports on both sides of 
foe picture.

Some senators, it was said, told 
friends that it had been admitted 
that some naval vessels had 
"dropped depth charges," while oth­
er senators said that Secretary Knox 
and Admiral Stark had made a cate­
gorical denial of foe whole matter.

Then Senator Taft stepped into 
the picture, saying that he had in­
formation from sources he consid­
ered well infomned that foe United 
SUtes was already creating bases 
in Northern Ireland and Scotland.

’There were denials and partial 
oonfirmatk» of this, one story pur­
porting to reveal that American 
cHixens were being paid |M> a week 
and subsistence by the British for 
woiking on some sort of a base in 
Northern Ireland.

This work, however, was not Iden­
tified positively as foe creation of 
an air, army or naval base.

The whote picture was further 
confused when Britain announced 
that instead of leaving Iceland now 
that Americans were on foe ground, 
as foe original plan had been, foe 
British tommies would stay.

’This brought further repercus­
sions in Washington, some holding 
that it would be a menace to our 
marines if they were on the same 
i«i«nd with British soldiers, as foe 
Nazis, bombing the British, might 
kill m/uines at foe same time.

eipal cities and most vital terri­
tories on foe fighting front, and con­
tinue to move backward, force the 
enemy to spread out, and absorb 
hia power in their country’s vast- 
ness.

Berlin claimed important brcachea 
of foa Stalin lina at at least four 
points, oae near Leningrad; two in 
the central portion of foa line and 
ana at foe aouth. In addition, aa- 
serted the German communiquea, 
which resumed something of foe 
authoritative note that they had aa- 
sumed during the Greek and Cretan 
campaigna, foe Russians’ defense on 
the northern sector was generally 
broken, and foe fall of Leningrad 
was deemed a certainty.

As to Kiev, foe Nazi forces srere

What observers wondered chiefiy 
was how much foe recent stalling of 
foe German attack had been caused 
by Russian resistance and how 
much by the difficulty of long ad­
vances over foe terrain and foa 
roads foe invaders were traversing.

The Russian reports were filled 
with stories of immense German 
losses, and these had been partial­
ly, at least, verified from such 
points as Stockholm and Berne. If 
it was true that foe stalling of foe 
Blitzkrieg and the assumption of foa 
offensive by foe Russian forces bad 
been caused by determined Red re­
sistance, then there was reason to 
think that it might be accomplished 
again.

’The Russian reports apolw of re­
inforcements in astronomical fig­
ures, one stating that t.000,000 men 
were "moving to the front." Few 
believed that Germany was equipped 
to handle S.000,000 prisoners, let 
alone defeat that number of soldiers 
—but then there was considerable 
doubt whether the Reds actually had 
anything like that number of men in 
the field.

But if even a considerable part of 
such an army was mAncuvering into 
a position of resistance, observers 
felt it was still too early to predict 
a certain and smashing German 
victory.

The resistance of foe Russians to 
the fiery Nazi invasion continued to 
claim chief interest in the news, 
with foe issue still considerably in 
doubt from a long-range viewpoint, 
though the Germans, having re­
newed their blitz technique after a 
considerable lull, were making im­
portant gains.

It was quite obvious what Britain 
was after in these points, which 
had to do with foe handling of both 
nativa and French residents who 
had home arms in the campaign.

promptly interned.

And Ecuador

Despite foe fact that foe century- 
old border dispute between Peru 
and Ecuador fiajed into shooting vi­
olence again even as foe countiias 
were accepting mediatioa offers 
from the United States, Brazil and 
Argentina, it was generally believed 
that the squabble would finally be 
submitted to arbitration.

Official dispatches from Quito 
aeemed to show that foe Ecuadori­
ans wert willing to arbitrate foe 
difference, which covers a consider­
able area of land, most of it wild 
and undeveloped by nationals of 
either nation.

Word came froqi Buenos Aires 
that Peru also was willing to have 
foe subject mediated, and Sumner 
WeDee, acting secretary of state 
during an illness of Secretary Hull, 
BuggMted that in foe interim both 
countries move their armed forces 
to a distance of IS miles from the 
border, putting twice that distance 
between them.

BUFFET SUPPERS

I f  there’s one season of the year 
wdien you like to feel really free 
from the bent of the kitchen, then 
summer’s that season. You can do 
it easily, too, if  you’ll plan and pre­
pare (^G-O-L meals in the early 
hours of the dsy before the heat be­
comes sweltering. Then stay strict­
ly out of the kitchen until supper- 
time.

Make mealtime during these 
months as simple as possible. Not

*Ssndwieh Leaf.
For Chicken Filling use:

1 cup ground, cooked chicken 
Vx cup ground slmonde
2 to 4 tableepoone chopped celery 
Salt to teste
Lemon juice to flavor 
Salad dressing to moisten
Mix chicken, celery and almonds. 

Season with salt and lemon juice 
end add enough dressing to give 
spreading consistency.

For Egg Filling use:
4 herd cooked eggs 
Vx cup chopped cooked bacon or 

cup stuffed olives, chopped 
Salt to season
Few drops Worcestershire sauce 
Salad dressing or cream to moisten.
Chop eggs, add bacon and Wor^ 

cestershire sauce. Moisten with sal­
ad dressing to give spreading con­
sistency.

Remove the crusts from an uncut 
loaf of day-old white sandwich 
bread. Slice lengthwise to make 
three or four alices about % inch 
thick. It ’s a good idea to have the 
bottom slice thicker thsin the other 
three since it helps in placing the 
loaf when served. Spread slices, 
except top and bottom, with 
creamed butter, mayonnaiM, then 
with different fillings. Use chick­
en Ailing between two slices; egg 
flUing for the next and chopped 
vegetables moistened with mayon­
naise for the third or tomato slices.

Stack and cover top and aides with 
soft cream cheese piled like frost­
ing. Garnish with thin radish slices 
and dust with chopped chives. Chill 
in the refrigerator several hours be­
fore serving. It ’s better not to use 
lettuce because it offers slicing dif­
ficulties after the loaf is served.

For the cream cheese frosting use 
M to % pound of cream cheese. Add 
rich milk or creSm to make a thick 
paste. Best cheese and cream un­
til evenly mixed and of good coo- 
sistency for spreading. Spread oYer 
loaf to give a fluffy effect, as 
though you were g ir l in g  icing.

*Temato-Clieese Salad.
(Serves S-10)

1 can (lOH ounces) condensed to­
mato soup 

-1 tablespoon butter 
1 tablespoon grated onion 
1% tablespoons gelatine 
T4 cup cold water 
fl to 8 ouhees cottage cheese 
% cup mayonnaise 
Salt to taste 
1 cup chopped cucumber 
1 cup chopped celery 
% cup s lic ^  radishes 
% cup finely chopped onion

To prepare fruit, trim and slice 
fine (do not peel) about 2 pounds of 
small red-stalked rhubarb. Add I 
cup of sugar, mix, let stand for IS 
minutes. (This cup of sugar is add­
ed in addition to the ones specified 
above). Add 1 teaspoon each of cin­
namon and cloves, and grated rind 
of 1 orange.

Measure prepared fruit into a 8- to 
8-quart kettle filling up last cup or 
fraction of a cup with water if nec­
essary. Place over the hottest fire, 
add fruit pectin, mix well, and con­
tinue stirring until mixture comes 
to a hard boil. To reduce foeming 
14 teaspoon butter may be added.
