RUSSIA:
Deepest Drive

Even Moscow sdmitted it. The 
powerful Nazi thrust hsd Anally 
driven deeper into Soviet territory 
than at any time before in the his­
tory of the war. Last year it was 
toward Moscow that drive pene­
trated to its farthest point.

But the current German cam­
paign wasn't headed directly that 
way. Its spearhead had thrust it­
self across the Don river and swung 
around the big bend of that river 
heading southeastward down the 
valley toward Stalingrad.

TTiough there were immense 
losses of Nazi men and machines 
Hitler kept on going for he wanted 
Stalingrad on the vital Volga. But 
even more he wanted what he could 
And beyond . . . the rich oil pools 
of THE CAUCASUS.

The Moscow-Rostov railway had 
been cut earlier and Soviet oommu- 
nications thus suffered a hard blow. 
When the Germans slash across and 
solídate their positions on the Volga 
it means that still another highly 
important link between the Anal bat­
tleground for the Caucasus and Mos­
cow would be severed. Crumpling 
of their forces further to the north 
of Rostov would also leave the Rus­
sians open to a hard new push by 
Aoods of Nazis released from that 
battle sector.

Russia’s hope was the heavy toll 
of German strength that waa being 
extracted as the Reds fell back in 
their delaying action all along the 
Aghting front. German claims of 
success spoke of the breaking of 
"local resistance everywhere." 
Some military sources were inclined 
to agree with them in this regard 
but there was speculation as to 
whether or not communiques like 
this one were true:

In one day’s Aghting Germany lost 
only six planes and on the same 
day Russian losses were set at 83 
tanks and 74 planes.

Berlin said so, but Moscow didn’t.

SABOTEURS:
A ll Doubt

ment-appointed counsel arhich tried 
to give these enemy agents the 
beneAt of all doubt as to their guilt.

Extensive cross-examination by 
defanae counsel of prosecution aht- 
nesaes slowed testimony but during 
the trial little information leaked out 
to the news-hungry public.

Elmer Davis, director of the Of- 
Acc of War Information, had a tough 
round with the court in getting re­
lease on any news whatsoever. He 
did get two dally press releases but 
they were described as "circum­
spect.”

CHINA:
Change of Policy

"There has been a dcAnite change 
in policy since July 1. (This was 
the date on which regular U. S. 
army air. forces started operations 
in China.) Hankow, Canton and 
other cities in occupied China which 
were never bombed before have 
been bombed now."

So began a hard-hitting statement 
from the headquarters of Brig. Gen. 
Claire L. Chennault, chief of air 
operations against the Jape in 
C%ine.

"W e are going deeper and deeper
into China. All cities under Japa­
nese occupation will be bombed. 
There will be a more active policy 
from now on. You can draw your 
own conclusions as to what will hap­
pen,”  he further stated.

Meanwhile, concrete evidence of 
this new surge of strength was re­
vealed in an announcement from 
Lieut. Gen. Joseph Stillwell’s 
Chungking headquarters which said 
that Linchwan, important base for

the Jap thrust in Kinangsi province, 
had been bombed by "Allied 
planes."

But not only air power seemed to 
be growing in the Linchwan sector, 
for the Chinese ground troops were 
reported driving back the Japs 
toward that city and toward Naiw 
chang.

EGYPT:
Again the Aussies

German Field Marshal Rommel 
had to deal with the Australiana 
again. His mobile columns and ar­
tillery had smashed the British back 
in a headlong drive that had dan­
gerously extended his communication 
lines back to Bengasi and Tobruk. 
And then at El Alamein the British 
army of the Nile, reinforced by 
Australians, let him have it.

They chose the coastal route to 
slap back. Along the Mediterranean 
they ruahed at the Nazi and Italian 
forces who had little time to dig in 
and conaolidate their positions. The 
British, South African and New Zea­
land desert units threw out an of­
fensive to the south and west of their 
El Alamein line and the Aussies 
charged in against the German 
tanks.

Reports from Cairo said that they 
were using a new type of anti-Unk 
gun and they used it at shorter 
range than usual. It had been a 
pre-dawn assault and some of the 
enemy had been caught napping. 
Time after time the Aussies were 
way out in front of their supporting 
tanks. They overran enemy gun po­
sitions and in some cases turned 
the guns around to the west and 
Ared at the German-Italian positions 
beyond.

There developed later, however, 
the most important angle of the 
battle for the Suez. It was an all- 
out air battle. Rommel had suf­
fered some heavy plane losses as 
he kept hammering the British back 
but now hia air strength seemed to 
be strengthened. For as tb« Aus­
sies caught hia tanks temporarily off 
guard, Rommel’s planes rose to 
blast the advance British lines. This 
seemed to mean that from somto 
where had come help.

Answer in Crete?
Experts looked toward Crete for 

the answer. For on that island in 
the Mediterranean were baaed the 
Nasi ace in the hole. This consisted 
of the powerful plane force and the 
parachute troops that had taken the 
island from the Greeks last year 
and which now were poised to re­
lieve pressure from RommeL

New Guinea Front

strategic New Guinea now bases 
U. S. troops and will likely be used 
ss s Jumping off pls«c for sttocks 
on the Jsp invaders of tbs Pacific.

Same day it became known in the 
United SUtes that our troops had 
been stationad at Port M o r e ^  on 
that island the Japs sent over 31 
bombers with eight Aghtera to add 
another raid to the ofMUt area. Kept 
high by anti-aircraft Are. the bomb­
ing “ waa scattered and srild and 
thara waa ae damage."

INDIA?
GandhCs Gain

His doctor had ordered him to rest 
because of his extreme exhaustion 
but Mohandas K. Gandhi was again 
on the road to beating down the Brit­
ish and he would not be stopped.

After six days of discussion at 
Wardha, Gandhi’s Ali-India Congress 
party’s working committee agreed to 
adopt hia project for a 'step-up in 
moral pressure to force Great Brit­
ain to give India full freedom inv 
mediately.

News out of New Delhi indicatea 
that this step came aa triumph for 
the 73-yaar-old advocate of Indian 
nationalism over Pandit Jawaharlal 
Nehru, left-wing leader of the party. 
Nehru has been described as the 
best friend the United Nations have 
in India and thus it appeared that 
any movement to force freedom 
from Britain would be so carried 
out as to refrain from interfering 
with the war effort there. For most 
sources did not believe Nehru would 
have been won over so easily if he 
thought the United Nations causs 
would be endangered.

CEILINGS:
Some Changes

When Arst the General Maximum 
Price regulation was introduced it 
was pretty difficult to adjust cases 
that appeared to be directly harm­
ing aomeone unfairly. This has now 
been amended to permit Leon Hen- 
derson’a Office of Price Adminia- 
tration to adjust ceiling prices tai cer­
tain "hardship cases."

Frozen fruits and vegetables were 
among the Arst ceilings to face ad­
justment. Ceiling prices on theae 
products are being iiKreased to pre­
vent crops from rotting in the Aeld 
because of increased gathering and 
packing costa.

Price relief will also soon be 
granted for jams, jellies and pre­
serves.

Some idea of the amount oi 
money to be apent, taxed or saved 
throughout the country in the com­
ing months came from Commerce 
Secretary Jesae Jones in a state« 
ment to the effect that the Americar 
people in 1943 arill have ovei 
$30,(X)0,000,0(X) more income thar 
"the value of things for which the 
money can be spent."

RATIONING:
Gasoline

About S,(XK),000 eastern motorists 
were to get their basic permanent 
gasoline coupon books, said OPA, 
and local boards were instructed tc 
insist on complete proof of eligibil­
ity and need before granting sup­
plemental rations of any kind.

However, congressmen, memben 
of state and local legislatures, and 
other government officials will be 
eligible for "special rations’ ’ for use 
in legislative or oAficial business.

Bona Ade political candidates may 
have extra rations for travel peces- 
sary to the prosecution of their can­
didacies. Newspaper reporters and 
photographers will be eligible for 
supplementary rations up to a quan­
tity sufficient to permit 470 miles 
of occupational driving per month if 
they can meet car pooling provi­
sions.

Gasoline stations which have been 
supplying war workers will be 
granted increased monthly quotas 
and the WPB granted OPA author^ 
ity to require Ailing station opera­
tors to submit coupons or other enri- 
dence that rationing regulation^ are 
being complied with when gasoline 
is delivered to their stations.

Tires
Eligible motorists may be refused 

new tires by local rationing boards 
if an inspector’s report shows diat 
the purchaser has abused his old 
tires, according to an announce­
ment made by OPA. Also local 
boards may receive application for 
new tires from purchasers of trac­
tors, farm implements, and other 
vehicles sold without tires.

For War

He is the head af the faealty of 
aeraaantieal and mechanical en- 
ginesring at the Massachusetts 
Institute of Teebnology, a (or- 
mer commander and aircraft de­
signer ia the navy, and eo-ordi- 
nator of navy rcsoarcta. Ho do- 
signed for the navy the NC4 Ay- 
iag boat which made the traas- 
Atlantie Algbt in 1919, made the 
Arst wind tnanel for exporimea- 
tation in aerodynamics and de­
signed the Shenandoah, the big­
gest dirigible bnilt In America. 
From Oeston, Iowa, he went tc 

Annapolis, and was graduated in 
1908. He studied aeronautics in Ger­
many, getting tome interesting close- 
ups of Zeppelin design, and returned 
in 1912 to begin his wind-tunnel re- 
march *at MIT. There he gained hia 
degrees in science and engineering 
and was an instructor from 1914 to 
1918. He was in the construction 
corps of the navy from 1909 to 1928, 
advancing to the rank of command- 
cr, retiring from the navy in 1927. 
In that period, he was am^tant 
naval attache at London, Paria, Ben 
lin and Rome.

He became a director of the Good­
year ICeppelin corporation in 1929 
and vies president in 1939. In addi­
tion to the Guggenheim medal, his 
awards include the Navy Cross and 
the Franklin medal.

Fruit Canning

Plan now to put up those fruits 
Aom the market or your victory 

garden while you 
can still capture 
t h e i r  g a r d e n -  
f reshness and 
summer  sw ee t ­
ness. ’This year’s 
canning wUl re­
quire more esro- 

ful planning than ever before, for 
wests in the fruit itself, canning 
jars, rubbers or sugar is highly un­
desirable.

Chart your plans before embark­
ing on the canning program. Con­
sider first how much sugar you will 
have available, with the five pounds 
per person allotment for people who 
are canning. Plan this amount so 
it will do for ths )ams. Jellies, pre- 
aervea, and sugar syrups for fruit 
canning.

I f  possible, can in the early morn­
ing hours when you are rested and 
your mind frac from too many oth­
er thoughts. You will then be able 
to follow recipes more carefully, to 
work with more energy and spirit. 
The day befors you will, if you are 
the bright and alert homemaker, 
have gathered together your Jars, 
washed them, bought necessary sup­
plies of rubbers and covers and oth­
er equipment.

Bring out the preserving kettles 
and pressure cookers, too. See that 
they are well scoured, that you hsvs 
the racks, pctcocks, pressure gauge, 
and steam-tight cover on the pres­
sure cooker well in order.

A hot water bath is best for pro­
cessing fruits because they arc acid. 
They can safely 
at high tempera­
tures, and tex­
ture. flavor and 
color are best.
Oven canning is 
good also. For the 
hot water bath, 
use a Isrgs wash 
boiler or vessel with tight fitting 
cover. F it this with a rack at least 
W inch from the bottom. Fill the 
rack with enough water to cover 
Jars at least one inch over the top. 
Count the p re s s in g  time as soon 
as water surrounding the jars begins 
to boil. ’There should be free circu­
ic ión  of water around Jars.

For oven canning, set the tempera­
ture at 2S0 degreea. Set Jars on a 
rack in ths cold oven, however. Start 
counting time when oven is switched 
or turned on. Do not allow the tem­
perature ever to exceed 150 degrees 
as this causes liquid to boil away 
and evaporate.

Ip placing your Jars in the ov«n, 
allow for free circulation of heat be­
tween them. Do not allow the Jars 
to touch each other, as this will often 
cause breakage, and do not allow 
them to come in contact with the 
sides of the oven.

I f  liquid evaporates during the 
processing in the oven, do not fill 
the Jars after you take them out. 
Some evaporation does not affect 
successful canning of the fruit.

Tha Bagar Qoestlea.
Fruit may be canned successfully 

without sugar or sugar syrup with 
water or fniit Juice used in its place. 
Sugar, however, does mellow and 
ripen the fruit, giving it a better 
flavor. You might try making your 
fruit syrups for fruit canning less 
sweet than usual if you are short on 
sugar.

Honey may be used in place of 
sugar in making thoysweet syrup, 
but tha fruit will be somewhat mors 
dark than if sugar is used end the 
fruit flavor will be intensified. Use 
honey for each cup of sugar in the 
substitution.

White corn syrup is another ac­
ceptable substitute, but eince H is 
less sweet than sugar, substitute 1% 
cups of corn syrup for 1 cup of 
sugar.

Syrups to Use.
Thin syrups (No. 1) art used tor 

small, soft fruits such as cherries 
and berries. Make the syrup by us­
ing three parts of water to one part 
of sugar.

Medium syrup (No. 3) docs best 
by sour berries, acid fruits as cher­
ries and rhubarb, and peaches. Boil 
two parts of water with one part of 
sugar.

Heavy syrup (No. 3) is prescribed 
for the large, sour fruits in which 
you desire extra sweetness. Measure 
one part water to one part sugar 
and bring to a boil.

Apples M  Pears.
(Hot Pack)

Wash, pare, core uniform-sized ap­
ples and cut to desired sizes. (It 
fruit id  to stand 
long enough to 
discolor, drop in­
to water which 
has been slightly 
■sited, until ready 
to use.) Drain 
from brine. Boil 
3 to 5 minutes in 
s medium syrup and pack into clean 
Jars, filling with syrup to % inch of 
the top. Put on cap, screw baml 
tight, process in hot water bath 35 
minutea, or in the oven (at 350 
degrees) 75 minutea. I f  using a pres­
sure cooker, process at 5 pounds for 
10 minutes.

Apples ar Pears.
(Opea Kettle)

Select uniform fruit, wash, pare 
and core, (^ t  into halves or slices. 
£)rop into boiling No. 1 syrup, and 
boil for 30 minutes. Pack foto clean, 
hot, sterilized Jar* and seal tight. 

Peaches.
(Open Kettle)

Select firm, ripe peaches Peel or 
dip peaches in hot water, then in 
cold end slip off peeL Leave whole 
or cut in halves or slices. Boil 30 
minutes in No. 3 or 3 ayruft, and 
pack in clean, hot, eterilized Jars 
Seal tightly.

Peaches.
(Hot Pack)

Prepare at above, removing peel 
and pits. Precook for 3 minutes, 
then pack into clean Jars add syrup 
to within % inch of the top. Put on 
top, screw on firmly, end process in 
a hot water bath for 30 minutes or 
in the pressure cooker for 10 min­
utes at 5 pounds, or in the oven (350 
degrees) for 08 minutes.

PhllBB.
(Hat Pack)

Use the same method and timé 
as for peaches, except do not peel 
the fniit, merely prick the skins 

Berries.
(Cold Psek)

(Exespt strawbsrries sad eraaber- 
ries)

Wash, stem and pack berries 
Pack into clean Jars and add No. 3 
or 3 syrup. Put on cap, screw 
tightly. Process in hot water bath 
30 minutes or in preasurt cooker 
8 minutes at 5 pounds ar in the oven 
St 350 degrees for 88 minutes. 

Charrias.
(Com  Psek )

Wash, stem and pit cherries, if 
deuired. Pack into well cleaned Jars 
fill with No. 3 or S syrup depend­
ing on the sweetnees desired.
