RUSSIA:
/Vazi Advance

While Nazi troops besieging Sta­
lingrad battled for a deqndon the 
German air force was re tr ied  to 
be concentrating its attack on Volga 
shipping, rail and highway commu­
nications as far southeast as Astra­
khan, where the Volga flows into the 
Caspian sea.

The Russian high command an­
nounced that re-enforced German 
troops had made a further advance 
southwest of Stalingrad. German 
broadcasts told of Nazi troopa en­
tering the southern part of the city 
after capturing additional fortifica­
tions. H ow ever, the R ussians 
claimed they were holding firm to 
the west.

The Red communique reported a 
new enemy drive on the western 
bank of the*Don river, south of Voro­
nezh, employing an entire infantry 
division and 100 tanks. The Ger­
mans were said to have lost 2,000 
officers and men. In the Volkhov 
sector east of Leningrad the Ger­
mans were reported battling for a 
12-mile stretch of the important Len- 
ingrad-Vologda railway.

Brighter reports came from the 
deep Caucasus. German troopa in 
the mountainous region around Moz- 
dok were said to be ’ ’withdrawing 
northward.”  Observers noted that 
recent snows in the Caucasus may 
have caused the withdrawal and 
said that the Axis may have re- 
linguished hope of reaching the Cas­
pian sea in that area before winter.

RAIDS ON BRITAIN; «
From the Stratosphere

Germany's third new weapon for 
daylight bombing raids against Eng­
land was revealed in London with a 
disclosure that Nazi substratosphere 
bombers, equipped with super­
charged Dieael motors, have niade 
tevcral daylight attaclu on Great 
Britain.

The flrat of theae bombing raids 
cn Britain were made from altitudes 
af approximately 40,(XW feel. Tba 
bombert , were modified Junkers 
Bt-P's equipped with experimental 
pressure cabins. Others used were 
four-owtor Heinkel 177’s, carrying 
eight tana of bomba, equalling the 
capacity of Britain’s biggest bomb- 
era. and the bomb<arrying Focke- 
Wulf ISO’s. The latter planea are 
primarily fighters and they are able 
to speed low over coastal targets, 
getting away before the fast British 
Spitfires can get at them.

PRODUCTION CUT;
Faced by Industry

In a Btraight-to>the-point speech. 
Doqald M. Nelson, chairman of the 
War Production board, warned the 
nation that we are not winning the 
war and that, although the nation’s 
production is not what it should be, 
shifts must be made in material al­
lotment thaf will enforce layoffs and 

j production changea.
He pointed out that further cuts 

in materials for civilian use and 
shifts in materials from one war 
product to another would be made 
to balance war production, and said 
such cuts and assignments would 
result in enforced layoffs for men 
and women intent on production for 
victory.

PACIFIC FRONT:
Action Continues

Allied bombing attacks against 
Japanese bases in ^ew Guinea con­
tinued with smashing blows taking s 
heavy toll in the battle area. Lae 
and Salamaua were targeta for the 
main attacka. Two bombers were 
destroyed on the ground at the Lae 
airdrome, where 17 tons of bomba 
were dropped on inatallationa.

The communique stated that 
ground action in the Owen Stanley 
mountain range, where the Japs 
were halted about 40 miles north of 
the Port Moresby base, was con­
fined to patrol activity.

Meanwhile, the battle of the Solo­
mons seemed to have settled down 
to a battle of supply lines. The 
United States and Australia have 
poured planea and supplies in to the 
marines on Guadalcanal and Tulagi 
against''Japanese sea and air oppo­
sition.

The Japs have not attacked in 
force since the major battle on Au­
gust 24 and 25, when U. S. forces de­
feated an enemy invasion force of 
more than 40 ships. They have con­
tinued their occ^ on al bombing for­
ays and attacks with light naval 
craft. Recently the Japanese have 
bombed from high altitudes, using 
delayed action bombs.

MORGENTHAU;
Lauds Bond Sales

Flatly denying that he regards the 
voluntary war bond sales program 
a« a ’ ’failure,”  Secretary of the 
Treasury Mehry Morgenthau de­
clared in a statement to the war 
savings staff that the treasury “ will 
continue to rely upon voluntary 
lending for a large part of our 
financing.”

The secretary’s statement waa 
made following a recent press con­
ference. He said: “ n ie  impresaion 
seems to have spread that I regard 
the voluntary war bond program as 
a ‘failure.’ This is not only a distor­
tion of anything I have said on the 
subject, it is also an injustice 
to the hundreds of thousands of de­
voted volunteers in all parts of the 
country.

TRANSPORTATION;
U. S. Control

Before the operators of 5,000,000 
tn ii^ , 154,000 busses and 50,000 
taxicabs can obtain gasoline, tires 
or parts after November 15, they 
will be forced to show “ certificates 
of war necessity.”

Government control of these ve­
hicles aa a conservation measure 
was announced by Joseph B. East­
man, director of the Office of De­
fense Transportation. Eastman said 
the certificates for commercial ve- 
hiclea would require a tire check 
every 5,000 miles, or every 60 days 
—whichever occurs first. Certifi­
cates, he indicated, would be issued 
to all types of trucks and vehicles 
built primarily for transporting 
p ro ^ r^  and passengers and others 
available for public usage, such as 
ambulances and hearsea.

The control measure was inaugu­
rated to limit the use of vehicles 
to operations necessary to the war 
effort, or to the essential domestic 
economy.

The Japs de­
scribe this picture as showing a part of the 1,3M Americans esptnred at 
Wake island on their way to a prison camp in Kagawa province. The 
black nnifonned officer la identified as Commander Winfield Scott Cun­
ningham, ex-garrison chief at Wake. The picture is being used by the 
enemy as propaganda.

RUSSIA:
Nazi Advance

While Nazi troops besieging Sta­
lingrad battled for a deqúk» the 
German air force waa reported to 
be concentrating its attack on Volga 
shipping, rail and highway commu­
nications as far southeast as Astra­
khan, where the Volga flows into the 
Caspian sea.

The Russian high command an­
nounced that re-enforced German 
troops had made a further advance 
southwest of Stalingrad. German 
broadcasts told of Nazi troops en­
tering the southern part of the city 
after capturing additional fortifica­
tion s. H ow ever, the R ussians 
claimed they were holding firm to 
the west.

The Red communique reported a 
new enemy drive on the western 
bank of the'Don river, south of Voro­
nezh, employing sn entire infantry 
division and 1(X> tanks. The Ger­
mans were said to have lost 2,000 
officers and men. In the Volkhov 
sector east of Leningrad the Ger­
mans were reported battling for a 
12-mile sVefch of the important Len- 
ingrad-Vologda railway.

Brighter reports came from the 
deep Caucasus. German troopa in 
the mountainous region around Moz- 
dok were said to be "withdrawing 
northward.”  Observers noted that 
recent snows in the Caucasus may 
have caused the withdrawal and 
said that the Axis may have re- 
linguiahed hope of reaching the Cas­
pian sea in that area before winter.

RAIDS ON BRITAIN: .
From the Stratosphere

Germany's third new weapon for 
daylight bombing raids against Eng­
land was revealed in London with a 
disclocure that Nazi substratosphere 
bombers, equipped with super­
charged Diesel motora, have made 
•rrcrul daylight attacks mi Great 
Britain.

The first of these bombing raids 
on Britain were made from altitudes 
uf approximately 40,000 feet. Tha 
bombers , were modified Junkers 
SO-P's equipped with experimental 
pressure cabins. Others used were 
four-motor Heinkel 177’s, carrying 
eight tons of bomba, equalling the 
capacity of Britain’s biggest bomb­
ers, and the bomb<arrying Focke- 
Wulf ISO’s. The latter planes arc 
primarily fighters and they are able 
to speed low over coastal targets, 
getting away before the fast British 
Spitfires can get at them.

PRODUCTION CUT:
Faced by Industry

In a straight-to-the-point speech, 
Dooald M. Nelson, chairman at the 
War Production board, warned the 
nation that we are not winning the 
war and that, although the nation's 
production is not what it abould be, 
shifts must be made in material al­
lotment thaf will enforce layoffs and 
production changes.

He pointed out that further cuts 
in materials for civilian use and 
shifts in matwrials from one war 
product to another would be made 
to balance war production, and said 
such cuts and assignments would 
result in enforced layoffs for men 
and women intent on production for 
victory.

PA CinC  FRONT;
Action Continues

Allied bombing attacks against 
Japanese bases in ^ew Guinea con­
tinued with smashing blows taking a 
heavy toll in the battle area. Lae 
and Salanuiua were targets for the 
main attacks. Two bombers were 
destroyed on the ground at the Lae 
airdrome, where 17 tons of bombs 
were dropped on installations.

The communique stated that ) 
ground action in the Owen Stanley | 
mountain range, where the Japs i 
were halted about 40 miles north of i 
the Port Moresby base, was con­
fined to patrol activity.

Meanwhile, the battle of the Solo­
mons seemed to have settled down 
to a battle of supply lines. The 
United States and Australia have 
poured planes and supplies in to the 
marines on Guadalcanal and Tulagi 
against'Japanese sea and air oppo­
sition.

The Japs have not attacked in 
force since the major battle on Au­
gust 24 and 25, when U. S. forces de­
feated an enemy invasion force of 
more than 40 ships. They have con­
tinued their occasional bombing for­
ays and attacks with light naval 
craft. Recently the Japanese have 
bombed from high altitudes, using 
delayed action bombs.

MORGENTHAU;
Lauds Bond Sales

Flatly denying that he regards the 
voluntary war bond sales program 
as a “ failure,”  Secretary of the 
Treasury Hehry Morgenthau de­
clared in a statement to the war 
savings staff that the treasury "will 
continue to rely upon voluntary 
lending for a large part of our 
fiaancing.”

The secretary’s statement was 
made following a recent press con­
ference. He urM: "The impreasion 
seems to have spread that I regard 
the voluntary war bond program as 
a Tailurc.* This is not only a distor­
tion of anything I have said on the 
subject, but It is also an injustice 
to the hundreds of thousands of de­
voted volunteers in aQ parte of the 
countey.

TRANSPORTATION; *
U. S. Control

Before the opereters of 5,000,000 
trucks, 154,000 busses and 50,000 
taxicabs can obtain gasoline, tires 
or parts after November 15, they 
wiU be forced to show "certificates 
of war necessity,”

Government control of these ve­
hicles as a copservation measure 
was announced by Joseph B. East­
man, director of the Office of De­
fense Transportation. Eastman said 
the certificates for commercial ve­
hicles would require a tire check 
every 5,000 miles, or every 80 days 
—whichever occurs first. Certifi­
cates, he indicated, would be issued 
to all types of trucks and vehicles 
built primarily for transporting 
property and passengers and others 
available for public usage, such as 
ambulances and hearses.

The control measure was inaugu­
rated to limit the use of vehicles 
to operations necessary to the war 
effort, or to the essential domestic 
economy.

Freah-From-the-Vine Grapes Make Clear, Bright Jelly! 
(Sec Recipes Below.)

Meals—With Zest
Does meal aifter meal slip by un­

noticed, eaten only because it does 
away with hun­
ger? Do your 
meals pull their 
punches so to 
speak—look good, 
have proper bal­
ance, contrast in 
texture, etc., but 
still seem to lack

something vital?
A dinner, lunch or breakfast that 

lacks a sense of completeness is 
like a ham aandwicb without mus­
tard, meat without seasoning, fish 
without a tart sauce, a pie without 
a flaky crust The small things that 
do big things for meniu are ^  rel­
ishes, pickles, jams and jellies, 
which brings me to today’s topic.

Relishes such as pickles, jellies, 
conserves and preserves can supply 
that sense of completeness to a meal 
if you use them with a thought to 
flavor affinity.

For chicken try strawberry or 
plum jam. Gooae calls for spiced 
peach jam or apple jelly. Orange 
and cherry jam or reliah are *ops 
with bland duck. Spiced grape jam 
or gooseberry jams ara “ musts”  
with beef just as mint or crabapple 
jelly are musts with lamb. Pair off 
that golden brown ham with plum 
jelly or horseradish mixed with 
grape jelly. Veal needs crirrant or 
blackberry jam.

If you can’t get quince jelly, t ^  
cranberry jelly with pork. Liver will 
be extra good with tomato reliah.

Think of all the plate lunches and 
sandwiches you are going to serve 
the year ’round for lunches, snacks 
and pack-up boxes. You’ ll need 
these:

*Bread and Batter Pickles.
(Makes S ptots)

U large eacombers 
4 eiiiou, sliced 
4 caps sagar 
1 qoart vinegar 
t  capa water 
4 teaspoons celery seed 
4 teaspoons nnstard seed 
t  teaspoons tnmeric

(^ t cucumbers in Vi inch slices. 
Soak with onions in strong salt wa­
ter for 4 hours.
Combine remain­
ing ingredients 
and bring to a 
boH. Add strained 
cucumber and on­
ion slices. Bring 
to a boil again 
and boil 5 minutes, 
sterilixed jars.

Concord grapes are plentiful in the 
fall and make delicious jelly. You 
can substitute com  syrap in this 
one:

You will need about 3 pounds of 
grapes for four cups of juice. Wash 
and stem grapes and crush grapes. 
Add just enough water to keep from 
scorching, bring to a boil and sim-

Pulling Purse Strings

Today, let’s talk about budgets. 
Food budgets in particular, because 

they arill be a 
major item in 
your life the next 
few months as 
prices slowly edge 
upwards, a s . the 
days slip into fall 
and arüiter and 

the summer bargsina in foods be- 
come fewer and you have to do 
more juggling with figures to give 
your family the right food, at the 
best possible prices.

If you are Mrs. Average America, 
you will be more nutrition conscious 
this year than last, too. This will 
be not only because nutrition news 
has sprinted into the limelight, but 
because the demands of wartime liv­
ing upon energy have become so 
great that you will have to have 
right foods to do your most and your 
best.

But, how can budgeting help you 
to serve “ right”  meals, you ask. 
That's simple. Buy the right foods 
with your dollars and you can’t help 
serving meals that are correctly bal­
anced.

First, divide the food dollar into 
fifths. One-fifth, or 20 cents, should 
go for vegetaUes and fruits. Use 
the next fifth for milk and cheese. 
The third of the fifths goes for the 
basis of your important meals— 
meats, eggs and fish.

Another fifth will be set aside for 
breads and cereals, while the very 
last 20 cents ia allowed for acces­
sory items such as butter, fats, sug­
ar, tea, coffee and spices.

General Guide.
The 20-cent rule is not a hard and 

fast rule. It is only a general guide 
because prices of the different 
groups of food vary from season to 
season, from section to section. Use 
your judgment in spending.

Perhaps you get milk from the 
milkman, vegetables from the ped­
dler who cornea 
to your back door 
three times a 
week, eggs from 
the farm, and 
meat from a fa­
vorite butcher.
Or, you may get 
all your food 
from one place.
There is no one 
way to shop. Pick out what the best 
way la from the facilities available, 
but be sure to investigate those fa­
cilities before you fall into one pat­
tern.

Bhoppisg Carefally.
Conservation’s an important note 

in these times. And it's mighty im­
portant in this fascinating busineas 
of stocking up the pantry. If you 
plan meals for, say three days, or 
better atill. a week in advance, you 
will not be trotting up to the store 
twice every day, or calling up your 
grocer whose time ia at a premium 
and whose delivery facilities have 
been cut in the midst of cake bak- 
ing to tell him you simply must 
have vanilla.' Make out lists, and 
then shop . . .  for everything you 
need at one time.

When the snap of autumn gets into 
the air, use pumpkin, squash and 
Concorcl grapes. When the drifts of 
snow pile lightly against your door 
or the weatlier gets at least uncom­
fortably cold, use root vegetables 
and those canned goods in the can­
ning cupboard. In spring, straw- 
berries, asparagus, and broilers 
should grace your menu. What I

Right in line with buying what is 

most economical at present are the 
bargains you can find in cheeaa. 
Cheese is much more than some­
thing you put between slices of 
bread or the golden orange wedge 
you serve with pie or crackers. It 
ia the most economical aourca of 
protein and as such can be used 
as an excellent meat subatitute.

Easily digeatible and easily blend­
ing with almost every kind of food, 
it makes even the simplest dish a 
distinctive one because of the flavor 
it imparts to it. And remember, 
you’ll get not only protein when you 
use it, but those other essential diet 
neces^ties like phosphorus, calcium, 
iron, and vitamins B, D and G.
