Guadalcanal island came to an ap-
prehenaive America as U. S. soldiers 
and m ariAs bore the bnmt of con­
tinued Japanese sttseks. ’The en- 
en\y bolstered its push with fresh 
reinforcements, landing them on the 
northwestern end of the island.

’The Japs opened their big attack 
by laying down a heavy artillery 
barrage and then using tanka and 
troops against the Americans’ de­
fense lines. In the first two days of 
fighting. United States forces re­
pulsed five tank attacks with artil­
lery. ’The navy communique did not 
mention American tanks.

Prior to sending their ground 
forces into action, the foe smashed 
at Henderson field—with costly re­
sults for themselves. ’The Japs sent 
over 16 bombers escorted by 20 Zero 
fighters. Grumman Wildcats, pilot­
ed by marines, shot down all of the 
fighters, one of the bombers and 

, damaged three additional bombers.
\ Japanese shipping in the Solomons 

ares was the target of American 
pilots. The fliers chalked up two 
Jap cruisers and one destroyer dam­
aged. another cruiser probably dam­
aged and one heavy cruiser or bat­
tleship possibly damaged.

Three attacks were made by Doug­
las dive bombers on a force of cruis­
ers and destroyers north of Florida 
island—13 miles north of Guadal­
canal. The navy communique said 
one enemy cruiser was damaged by 
bombs and the force withdrew.
Coopertttion

Meanwhile, from General Mac Ar­
thur's headquarters in Australia 
came word of continuing Allied 
bombing raids on Jap bases north 
of the Solomons. Approximately 
100,000 tons of shipping ware de­
stroyed or damaged in three nights 
of bombing at Rabaul, Mew Britain.

Other Allied bombers attacked 
Kavtong, New Ireland, scoring direct 
hits on Jap fuel dumps and installa­
tions. Fires wera visible for BO 
miles.

Medium bombers were in action 
over Dutch Timor, north of Australia, 
where they bombed grounded air­
craft on the airdrome at Koepang, 
starting numerous fires.

COFFEE:
One Cup a Day

Coffee will be rationed throughout 
the nation beginning November 38 
on the basia of ona pound each five 
weeks for all persona over 15 years 
of age, under an order issued by 
the (MRce of Price Administration.

On the basis of 35 to 40 cupn per 
pound, the ration means slightly 
more than a cup a day a person. So 
that merchants can stock their 
ahelves, retail sales of coffee will be 
frozen at midnight, November 21.

First of aU the rationed coffee will 
be purchased on the last stamp in 
the sugar ration book, stamp No. 38. 
Following rationed coffee will be is­
sued by working backward through 
the sugar stamp book, using stamps 
No. 38 to 19, in sequence.

Eligibility will be determined by 
the age shown on the sugar book.

RAF BOMBERS:
Over Italy

Long-range RAF bombers struck 
.960 miles across France and Switzer­
land to ravage sections of northern 
Italy and to smash the port of Genoa 
in the heaviest raids of the war on 
Hitler's henchmen.

Targets included the great Genoa- 
Milan-Turin industrial triangle, site 
of Italy’s principal aircraft and ship­
building works. The day before, 
RAF planes left Genoa flaming un­
der two-ton “block buster” bomba.

The British air ministry announced 
that many large fires were set at 
Genoa, and the raid drew the almost 
unheard of admission from Rome 
radio that the bombers caused heavy 
damage. While the bombers also 
attacked other points, they concen­
trated their incendiaries and heavy 
explosives on Genoa, Italy’s chief 
port.

The reason for the heaviest attack 
on Genoa vias obvious. That port 
city is a vital supply terminal for 
Field Marshal Erwbt Rommel In Af­
rica. It ia also the site of aircraft 
parts and munition works.

NORTH AFRICA;
Libya Bound

RUSSIA;
Relief Army

At points the battle line in Stalin­
grad had been driven to within 6(X) 
yards of the Volga as the struggle 
for that vital city reached its climax. 
While the Soviet r e p o ^  told of beat­
ing off constant Nazi attacks, these 
same communiques admitted that 
the Germans gained important 
streets and buildings in other sec­
tions of the stricken city.

To the northwest, the Soviet “ re­
lief army” battled forward. After 
one advance this force found 3,000 
German troops dead and dying in 
trenches and dugouts. In one in­
habited locality 600 Rumanians were 
killed and many captured.

Germany’s final, all-out drive for 
the city of Stalingrad itself waa Just 
part of the news from Russia, how­
ever, for in the Mozdok area of the 
Caucasus the Nazi advance had been 
slowed to a atandatill; on the Black 
sea Russian marines ware throwing 
back a strong Nazi drive southeast 
of Novoroasisk ; and on the Voronezh 
sector of the upper Don two Ger­
man platoons were slaughtered try­
ing to cross a water barrier. (Be­
l i e f  to be the Dan river.)

When t)ie British launched the 
“biggest battle” of Egypt, military 
experts knew that the objective was 
to crush the Africa Corps of Nazi 
General Rommel and drive the Axis 
forces deep into Libya, there to 
crush and destroy it. While it was 
easy to arrive at this fact it was a 
more diflncult task to determine 
whether or not this represented the 
much sought “Second Front.”

While the first reports of this new 
offensive by the British and other 
United Nations forces revealed that 
the Germans were being shoved 
back by the quick thrusts of air 
and land power nobody waa under­
estimating the tremendous task 
ahead.

To nullify the German Africa 
Corps and to open more the Medi­
terranean sea lanes ia a big job. 
But it appeared that the British at­
tack had been well prepared and 
long planned. It had been made 
possible only because huge quanti­
ties of supplies had been poured into 
Egypt from America. These came 
through by way of the big U. S. base 
in Eritrea, on the Red sea.

U. S. planes were co-operating 
with the Brituh but no large num­
bers of American ground troops 
were reported In this action. And it 
was in the air that the United Nations 
first showed their strongest power. 
For once Rommel did not the 
skies.

TANK, PLANE GOAL;
Emphasis Shifted

¡liaclosing that the year’s numer­
ical production for planes and tanks 
would not be met. President Roose­
velt attributed the situation to a shift 
in emphasis to heavier, harder^iit- 
ting models dictated by battle ex­
perience.

In his message to congress last 
January, the Preaident said he had 
ordered steps taken to “ increase our 
production rate of airplanes so rap­
idly that in this year, 1942, we a h ^  
produce 60,(X)0 planet.“

This, he explained, contemplated 
not the production of 60,000 planes 
but the attainment of a 60,000-planea- 
a-year production rate.

He told his press conference that 
the changeover from the M-3 to the 
M-4 tank meant that the numerical 
goal (of 45,000 tanks) would not be 
reached but that the full amount of 
steel and materials called for in 
the initial program would still be 
used in the manufacture of fighting 
machines through enlarged units.

THICKER SOX;
And Faster Mail

“HeUo, Eleanor.”
This was the greeting the Presi­

dent’s wife was given as she hus­
tled about the British isles on her 
visits to American troops stationed 
there. She h:id left Buckingham pal­
ace and the royalty in it behind and 
started her tour of inspection at the 
Washington club, main gathering 
place for U. S. servicemen on leave 
in London.

Here she told the aoldiers and 
sailors that she had already learned 
they would like to have thicker 
socks. She promised to see what 
she could do about it. Then the 
men told her that they would like 
tome kind of a speed-up in the de­
livery of mail from home. This too, 
would get her attention, said the 
First Lady.

Said site; “ I came here to learn 
just such things and I hope you wiU 
tell me more.” That was her idea, 
to learn as much about conditions 
among the AEF aa she could. Most 
people who know Mrs. Roosevelt 
sensed that she was coming home 
with a good store of information on 
this subject.

HONG KONG;
Docks Bombed

Hong Kong’e comparatively peace­
ful days came to a sudden end as 
United States bombers blasted the 
Japanese-occupied city in the first 
Allied raid on the British crown col­
ony since the Japs occupied it last 
(Christmas day.

The U. S. planes unloaded tons ol 
explosives on the great Kowloon 
dock area, shooting down 10 enemy 
fighters and probably destroying 
five others. O ie American bomber 
tailed to return to its base and one 
fighter was reported to have made 
a forced landing in Chinese territory.

Shortly before the Hong Kong raid. 
Brig. Gen. Claire L. Chennault’s 
China air task force smashed a 
vast Japanese operated coal mining 
area around Linai, in northeast 
China.

Not a single plane was lost In 
this, one of the longest bombing 
raids of the war. The bombers de­
stroyed the huge power plant, which 
was the main target, and put the 
Linsi mine and five others in the 
Kailan area out of commission.

WORLD WAR ACE;
Down in Pacific

The ominous word “ overdue" 
brought news to the world that Capt. 
Eddie Rickenbacker and the crew at 
a heavy military plane were missing

in a  Pacific flight between Oahu 
and another unspecified island.

Rickenbacker, ace of the first 
World war with 21 enemy planes and 
four balloons to his credit, was in 
the Pacific on an aerial inspection 
tour for Lieut. Gen. H. H. Arnold, 
army air force commander. Hit 
visit was a military secret until the 
war department announced he waa 
missing.

Searchers continued to hope that 
Rickenbacker and the seveh army 
officers and enlisted men accom­
panying him would be found floating 
on life rafts that the planq carried. 
Aviators in the Pacific war have 
been picked up from eimilar rafts 
weeks after their planes have gone 
down.

Captain Rickenbacker recently re­
turned from England, where ha 
made a special study for the secre­
tary of war of army air force per­
sonnel and equipment operating to 
the active European theater of op 
aration.

Our Soldiers 
in Ireland

To And out how our soldiers were 
behaving in Ireland, I loent a few 
days in the small town of Ballynlank, 
where several companies of Ameri­
cans had lately moved in, after pass­
ing tome months in a muddy but 
alralegicaliy located forest.

’They took up quarters in an aban­
doned textile mUl, in a noble man­
sion, and the outbuildings of a huge 
estate, in refurbished stables, in 
Niseen huts. When I arrived, I 
found the soldiers puzzled by the at­
titude of the townspeople. The one 
main street remained almost desert­
ed. Few children were to be seen. 
Older people hurried furtively along 
the streets.

“What’s wrong with us?’’ asked 
disconsolate ^ Id ie rs . "You’d think 
we were lepers."

Hillbilly Band Warms Up
On Saturday evening the outfit’s 

hillbilly bend decided to go into 
action. With portable amplifiers, 
they marched into town, took up a 
position in the deserted square, and 
tuned their sreird variety of instru­
ments, many of them homemade. 
Then they swung Into "Deep in the 
Heart of Texas.”

The square was still vacant, but 
soon I noticed little faces peeping 
out through doorways. The hillbilly 
boys warmed up, tooting mightily as 
they went into “ Elmer’s Tune."

Now the children were out of the 
houses, creeping closer, timidly but 
irresistibly drawn. Soon the square 
seemed to be full of children crowd­
ing about, and the older Irish folk 
were moving in, too, still aloof, but 
hypnotized by the strange music.

Then Private Vernon Claussen, a 
big farm boy from Gilmore City, 
"loway,” gave his famous “Old Sow 
Song,” with elaborate aound effects 
of gruntings and squealings. Soon 
bearded Irish farmers in the crowd 
who know their hogs, began to smile, 
chuckle end snort with glee.

Now the party was really going. 
The hillbillies sang “She’ll Be Com­
ing Round the Mountain,” and the 
crowd and the children encored it 
again and again.

At this point the master of cere­
monies, Private Sam Cicerale, a hill­
billy from the Bronx, New York, 
pulled a stroke of genius. Noticing 
that a six-yeer-old towhead in the 
crowd had caught Um words and 
was joining in, be suddenly silenced 
the bend and held the microphone 
cloae by the little boy. Amplified 
end alone, the child's voice rang out 
shrill, clear and in tune over the 
square, “She’ll Be Drivin’ Six White 
Horses When She Comes.” That 
brought down the houee, the square, 
the town and the barriers.

Why People Were Sospieieas 
el Amerieans.

I dropped in at the local station 
house a few days later to talk things 
over with a veteran sergeant of the 
Royal Irish Constabulary, who han­
dles police matters. I asked him 
why people were ao suapicioua when 
the Americans first arrived.

"Well,” he said, "a  lot of strange 
rumors got about. Your boys were 
supposed to be mostly savages and 
desperadoes from the Wild West."

But that’s all over now, and the 
local folk are ashamed of it.

I asked the old sergeant how the 
constabulary reports showed Amer­
ican boys had been behaving. Ha 
said: " I’ve never, in 40 years, seen 
aojers better behaved."

He went on to particularize: “Of 
course, aojers will be sojera, espe­
cially on payday. Sometimes a tad 
gets a bit too much, sometimes 
there’s a bit of a rumpus. But not 
often, not much. As an old sojer 
myself, I like the discipline of your 
fellows. It don't show so much on 
the surface, but it’s there under­
neath when it’s needed."

A couple of years ago, I wrote sa 
article for the American magazine 
about the formation of our first 
American armored divisions under 
the leadership of the late hard-bitten 
General Adna Chaffee. NoB, 4,000 
miles away, I have been riding with 
units of the tankers again.

The cub has grown into a bear cat. 
There are tanks in Ireland that wera 
just a designer’s dream two years 
ago, and better ones are coming 
aloag.

Nor ie the change just in equip­
ment. The armored units have dv- 
veloped powerful teamwork, rug- 
gedneas, esprit de corps. The men 
have invented new things, m ethod 
and techniques which t h ^  have rea­
son to be proud of.

If General Chaffee were alive and ' 
here today, he would be pieaeed with 
much that he saw .'  That’s praise 
enough far any man to armored 
forcea.

Yank Fliers in 
Australia

1 am writing this from Port Dar­

win in the Northern Territory of 
Australia.. The Darwin area is 
about as far from Sydney and Mel­
bourne as Death Valley is from New 
York. It is probably wilder in na­
ture and ruder in its white men than 
any other part of earth under a 
United Nations flag.

Even the Australians, usually sen­
sitive about references to whatever 
section of their country, admit it’s 
“ bloody Godforsaken.” But it's 
home, for the time being at least, to 
many Yank bomber and pursuit kids 
whose advanced flying bases, hacked 
from the desert scrub and the mori­
bund red earth by their own engi­
neers and labor battalions, white 
and Negro, dot the "bush” hera- 
abouta. ,

So very young and lean, habitually 
«rearing only shorts and rubber 
sneakers, cooked to a partridge 
brown, raising as much beard as 
they can, with huge pistols dangling 
from web belts, these rakish and 
raffish airmen look, after a couple 
of weeks, like student pirates.

Life Witbont Women.
They have to be tough and in­

genious to survive down here—the 
flies, the mosquitoes, the snakes, the 
heat and the eye-splitting glare that 
makes the inside of your head raw, 
the unbearable loneliness of life 
without women.

They eat only Auasie chow—and 
second best at that. When they get 
lump sugar, they mark it with ink 
for use as playing cards or domi­
noes. The difficulties of transpor­
tation have bogged down most ot 
the commissary, recreational and 
morale services of our own army.

American IngennHy.
Their toughness they take out on 

The only superiority we 
have ¿1 the a i r ^ f  the Southwest 
Pacific is skill and heart. Their in­
genuity is expressed in little ways 
at once familiar and endearing to 
an American visitor.

Northern territory is the Land of 
the White Ant. These various ter­
mites build structures, some low 
mounds, some 30-foot colunuis, until 
the plains around Darwin, seen in 
the moonlight, give you the impres­
sion of ruined castles and villagea 
in « iniature.

The Bocalled "magnetic” nesta 
are the most famous—tall, slabwise, 
sharply templed pillars, the ends of 
which always point exactly north 
and south. Woody substance inside, 
they are covered with fine clay that 

 ̂j hardens into fortresses that repel 
all the termites’ enemies.

The Yanks found a use for these. 
They ax off the tops, chisel out a 
hollow In the bases—and have fins 
barbecue or picnic stoves!

All Kinds of Hunting.
The chief unrationed recreation of 

the Yank airmen here is hunting— 
Nips in the air, kangaroos, snakes, 
dingoes or wild dogs, emus, ducks, 
buffalo, crocodiles on the ground.

The kangaroo remains of greatest 
interest. ’The boys catch young ones 
and try to tamo them; each plana 
to take a 'roo heme with him. But 
they find the 'roos dumb and un- 
responsible; “just misshapen rab­
bits.”

One squad tent has a mascot— 
an old ’roo that, on his own, 
attached himself. He will eat fo6d 
that’s set on the ground. Ht comes 
in at night and sleeps under one of 
the cots. But if you try to pet him 
be runs out. At reveille he moves 
out about 30 feet from the tent; sits 
there all day, watching, sidestep­
ping anyone who goes near him. In 
tour months of this, no one has suc­
ceeded in touching him.

The Yanks try to build up auxil­
iary air-raid warning services with 
their wUd-pet friends. Goannas, a 
type of monitor lizard, are (»lentiful 
in all the camps—roam about all 
day on their business of catching in­
sects, not allowing the advqpt of 
thousands of men to disturb their 
lives. They arc not dangerous—ex­
cept that if you stand motionless, 
one may think you are a tree and 
run up you, with imfOrtunate results 
to your clothes and skin from hia 
knife-Uke claws. The goannas stand 
on their hind legs and turn their 
heads when planes go over,
