Germans’ Bridgehead at Novorosskk; 
FDR Envisions Postwar Youth Service

TUNISIA:
Smooth Teamwork

Irresistibly the Allied offensive in 
North A frica had rolled on toward 
Tunis and Bizerte.

Like well-coK>rdinated teams the 
various commands performed their 
tasks. Principal objective o f the 
British First army had been the 
Axis last mountain barrier before 
the plain of Tunis in the Medjez-EI- 
Bab sector. Chief assignment of 
Lieutenant General Patton’s Am eri­
can troops had been the overwhelm­
ing of three enemy hill positions on 
the road to Bizerte. And although 
the American forces ran into heavy 
counterblows in their enveloping tac­
tics around Mateur and Tebourba, 
they had continued to drive ahead.

While these two strategic m ove­
ments were being carried out as a 
prelude to a combined Allied as­
sault, French troops in the south 
executed a maneuver that had cut 
the Pont-du-Fahs-Enfidaville road 
and exposed the flank of the Axis 
troops facing General Montgomery’s 
Eighth^ army.

While the Germans faced the in­
evitable decision of final surrender 
or annihilation their commanders 
were using every possible device to 
slow down the Allied advance. Re­
sistance against the British F irst 
army had stiffened sharply at the 
crest of Bou Aoukaz mountain, over­
looking the valley to Tunis.

RUSSIA:
Battles in the Air

While Berlin reports announced 
that a large-scale Russian offensive 
had been undertaken against the 
Nazis’ Kuban bridgehead in the 
Caucasus, Moscow communiques 
said that aerial fighting was the 
principal activity along the far- 
flung front.

This aerial activity had various 
significances on various sectors. In 
the C^aucasus, the Russian strategy 
was to wear down Nazi air power 
and thus enhance the Red arm y’s 
efforts at dislodging the Germans 
from their bridgehead around Novo- 
rossisk.

In east Prussia, Red aerial bomb­
ing asaaulta were directed at break­
ing up concentrationa of German 
troops and supplies being prepared 
for H itler's spring invasion.

REFUGEES:
U. S.-Britain to Aid

Plans to ease the plight of war 
refugees in areas outside of occu­
pied Europe and to reject any meas­
ures that might involve bargaining 
with Germany were believed by ob­
servers to have been embodied in a 
set of recommendations agreed on 
by delegates to the Anglo-American 
conference on refugee problems, 
held in Hamilton, Bermuda.

(Miservcrs indicated that the con­
ference’s recommendations include 
the temporary relocation, in A frica  
of 80,000 refugees now in neutral 
countries until the end o f the war, 
as well as provisions for the feeding 
and care of refugees unable to leave 
neutral countries.

TRAINING:
For Postwar Youth

The idea that the youth of Am er­
ica, making use o f industrial plants 
and m ilitary camps might well give 
a yea r ’s service to their government 
in the postwar era was advanced 
by President Roosevelt.

Declaring that hia recent inspec­
tion trip of war activities had con­
vinced him that the armed forces 
and ^ e  home front factories are 
in their stride, the President said 
he was wondering what could be 
done after victory is won, with 
camps and plants in which millions 
have been invested- While he had no 
specific program to offer, he empha­
sized the benefits in physical condi­
tion and mental alertnesa that men 
and women in service and war-work­
er uniforms had realized in the last 
few  months. He indicated he thought 
their training should be extended to 
all young men and women in some 
form  after we win the war.

Any program  that might develop, 
he said, probably would be only part, 
ly  m ilitary.

COAL SHOWDOWN:
FDR Moves Swiftly

Blunt had been President Roose­
ve lt ’s warning to John L. Lewis, 
head o f the United Mine Workers, 
to end the tie-up in the nation's soft 
coal fields.

The need for blunt action, how­
ever, had been clearly evident, 
for even at the moment the Presi­
dent had threatened to use his pow­
ers as commander in chief to pre­
vent interference with the war e f­
fort, 75,000 miners already were on 
strike and a walkout of the entire 
450,000 bituminous miners had been 
threatened.

Term ing the m iners’ walkout as 
"strikes against the U.. S. govern­
ment i t s e l f  the President said that 
such action was clearly a violation 
o f labor’s ’ ’no-strike’ ’ pledge.

JOBS VS. PAY:
Essential Shifts OK

As the War Manpower commis­
sion extended its employment sta­
bilization program to the entire na­
tion, workers anywhere in the Unit­
ed States were permitted to shift 
from  one essential job to another 
at higher pay, provided such trans­
fers “ enhance the war e ffort."

Previously such job shifts could 
take place only in 70 areas covered 
by the W M C's regional stabilization 
programs.. The commission’s action 
was taken after representatives of 
organized labor had protested that 
job  transfers under the form er reg­
ulations favored workers in the sta­
bilization areas at the expense of 
workers in other regions.

Under the new plan, any worker 
in an essential industry may trans­
fer  to a higher-paying job in an­
other easentisl Industry if  he ob­
tains from his employer, from  the 
U. S. employment service office in 
his area, or from his local WMC of-

WITHHOLDING TAX:
Painless Extraction

Soothing words to taxpayers faced 
with rising federal levies w ere spo­
ken by (Chairman Doughton of the 
house ways and means com mittee 
who declared that the 20 per cent 
withholding provision o f the pending 
pay-as-you-go tax bills ’ ’w ill not re­
sult in a single extra dollar being 
taken from the taxpayers’ pocket- 
book.’ ’

“ The proposed 20 per cent with­
holding ia only a method o f collect­
ing currently all or part of the taxes 
imposed by the existing tax laws,”  
he said.

Mr. Doughton said that from  some 
persons w ill be withheld m ore than 
is needed to pay their taxes and 
from  others, less. Refunds w ill be 
made later i f  too much has been 
withheld.

“ A ll salary and wage earners will 
be called upon to file a regular in­
come tax return on March 15," he 
said. “ The amount which has been 
withheld from their wages w ill be 
credited against the actual tax 
ow ed."

RUSS-POLES:
Issue Is Territory

Territorial differences came to 
the fore as the principal issue at 
stake in the Polish-Soviet controver­
sy, although the break in diplomatic 
relations had been caused by a de­
mand of the Polish govemment-in- 
exile for an investigation o f the al­
leged massacre by Russians o f 10,- 
000 Polish troops in the Smolensk 
region.

In a statement which neither 
opened nor closed the door to recon­
ciliation, P rem ier Sikorski affirmed 
the Polish government’ s policy of 
aiming at friendly relations with 
Russia, but challenged the Soviet’ s 
right to claim  the western Ukraine 
and western Belo-Russia.

The Poles demand a return of the 
eastern part o f the territory they 
ruled before their 1939 collapse. The 
Russians who took this land over, 
and were in turn routed by the 1941 
German invasion, say that the land 
is historically theirs.

Whether the controversy could be 
breached remained a problem for 
United Nations’ chancellories U 
worry about.

ALEUTIANS:
RCAF Joins Raids

American airmen keeping up their 
marathon bombing tactics in the 
Aleutians were joined by Canadian 
pilots flying U. S. Warhswk fighters 
in attacks on Jap-held positions on 
Kiska.

Whether the bombings were a 
softening-up prelude to American 
land and naval action against the 
Aleutians or a diversion to hamper 
enemy activity observers did not 
know. But they were unanimous in 
their opinion that any assault on the 
Jap-held Aleutian positions would 
be considerably more difficult than 
had the American offensive against 
South Pacific Guadalcanal.

A  naval communique said that the 
continuing raids, made by Libera­
tor and Mitchell bombers and War- 
hawk and Lightning fighters scored 
damaging results on the main camp 
area and runway on Kiska.

NORTH AFRICA;
Axis Hold Shrinks

Of key importance in heralding 
the possibility of an esrlier-than-ex- 
pected finish of the Tunisian cam­
paign were reports that the harbor 
and shipping facilities of Gabes had 
been left undamaged by the Axis 
forces in their hasty retreat from  
Gen. Montgomery’s onslaughts.

With Gabes functioning as an A l­
lied supply port, the long overland 
haul of war materials from Tripoli 
or Bengasi far down the African 
coast in Labya could be avoided. 
Moreover, Allied sea and air power 
concentrated in Gabes could further 
harass the Axis forces.

The all-over battle for North A f­
rica was not yet won, but steadily 
British armies from the north and 
south and American armies from  
the center were tightening the 
squeeze on the remaining Axis 
troops in Tunisia.

As Marshal'Rom mel's forces had 
made their lest desperate effort to 
beat their way northward for a Junc­
tion with CoL Oen. Von Am im 'a 
troops in the Bizerte area, reporta 
indicated that the Axis had Sown 
fresh troops into Tunisia. To re­
lieve the pressure on Rommel, Von 
Am im ’s forces had staged a brief 
counter - offensive against British 
forces near Bizerte. Control of the 
air over North Africa had appeared 
to be turning overwhelmingly in the 
Allies' favor, as raids shook the Axis 
lines and turned Rommel’s retreat 
into a nightmare.

Meanwhile in answer to reports 
that Germany had commandeered 
the Italian fiect and all available 
French merchantmen preparatory to 
an attempt to evacuate Italo-Oer- 
man armies from Tunisia in an Axis 
"Dunkirk,”  the Allies staged an 
unprecedented raid by 100 Flying 
Fortresses that smashed the impor­
tant Axis supply base at Cagliari, 
Sardinia, damaging M  merchant 
ships and putting 71 enemy planes 
out of commission. SimuHsneoua- 
ly, waves of American Billy Mitch­
ell bombers struck at an Axis con­
voy in the Sicilian narrows, sinking 
St least three large ships u d  leav­
ing others burning and settling.

INVES'nCATION:
Of U . S.’Held Foods

Into a maze o f charges and 
countercharges that the government 
itself had become No. 1 food hoard­
er, the senate's Truman investigat­
ing committee plunged in an effort 
to obtain the facts.

Chairman Harry 8. Truman an­
nounced that a two-way investiga­
tion was in progress. One phase 
ia to inquire into the amount of lood 
held by government agencies. The 

was to investigate the needs 
of the armed forces. Information 
from both government and private 
îsources had been obUined, he said.

Previously, members of the food 
trade and others had charged that 
the armed services are boarding 
processed foods and thus forcing less 
than necessary civilian allowances 
under rationing.

"Supplies of food for the armed 
forces must be sufficiently great to 
assure that there wiU be plenty of 
food for our soldiers and sailpra,’ ’ 
Truman said. "H owever, care must 
be taken to assure that the govern­
ment does not itself become a 
hoarder."

H I G H L I G H T S

FOOD SUBSIDY:
Urged to Aid Poor

SucfcsUng that the government 
pay persons in low income groupa 
special allowances to enable them 
to buy sufficient food, Roy F . Hen- 
drickaon, head o f the Food Distribu- 
tiOQ admlniatratloa, declared he be­
lieved that otherwise these people 
would "find it tough to get food."

Emphasizing that his statements 
were his own personal views, Hen­
drickson declared that the plan be 
advocates would aid the farm er. 
Declaring the problem had to be 
“ treated from  both ends," he said 
that the farm er had become dis­
couraged because food costs have 
gone so high while prices paid him 
have not risen in proportion.

**We have got to see that the farm ­
er ia able to m arket his stuff,”  Hen­
drickson declared. Any volume of 
income to the purchasing class is 
bound to help Uie fa rm er."

In addition to the low income 
groups, he suggested payments for 
the aged, the blind and otherwise 
handicapped.

POSTWAR PLANS;
Poland Speaks Up

With postwar peace plena gaining 
increased attention in Allied chan­
cellories, the Polish govemment-in- 
exile served notice that Poles would 
resist " to  the last m an" any claims 
from  ,any quarter aimed at the 
“ sovereignty and integrity of Po­
land."

Spokesman for the Poles was 
Prim e Minister Wladyalaw Sikorskl, 
now a resident of London. Target 
o f the statesman's remarks was 
Russia, since the Soviet government 
recently announced its intention of 
retaining the Polish Ukraine and the 
area bordering on White Russia 
which area taken from Poland un­
der the German-Russian partition of 
Poland in 1939.

But even as he stoutly proclaimed 
his doctrines o f independence, Sikor- 
ski recommended that an Allied air 
force should go to the Russian front 
after the fighting in Tunisia ia con­
cluded aa an expression o f United 
Nations’ solidarity. He predicted a 
third German offensive by the Gen 
man arm ies against Russia.

CIVIUAN GOODS:
No Further Cuts?

Taking stock o f Am erica ’s indus­
trial power, Donald M. Nelson, 
chairman o f the War Production 
board, declared that "Today  we arc 
turning out more goods for war than 
we ever produced for our peacetime 
needs, yet w e have enough power 
le ft over to keep civilian standards 
of living at a high level.”

M r. Nelson predicted ia an address 
in Chicago that the United States 
this year w ill turn out m ore than 80 
billion dollars worth o f goods for war 
purposes. The W PB  ch iers  1943 es­
timate compares with 48 billion in 
1942, the first year after Pearl Har­
bor, 17 billion in 1941 and four billion 
in 1940, the year Germany smashed 
her way across Europe.

The figures w ill get even bigger, 
Mr. Nelson said, adding "a s  they 
grow the arm ies and cities o f the 
Axis w ill fec i an ever-flercer flame, 
a m ore terrifying blast from the 
guns and bombs of Am erica ."

Beginning o f the wor found still ip 
existence the seventH Delhi, a typ­
ical teeming eastern city  of rickahaa, 
ileepinfl coolies and wandering 
Mws; and the eighth Delhi, a gov­
ernmental suburb ot broad streets 
and fins buddings known as New  
Delhi.

On 
broad tree-lined Queenaway w e ran 
between empty lota where ground 
was broken for construction projacta.

I  stayed in India six months and 

long before I  left the ninth Delhi 
was completed and occupied, with 
the Am erican flag flying before the 
headquarters building and thou­
sands o f American aoldlcri comfort­
ably installed in their new quarters.

Bomb Japs in Burma.
Aa I  write, British troops are stin 

pouring across the Burma border 
and membars o f the Am erican Tenth 
A ir  force are bombing Japanese in- 
Btallationa in Burma. Am erica 
didn’ t get into the. war in time to 
g ive  m sM  aid to preventing foe less 
o f Burma, but by wise planning 
they got there in time to take part 
In its reoccupation. Theira Is des­
tined to be a vital part in turning 
the tide o f war in the East.

The ninth Delhi, spread along both 
sides of Queensway for half s  mile, 
comprises two-etory barracks, of­
ficers’ quarters, office buildings, 
hospital and post exchange. Last 
but far from least arc foe mess 
halls, where Yank soldiers eat as 
do few armies on either side of this 
war.

While the barrack room bearers 
are making the beds and comparing 
admiring notes on their new mas- 
tera, the boys themselves are eating 
a breakfast that might Just as wall 
have been prepared in East Orange, 
N . J., or ’Terre Haute, Ind. Fruit, 
eggs, much of the meat artd all the 
fresh vegetables are purchased lo­
cally, but there’s a i good sprinkling 
of canned and packaged gooda 
brought through half a dozen sub­
marine zones so the boys can have 
foe kind of meals that mother used 
to make.

Tanka Eat Am arleaa Style.
The American soidiers in India 

are eating- American atyle In the 
arm y m eu  halls, but healthy cufi* 
o iity  has led them to make a thor­
ough investigation o f Iiulian food aa 
well.

The little restaurants are alwaya 
crowded with them, nibbling strange 
curries, savoring hot spices, perhaps 
even trying a chew at the red betel 
nut foe  In^ana think good for their 
digestion. And a particular favorite 
ia a rich pastry covered with real 
silver leaf.

The Indiana think silver la 
good for their inaldea. Ik e  
Americans don’ t take much faith 
ia that, bat they da get a kick 
eat of eating real tilve r. Some 
of them are writing heme wam- 
ing the folks to leek np tke fam ­
ily  s ilver after the w ar; they 
say they q iiflit  forget arhero 
they arcre and chew np Aunt 
Lon’ s best cream er or swallow 
those senvenlr spoons from the 
W orld’s fa ir.
