EUROPE:
City of Death

Black and pinkish smoke curled 
above th« charred mina of the once 
busy city of Aachen as massed U 
artillery and fleets of bombi 
planes poured their volley of d| 
into it to rout out the 1 
fenders.

But hidden deep in under 
shelters beneath the mbhf 
moles, their spirits repoi 
atered by trine and brandy, 
bom enemy stood up under th 
bardment to come up with ma 
gun and rifle Are to plague the 
hearted doughboys, working 
way through the mbblc after 
heavy salvoa of the big guns.

Even as fighting went on inside of 
Aachen, the Nazis massed for coun­
terattacks in an attempt to break 
the Americana’ ptneer closing on the 
city from the north and south, 
throwing in sizable armored forma­
tions in the teeth of withering U. S. 
artillery Are.

A smoking and deserted min, the 
Nazis fought desperately for Aachen 
to use it as a symbol of fanatical 
German resistance, and to delay its 
capture because ita faU would g lw  
the Americans an important road 
hub, with a broad network of super­
highways leading to the Rhineland, 
20 miles away.

Fanatical as Nazi resistance was

CATTLE:
IFar Prices

As the war entered its sixth year 
this month, price levels of meat ani­
mals were from 49 to 100 per cent 
higher than they were In September, 
1939.

On the Chicago market, cattle that 
brought $12 per hundredweight six 
years ago sold at $18.39. Steers that 
averaged $10.30 then drew $19.89.

The rise was equally marked in 
hogs, viith head under 240 pounds, 
which brought $8 per hund.'-edweight 
six years ago, selling for the $14.79 
ceiling. As a whole, the average of 
$7 of 1939 was far below the 1944 
figure of $14.39.

Against the top of $10 in 1939,

War Lacks Drama to the 
Real Front Line GI Heroes

Without Exception They Want to 
Finish the Job and Return Home

W RITTEN ON THE TUNISIAN FRONT.—The other night I 
was sitting in the room of Lieut. Col. Sam Gormly, a Flying 
Fortress commander from Los Angeles. We were looUng over a 
six-weeks-old copy of an American picture magazine, the latest 
to reach us here.

i

It was full of photos and sto­
ries of the war; dramatic tales 
from the Solomons, from Rus­
sia, and right from our own
African front. The magazine fasci­
nated me and, when I had finished,
________________  I felt an anima­

tion about the
war I hadn't felt 
in weeks.

For in the mag­
az ine tha war
seemed romantic 
and exciting, full 
of heroics and
vitality. I know it 
really is, and yet 
I  d o n ' t  s e e m  
capable of feeling 
it .  Only in the 
America can I 

catch the real spirit of the war over 
here.

One a( the pletarea wai the hmg 
concrete quay where we landed in 
Africa. It gave me a little tingle 
to look at it. For tome perverse 
reason it was more thrilling to look 
at the picture than it was to march 
along the dock itself that first day.

“ 1 don’t knew what the hell’t  
the matter with me,”  1 aakt.
"Here we are right at the (rent, 
and yet Ike war Isa’t dramatle 
te me at all.”

When 1 aaM that, MaJ. Qnint 
Quick e( Belltngkam, Wash., 
rose up frem kia bed enta hla 
elbow. Qniek la a bember tqnad- 
ron leader, and has been in aa 
many fights as any bomber pilet 
ever here. Re le admired and 
respected (er what he’s been 
throngh. He said:
" I t  isn't to me either. I know it 

should be, but it isn’t. It’s Just hard 
work, and all I want is to finish it 
and get back home.”

So I don’t know. Is war dra- 
made, er isn’t it? Certainly 
there are great tragedies, un­
believable beroicf, even a cen- 
stant nndertenc e( comedy. It is 
the Job ef ns writers Ho trans­
fer all that drama back to yon 
folks at home. Most of the other 
correspondents have tho abili­
ty to do it.
And speaking of drama, I ’ve just 

passed up my only opportunity ¿f 
being dramatic in this war. It was 
a tough decision either way.

As yon’ve seen, correspond­
ents at last are allewed to go 
along Ml bombing missions. 1 am 
wltb a bomber group that I ’d 
known both in England and 
elsewhere in Africa, sad many 
of them are pereoaai friends 
by new. They asked if 1 eared 
to go along oa a mission over 
the hot spot of Biserte.
I  knew the day of that invitation 

would come, and I dreaded it. Not 
to go, brands you as a coward. To 
go might make you e alight hero, or 
a dead duck. Actually I never knew 
what I ’d say until the moment 
came. When it did come, I said this:

"No, 1 don’t see any sense in my 
going. Other correspondents have al­
ready gone, so I  couldn’t be the 
first anyhow. I ’d be in the way, and 
if I got killed my death would have 
contributed nothing. I ’m running 
chances just being here without 
sticking my neck out and asking for 
it. No, I  think I won't go. I'm  too 
old to be a hero,”

The reaction of the fliers 
astounded me. I expected them to be 
politely contemptuous of anyone who 
declined to do just once what they 
do every day. But their attitude was 
exactly the opposite, and you could 
tell they were sincere and not just 
being nice.

“ Anybody who goes, when he 
doein’t have to, la a plain damn 
fool,”  one of them saM.

" I f  1 were In yonr shoes I ’d 
never go on another mission,”  
another pilot said.
A bombardier with his arm in a 

■ling from flak said: “ You’re
right. A correspondent went with 
us. It wasn’ t any good. He shouldn’ t 
have done it.”

A lieutenant-colonel, who had just 
got back from a mission, said;
"There are only two reasons on 
earth why anybody should go. Either 
because he has to, or to show other

people be isn’t afraid. Some of us 
have to abow we’re not afraid. You 
don’t have te. You decided r i ^ t ’ ’

I put this aU doom with such bhmt 
Immodesty because some of you 
may have orondered orhen I ’m go­
ing along to describe a bombing 
miaaion (or you, and if not, orby not. 
I ’m not going, and the reason is 
that I ’ve rationalized myaelf into be­
lieving that for one in my position, 
roy aole purpose in going would be 
to perpetuate my vanity. And Tve 
decided to hell orith vanity.

1 oraa away frem the freat Unee 
for a while this apring, living with 
other troope, and considerable fight­
ing took place while I was gone. 
When I got ready to return to my 
old friends at the front I wondered 
if I would tense any change in them.

The most vivid change la the 
caaual and workshop manner in 
which they now talk about UUhS'' 
They have made the psy"*  ̂
transition froni the norr 
that taking human life 
over to a new profeaaioi* 
where killing la a craft, 
now there is nothing morally .. 
about killing. In (act it is an . - 
mirabis thing.

1 think 1 am as impressed b. 
this sew atUtade beeanse il 
hasn’t been necessary (ar me 
ta make this change aleng with 
them. Aa a aoncerobatant, my 
own life la In danger only by 
•eeasional chaace ar .eirenm- 
staace. Conseqaently 1 need net 
think ef killing in peramial 
terms, and killing te me Is still 
murder. ^
Even after a winter of living with 

wholesale death and vile destruc­
tion, it is only spasmodically that 
I seem capeble of realizing how 
real and bow awful this war la. My 
emotions seem dead and crusty 
when presented with the tangibke 
of war. I  And I can look on rows 
of fresh graves without a tump in 
my throat. Somehow I can look on 
mutilated bodiee without flinching or 
feeling deeply.

It is sniy when I sit ahme 
away from it all, er lie at night 
in my bedroom recreating with 
eloeed eyes what 1 have seen, 
thinking and thinking and think­
ing, that at last the enormity 
of all these newly dead strikes 
like a living nightmare. And 
there are times when 1 feel that 
1 can’t stand it and will havt 
to leave.

• • •
But ta the lighting soldier that 

phase of the war is behind. It was 
left behind after his first battle. His 
blood is up. He it fighting (or his 
life, and killing now for him is aa 
much a profession as writing ia for 
me.

He wants to kill individually or in 
vast numbers. He wants to see the 
Germans overrun, mangled, butch­
ered in the Tunisian trap. He speaks 
excitedly of seeing great heaps of 
dead, of our bombers sinking whole 
shiploeds of fleeing men, of Ger­
mans by tha thousands dying mis­
erably in a final Tunisian holocaust 
of his own creation.

In this one respect the front­
line soldier differs from an tha 
rest of us. AU the rest of ns— 
you and me and even the thou­
sands of soldiers behind the lines 
of Afriea — we want terribly 
yet only academically for the 
war te get over. The front-line 
soldier wants it to be got over 
by the physical process of his de­
stroying enough Germans to end 
It. He It truly at war. The rest 
of ns, no matter how hard we 
work, are not.

• • •
Say what you will, nothing car 

make a complete soldier except 
battle experience.

In the semifinals of this cam­
paign — the cleaning out of Cen­
tral Tunisia—we had large units is 
battle for the first time. Frankly, 
they didn’t ail excel. Their owr 
commanders admit it, and admira­
bly they don’t try to alibi. The Brit­
ish had to help us out a few times, 
but neither American nor British 
commanders are worried about that, 
for there was no lack of bravery. 
Thera was only lack of experience.
