EUROPE;
Berlin Goal

Berlin was their (oal aa tiie 
First White Russian and tha First 
Ukranian armies plunfed to the 
winding ics-packed Oder river on a 
wide front, with German resistance 
growing atronger as columns of re- 
enforcements rushed to the front 
and took up their positions in the 
flaming battle line.

With the two Russian armies 
drawing up to the Oder on an al­
most solid front from above Berlin 
clear down to the Czechoslovakian 
border, Berlin was imperilled by a 
powerfiil outflanking maneuver by 
Marshal Zhukov from the north and 
Marshal Konev from the south.

The great thrust on Berlin prom­
ised to put the Geonans* vaunted 
Oder river defense line, over two 
years in the making, to the test, 
and further strain Nazi strength, 
already outnumbered by about three 
to four in the east. In early assaults 
on the Oder in the Silesian area, 
German regulars, reenforced by 
fanatical 16 to 66-year-old home front 
troops, stubbornly held their ground 
against the powerhouse attacks of 
the First Ukranian army, which 
had been the flrst to reach the de­
fense line from central Poland.
Finish Fight

Long the hallowed center of Prus- 
sianism, Berlin, it appeared, waa not 
to be spared the fate of other great 
European capitals as the Nazis 
made strong points of its public 
buildings and institutions for a des­

and Luxemboyrg in his great De­
cember drive. As the Yanks plowed 
through heavy enowdrifts, they met 
bitter opposition a t Nazi strong 
points.

PACIFIC;
Strategic Moves

Strategist end tactician, Oen. 
Douglas MacArthur acoit^ two 
more landings in Luzon, directly 
aiding his triumphant march on 
Manila, while far to the north, U. S. 
forces continued to drive to the east­
ward in bitter hand-to-hand fighting, 
which threatened to cut the island 
in two.

In one of the landings, U. S. troops 
overran the .'Jubic Bay area, which 
opened up a big harbor for naval 
use and supply of American forces 
above Manila, while the other land-

Meanwhile, as thousands of Ger­
man refugees streamed into the 
Reich from the east and Hitler called 
upon all able-bodied men for a last 
ditch fight and all others for indus­
try, Nazi leaders threatened “ . . . 
cowardly creatures who try to de­
sert the fatherland in its hour of 
need.” Said they: "Wa ahaU not 
permit them to throw a wrench in 
the works. . . . Germany will fight 
on no matter where or under what 
conditions. . . .”
Fear Yank Drive

Attacking in snow and alush in 
strength along an expanding front 
below Aachen, Yanks put the en­
emy’s vaunted Siegfried defenses to 
the test again even a t Berlin feared 
an all-out drive to break the dead­
lock in the west.

At the same time, the Germans 
began to slowly break ground in Al­
sace to the south, where mixed 
U. S. and French forces increased 
heavy pressure on their huge pocket 
below Strasbourg and threatenad 
the enemy’s eocapa roads eastward 
to the Rhine.

No less than 100,000 U. S. troops 
reportedly burrowed their way into 
tha outer defenses of the Sie^ried 
line along the sector from which Von 
Rundstedt had burst into Belgium

ing Yank stepped ashore bekm 
the Philippine capital itself, threat­
ening any enemy effort to bring 
up reenforcementa from the south. 
As long as MacArthur still appeared 
to be holding back some of his 
strength, Jap  commanders were re­
luctant to commit sizeable forces 
into the battle in the Manila region.

In one of the most dramatic epi­
sodes of the Philippine invasion, 
picked men of the 6th Ranger bat­
talion and Filipino guerrillas made 
a surprise attack on a Japanese pris­
on compound behind enemy lines on 
Luzon, freeing 486 Americans, 23 
British, three Dutchmen and a Nor­
wegian. Although over 100 were so 
weak from malnutrition, disease and 
old batUewounds that they had to 
be carried off on husky Ranger 
backs or in carabao carta, only two 
failed to aurvtva the 26-mile jour­
ney to safety.

CONGRESS:
Busy Session

With publication of President 
Roosevelt’s agreement to the sepa­
ration of the Reconstruction Finance 
corporation with its vast loaning 
powers from the U. S. department 
of commerce, the senate passed the 
George bill authorizing the action 
by a 74 to 12 vote and thereby paved 
the way for tha confirmation of 
Henry A. Wallace aa the department 
secretary.

Although Wallace’s confirmation 
was postponed to March 1, it was 
considered likely at that time, since 
principal objection to his appoint­
ment had been based on the fact 
that he would have controlled the 
vast resources of the RFC in the 
postwar period, with fear of their 
use on government projects to pro­
vide full employment. House ap­
proval of the bill to separate the 
RFC from the commerce depart­
ment was expected to meet speedy 
approval.

At the tam e time, the house 
passed, and then sent to a none too 
sympathetic senate, a work or fight 
bill, under which all men between 
IS and 46 would be frozen in essen­
tial occupations or acked 'to  talro

U. S. to Take More

With smaller slaughter in federal­
ly Inspected plants reducing alloca­
tions of meat for military and lend- 
leaaa purposes, the government 
moved to channel more stock into 
these packing houses from non-fed- 
erally inspected establishments.

To trim slaughter at tha 27,000 
non-federally inspected plants, whosa 
entire output goes to civilians, tha 
government reported that they will 
receive cattle subsidies ranging from 
80 cents to $2 per hundredweight 
only for the same amount of stock 
that they butchered a year ago, 
while payments of $1.50 per hundred­
weight on hogs will be made on only 
70 per cent of the volume of 1944.

FARM MACHINERY:
Pinch to Persist

Stating that . . a t long as tha 
war continues, farmers will not be 
able to buy as much new farm ma­
chinery as they need,” the Office of 
War fo rm a tio n  said that the pro­
duction of equipment for the year 
ending July 1 will fall short of heavy 
demand despite the fact that it 
should approxiinate peak prewar 
output.

Although expecting quotas to be 
generally met despite a slow start 
in production, OWI warned . no 
n o ra  new tractors, side delivery 
rakes, combines or other haying and 
harvesting machinery will be avail­
able during . . . 1945 . . . than wera 
available during . . . 1944.”

Indicating that farmers will have 
to fall bock on the same methods 
this year to meet food goals, OWI 
said that 1944’s high production re­
sulted from intensive use of existing 
machinery, increased use of fertiliz­
er, greater acreage and harder work 
and longer hours, with output per 
hand 28 per cent above 19M. Re­
processing of some 365,000 young 
farm ers between 18 and 25 for tha 
draft, however, may further com­
plicate the already pressing maib 
power problem, OWI said.

ACCIDENTS:
High Toll

Ninety-four thousand people killed,
9,750,000 injured and material losses 
of $4,850,000,000—thst was the na­
tion’s accident toll in 1944, the Na­
tional Safety council revealed.

As a result of mishaps, lost time 
equalled one year’s production of 
1,000,000 workers, it was pointed out, 
or the manufacture of 29,000 heavy 
bombers.

Although the death toll showed a 
drop of 5,000 over the previous year, 
with the greatest reduction shown in 
home accidents, authorities wera 
alarmed by the increasing fatalities 
among children. More than 1,000 
toddlers under five were killed, more 
than in 1941, the Safety council said, 
while accidental deaths of young­
sters from 5 to 14 in the home were 
high.

GRAIN MARKETS;
Get Boost

With brokers interpreting the sen­
ate banking committee’s approval of 
a bill increasing the äimmodity 
Credit corporation’s borrowing pow­
er from 3 to 4V4 billion dollars as a 
meana of maintaining major farm 
prices a t 90 per cent of parity for 
two years after the war, grain prices 
firmed.

Also adding to the market’s 
strength was the expectation of an 
increase in the government subsidy 
to wheat nnillers, and reports of CCC 
purchasea in Miimeapolis, Minn., 
with CCC acknowledgments it had 
given large quantities of high pro­
tein wheat to millers in exchange 
for inferior grades.

In approving the increase in the 
eCC’s borrowin* power, tha senate 
banking committee limited food sub­
sidy expenditures to $845,000,000 for 
the year beginning next July 1, and 
also permitted aale of more than
1.500.000 bales of cotton a year front 
exx: stocks.

FARM FORECLOSURES
With more and more fhrmera ra- 

eorering from tha drouth years, 
and with present high Incomes mak­
ing it possible to reduce debts, farm 
foseclosures totalled 6,800 in 1948 
compared with 11,000 in 1042 and
68.000 duling 1934. tha Farm Cradlt 
administration reported. These fig. 
tires arc äquivalent to 2.7 fore­
closures for every 1,000 farms mort­
gaged in 1943, 6.3 in 1942 and 30J 
in 1934, when farm activity still waa 
at a low abb, the FCA said.

Barriers Used Successfully by 
f^iNazi War Machine on Western Front

ON THE WESTERN FRONT—I know that all of us correspond­
ents have tried tim e and again to describe to you what this weird 
hedgerow fighting in northwestern France has been like.

But I’m going to go over it once more, for we’ve been in it two 
m onths and som e of us feel that this is the two months that broke 
the German arm y in the West.

TUk type *f Ightlng Is always In 
small groups, so Itt's  take as an 
asample one company of men. Let’s 

say t h e y  are
srorking forward 
on both sides of a 
country lane, and 
thk  company ta 
rasponsibit f o r  
clearing the two 
fields on either 
side of the road 
as it advances.

‘That means you 
hava only about 
one platoon to a 
field. And with 

the company’s underntrength frum 
casualties, you might have no more 
than 39 or SO men in a field.

Over here the fields are usually 
not more than SO yards across and 
a coupk of hundred yards long. 
They may have grain In them, or 
apple trees, but mostly they are 
lust pastures of green grass, full cf 
beautiful cowa.

The fields are sarronnded on ell 
■idea by immense hedgerows which 
conaiat of an ancient earthen bank, 
waist high, all matted with roots, 
and out of which grow weeds, 
bushes and trees up to 20 feet high.

The Germans have used these bar­
riers well. They put snipers In the 
\reea. They dig deep trenches be­
hind the hedgerows and cover them 
with timber, so that it k  almost 
Impotsible for artillery to get at 
them.

Sometimes they will prop up ma­
chine guns with strings attached, 
so they can fire over the hedge with­
out getting out of their holes. They 
even cut out a aection of the hedge­
row and hide a big gun or a tank 
in it, covering it with brush.

Alsa they tnnnel under the hedge­
rows from the back and make the 
opening on the forward side just 
large enough to stick a machine gun 
through.

But neatly the hedgerow pat­
tern k  this: a heavy nachine 
gua hidden at each end of the 
field and Infantrymen hidden all 
along the hedgerow with rifles 
aad machine pktols.

They leave about two machine 
guns and a few riflemen scattered 
through the hedge, to do a lot of 
shooting and hold up the Ameri­
cans as long as they can.

Our men new sneak aleng the 
front aide of the hedgerow, throwing 
grenades over onto the other aide 
and spraying the hedges with their 
guns. The fighting is very cloee— 
only a few yarcia apart—but it la 
seldooi actual hand-to-hand stuff.

Sometimes the remaining Ger­
mans come out of their holes with 
their hands up. Sumetimea they try 
to run (or it and arc mowed down. 
Sometimes they won’t come out at 
all, and a hand grenade, thrown 
into their hole, finishes them off.

And eo we’ve taken another hedge­
row and are ready to start on the 
one beyond.

This hedgerow busbieat la a series 
of little skirmishes like that ckar 
across the front, thousands and thou­
sands of little skirmiahea. No singlé 
one of them k  very big. But add 
them all up over the days and weeks 
aixl you’ve got a man-aized war, 
with thousands on both sides being 
killed.

Now it’s up to US to dig them out 
of there. It's a alow and cautious 
business, and there la nothing very 
dashing about it. Our men don't go 
across the open fields in dramatic 
charges such as you see in the mov­
ies. They did at first, but they 
learned better.

They ge la tiny groopc, a squad 
or leas, moving yards apart and 
sticking close to the hedgerows on 
either end of the field. They creep a 
few yards, squat, wait, then creep 
again.

If you could be right up there be­
tween the Germans and the Ameri­
cana you wouldn’t see very many 
men at any one time—just a few 
here and there, always trying to 
keep hidden. But you would hear an 
awful lot of noise.

Our men were taught In training 
not to fire until they saw some­
thing to fire a t  But that hasn’t 
worked In this country, because you 
see so little. So the alternative k  to 
keep shooting constantly at the 
hedgerows. That pins the Germans 
in their holes while we sneak up 
on them.

The attacking aqnads sneak up the 
aides of the hedgerows while the 
rest of the platoon stay back in their 
own hedgerow and keep the forward 
hedge saturated with bullets. They 
ahoot rifle grenades too, and a mor­
tar squad a little farther back 
keeps lobbing mortar ahells over 
onto the Germans.

The little advance groups get 
up to the far cads ef the hedge­
rows ai .Ue Burners of the field. 
They first try to knock oat tho 
machlno guns at each comer. 
They do th k  with hand gro- 
■adea, tifla gronadea and ma- 
•hlM  guns.

Betreat to Now Lino 
Usually, sriien the pressure gets 

oo, the German defenders of the 
hedgerow start pulling back. They’ll 
taka their heavkr guns and most 
of tho men back a couple of fields 
and start digging in for a new line.

The tanks aad the infantry had to 
work in the closest cooperation in 
breaking through the German ring 
that tried to pin us down in the 
beachhead area. Neither could have 
done it alone.

The troops are of two minds about 
havfhg tanka around them. If you’re 
a foot soldier you hate to be near a 
tank, for it always draws fire. On 
the other hand, If the going gets 
tough you pray for a tank to coma 
up and start blasting with its guns.

In our breakthrough each In­
fantry unit had tanks attached to 
it. It was the tanks and the infantry 
that broke through that ring and 
punched a hole tor the armored divi 
aioni to go through.

One afternoon wo drove In our 
jeep Into a country like that. The 
little rural villages of gray stone 
were demolished — heartbreaking 
beapa of still smoking rubble.

Can Tell How Long Ago War Moved On

Whon you’re wendaring around 
our very far-flung front lines—the 
Hues that in our proaent rapid war 
are known as “ fluid”—you can al- 
w«y« toU how recenUy the batOe 
haa swont on ahead of you by many 
tamDiar algiia.

You can sonM It from the little 
thlaga even more than the big 
things—

Fnan  the aeattemd green leavaa

and the freah branches at trees 
still lying in the middle of the road.

From the wlapa and coik of tele- 
phono wire, hanging brokenly from 
high poles and autwining across tha 
roads.

From the gray, bum«d-powder 
rima of the shell craters in the 
gravel roads, their edges not yet 
smoothed by the pounding of mlB 
tary traffic.

No Set Pattern
II you were to come over hers 

and pick out some hedge-enck>sed 
field at random, the fighting there 
probably wouldn't be following tha 
general pattern at all. For each 
one la a little separate war, fought 
under different circumstances.

For Instance, you'll come to a 
woods Instead of an open field. The 
Germans will be dug in all over the 
woods, in little groups, and it’s 
really tough to get them out. Often 
in cases like that we will just go 
around the woods and kqep going, 
and let later units take care of those 
surrounded and doomed fellows.

Or we’ll go through the woods and 
clean it out, and another company, 
coming through a couple of hours 
later, will find it full of Germans 
again. In a war like this one every­
thing Is in such confusion, I -don’t 
see how either side ever gets any­
where.

Sometimes yon don’t know 
where the enemy Is and don’t 
know where yonr own troops 
are. As somebody said the other 
day, no battalion commander 
can give you the czaet loca­
tion of bis variens antts five 
mlnntes after they’ve jumped 
off.
We will by-pass whole pockets of 

Germans, and they will be there 
fighting our following waves when 
our attacking companies are a 
couple of milea on beyond. Gradual­
ly the front ¿eta all mixed up. There 
will be Germans behind you and at 
the side. They’ll be shooting at 
you from behind and from your 
flank.

Sometimes a unit will get ao far 
out ahead of those on either tide 
that it has to swing around and 
fight to its rear. Sometimes we fire 
on our own troops, thinking we are 
in German territory. You can’t see 
anything, and you can’t  even teU 
from the sounds, for each aide uses 
some of the other’s captured weap­
ons.
