1946 Seed Loans

Loans are now being made to
finance 1946 crop production in
Donley County, according to Har-
old O. Himmel, local Field Super-
visor for the Dallas Emergency
Crop Loan Office of the Farm
Credit Administration.

Applications for these loans are
being taken in Clarendon at AAA
office, between 1:30 and 3:30 p. m
The security required is a first lien
on the crops to be financed. The
loans are available only to those
farmers unable to secure loans
from banks or other sources.

These loans, generally knowh as
“The Seed loans”, have been
made in Texas since 1931 and
have proven of great benefit to
farmers whose cash requiremenes
are small. Repayment of the
loans has been high. Borrowers
are required to plant larae gardens
for home use and a balanced pro-
gram of feed, food and cash crops
is encouraged.

A loanto finance the purchase
or production of feed is also made
on livestock by this Agency.

The maximum loan to an indi-
vidual is $400.00.

The seed and feed loans are ad-
ministered in T'exas under the di-
rection of W. E. Farwell, manager
of the Emergency Crop and Feed
Loan Office, 405 U. 8. Terminal

WHITE HOUSE:
Puts on Heat

With President Truman having
taken to the firegide to carry his
legislative program to the people,
interest centered on public response
to his appeal to prod congress into
action on a string of proposals
deemed important to the orderly
functioning of the postwar economy.

In calling upon the people to
arouse their representatives, Mr,
Truman was careful not to antagon-
ize congress itself, patting the
solons on the back for having fully
supported the administration's for-
eign policy designed to further inter-

While the President touched upon
no less than nine phases of his na-
tional program, he placed particu-
lar emphasis upon the creation of
machinery to outlaw strikes for a

Administration back-tracking on
original policy followed indications
that the CIO was determined to
press its bid for the $2 a day raise
and the U. S. Steel corporation, as
pacesetter for the industry, was
equally determined to hold out
against settlement until granted re-
lief on price schedules.

“Hey, Ref-arent you out of bounds § —"

In basketball or business, Americans expect fair play all
down the line. In basketball, the referee is there to see that
the game 1s played according to the rules. But he’s not a
player.

In business, the referee is the government, which estab-
lishes regulations for fair practices.

But when government ‘goes beyond governing and into
business and competes with its own tax paying citizens, the
American tradition of tair play is set aside. The referce then
becomes a player, and he takes advantages that are denied
to all the other players in the game.

Take government-owned or subsidized electric power
systems, for example. They pay no taxes. When they need
money, they call on our U. 5. Treasury funds and get it at
little or no interest. If they have loses, through political man-
agement, why worry? You, as a taxpayer, will have to take
care of thau

Business-managed power systems, on the other hand, do
not have these special government privileges. They pay
their tull share of taxes, pay fair interest on any loans.

It is a tribute to American self-reliance that tax-paying,
self-supporting companies supply over four-fifths of the
tremendous amount of electricity used in this country.

The same forethought and experience which furnished the
required electric power to win a global war will continue
to assure America dependable—and cheap—electric service
for a postwar world. And businessmen can do the job better
than bureaucrats.
