that the war is a threat to tha 
world’i  economic bealth. Sources in 
Nanking reported that China would 
soon submit a formal offer to medi­
ate the conflict.

In Washington, however, Mar- 
shall’t  adviaert were sharply di­
vided over whom he should favor If 
the U. S. stops in to do the arbitrat­
ing. ‘Tha diitcrcncc in opinion la 
along a well-deflned line, with tha 
men who have dealt with tha Dutch 
in Europe aiding arith the Dutch, 
and the aids who handle U. S. af­
fairs in the Near East taking the 
other aide.

There seems to be no thought 
that the United States could assume 
a position of complete neutrality (a 
condition which is connoted by the 
term “mediation"), but would have 
to favor one cause or the other If it 
intervened in the war.

For the time being, the United 
Nations—established to do Just such 
jobs as this—maintained its aloof, 
uncritical attitude.

POLAND AID:
Canceled

Following a report by a U. S. sur­
vey mission that Poland haa enough 
food to meet her minimum require- 
menU at least for this year, tha 
state department canceled Poland’s 
share of the 3S0 miUioa dollar 
American relief program.

In its anpouncement. the state de­
partment said that special Items, 
such as medical supplies and sup- 
lemcntary foodstuffs for particular 
groupa, could be supplied Poland 
through private relief agencies and 
other organizations.

’The announcement added:
“ In view of the above and of the 

fact that funds available are suffi­
cient to meet only the most urgent 
relief needs. It has been decided not 
to undertake a relief program for 
PoUnd."

Next on the list, according to in­
dication^, might be Hungary, where 
better crop prospects are in sight.

The state department said that 
the decision to cut off relief to 
PoUnd waa baaed entirely on the 
reUUve needs of European coun­
tries. No official comment was 
made on the fact that Poland is 
well within the Soviet sphere of in­
fluence and that Hungary la deS- 
nitety Communist-dominated.
