China

Although It waa obvious that his 
heart waan't In it, IVeaident Tru­
man presented congress with a re­
quest for $70 million dollars to be 
aent to China at a prop for the 
foundering economy ot Chiang Kai- 
shek’s Nationaiiat government.

White House and aUte depart­
ment sources admitted that the re­
quest was something leas. than a 
half-measure and claimed that the 
President had acted under pressure 
from the Republican congreas 
which has insisted that the U. S. 
must support Chiang againat the 

‘ Communist revolutioa in connection 
I with the European recovery plan.

At best the $70 million dollars is a 
token gesture—just a chip in rela­
tion to the vast amount ot limber 
that wrould be needed to restore the 
rotting derelict of Chiang's govern­
ment.

Theory behind this latest exten­
sion of aid, which will be used to 
finance Chineae Imports of cereals, 
petroleum, coal, fertilizer and so 
forth, is that the money will enable 
Chiang'a government to free other 
resources for purchase of arms and 
ammunition to continue the flght 
against the Communist guerrillaa.

But that is more of an idle hope 
than a valid theory, because the 
government forces, despite their 
American arms and equipment, are 
being bested consistently by the 
Communists.

CAT FEET:
Firtt a Dream

Like the fog that "comes on little 
cat feet," Carl Sandburg, honored 
and honorabla tree-verse poet and 
voluminoua biographer of Lincoln, 
was creeping into the aenatorial 
race in Illinois. <

A hitherto almoat imperceptible 
drive supportVig Sandburg as a poa-

___  sible candidate for
aenator picked up 
considerable impe­
tus with the release 
of a public opinion 
poll indicating that 
he might become a 
poptilar choice over 
t h e  Democratic 
candidate. Paul H.
Douglas, and the 
ReixibUcan candi­
date, Sen. C. Way- 
land Brooks.

As far as the question of how a 
poet can turn into a politician it 
concerned, those favoring him say 
he ia a "good man," be u^eratands 
the common people and ia educated 
and well-informed about the coun- 

' try’s needs. The opposition claims 
he is politically inaxperienced and,

I since he is a arriter, is an Impracti­
cal dreamer and an idealist.

THE JOLT:
Election

Democrats were puzzled, not to 
I say frankly alarmed, over the aa- 

toniahing victory of Leo laacaon,
American Labor party nommee, in 
the special congressional election 

I for New York's 24Ui district.
The jolt waa especially severe be- 

' cause laacaon had been prominently 
supported by Henry Wallace,

' avowed third party candidate for 
the White House, and tha Bronx 
election had been viewed as a teat- 

. ing ground for Wallace’s power to 
win votes.

Moreover, the election apparently 
was no fluke. laacaon, with 22,897 
tellies, had amaased more votes 
than his three opponents combined.

' Karl Propper, DVnnocrat, got 12,- 
$78; Dean Alfango, Liberal party,
3,840, and Joseph de Nigria, Repub- 

I lican, 1,482.
In the first stages of shock, politi- 

cat observers took the election's re- 
' suite as a significant straw in the 

wind. Wallace had campaigned vig­
orously for Isacaon, particularly at­
tacking policies of the Truman ad- 

' ministration with rasped to Pales- 
, tuM. However, no one Waa general- 
' izing too much on the strength of 
 ̂ that factor, because the Bronx dis- 
; trid  (24th congressional) has a 
i heavy Jewish population.

Nevertheless, tha Democratic 
candidate had been expected to «vin 
hands down, because the distrid 
has sent members of that party to 

, congraas consistenUy through the 
years.

BUDGET CUT:
Indifferent

With little diacusalon and a good 
deal of outnght indifference, the 
senate adopted a resolution lb cut 
President Truman'a flacal 1M9 
budget by 2.5 billion dollars.

How much signiflcance the sen­
ate resolution erould have in the 
final analysis was questionable, in 
view of prevailing uncertainties 
which might affed both aides of the 
ledger.

‘TIm  2.S-bUlion-dollar reduction 
erould leave an estimated 18 bilUon 
tloUara for tax cute and debt reduc­
tion. Republicans, therefore, erere 
feeling increasingly confident that 
an Incomt tax alash of up to S bil­
lion doUara could be enacted.

Brevity of the senate discussion 
and its lack of apoplcdic oratory 
was in dired contrast to last year’s 
strident contest over the budget • 
committee’s recommendation of a ' 
8-billion-doUar cut in the 1948 
budget.

Democrats made no effort to 
block the proposed spending slash 
which had been recommended by 
the house-seaate budget committee.
It atill requires house adoption.

Biggest bug in the senate's budget 
recommendation was the fact that 
it probably embodied a number of 
inaccurate estimates. Republican 
sponsors of the measure admitted 
that accurate estimates of budget 
needs were impossible at the time.

Sen. Styles Bridges (Rep., N. H.>, 
chairman of the budget committee, 
compared the estimates with “ a 
pre-game guess at the final score.”  ' 
But Sen. Alben Barkley (Dem., Ky.K 
called the procedure "a  atep in tha 
dark."

Most profound uncertainties aris­
ing in thg budget estimates were 
the result of the recent commodity 
market drop, which might possibly 
affect government tax revenues and 
also the annual personal income 
rate. Not one senator was willing to 
commit himaelf with finality on 
what futurs developments alacg 
these lines might be.

PLANETARY;
Martian Life

After having given rise to much 
idle speculation and phantasmago­
ria! nonsense among recent genera­
tions, one of the minor riddles of the 
universe—whether life exists on the 
planet Mara—finally got a tentativa 
answer.

With scientific reticence. Dr. Ger­
ard P. Kuiper, director of McDon­
ald observatory at Mt.'Locke, Tex., 
offered a timorous "Yes—maybe.”

He made his disclosure after tak­
ing a peek at the red planet, aided 
by a new-fangled infra-red spectro­
graph.

But if there Is Ufa It exista in the 
most primitive of forms.

Dr. Kuiper, aided by astronomers 
from the Universities of Chicago 
and Vexas, cams to the conclusion 
that probably lichen, the hard, 
moaa-like groivth found on rocks lu 
the U. 8., waa present on Mars.

Weather cenditiona. although cold­
er then anything Earth knonrs, 
would support such life, I>r. Kuiper 
said. Btixliea have shown that tha 
temperature ranges frem a few de­
grees above freezing to an esti­
mated Sfi-tOO degrees below zero.

Mare, he added, evidently has 
polar Ice cepe "composed ot wa­
ter." However, the ice caps retreat 
as much aa 100 miles a day, indicat­
ing that they are vagp thin, poaaibly 
not more then one eighth of an inch 
thick. Climate of the planet resem- 
bloe ‘ ‘earth at an elevation Q< 80,000 
feet," he explaiecd.

One comforting deduction is to be 
made from this latest solsnUflc evi­
dence: Anything reaemMing human 
life, or even such malevolent life as 
H. O. Wells visualized, apparently 
cannot exist on Mara. So stop fret­
ting over those flying disks.
