Berlin Crisis Nears Showdown; 
First Peacetime Draft Begins; 
Special Session Opens Campaign

The old fa miliar pattern of ]ust 
one criais after another In the cold 
war between Ruaaia on the one 
hand and the weatem Alliet on the 
other wae being repeated again in 
the Berlin ahowdown. But an ur>- 
eaty world watched anziouBly. 
fearful that at any moment aome 
ertaia might explode into actual 
warfare.

Urgericy of the Berlin crlaia re­
sulted in the recall of Gen. Luciut 
D. Clay, U. S. military command­
er In Germany, and hia top politi­
cal adviser, Ambasaador Robert 
Murphy, for a flrat-hand report on 
the situation.

Clay conferred . i th  President 
Truman. State Secretary Marahall 
and Army Secretary Royall on 
means of carrying out the Ameri­
can government’s intention to stay 
in Berlin despite the concerted Rua- 
aivi drive to force the «eatem 
powers out.

The official line was laid down by 
Secretary Marshall, who aaid that 
while the United States would not 
be "coerced or intimidated" by the 
Russian blockade of Berlin, the ad- 
ministratiaai ncverthcleas will "pro­
ceed to reach an acceptable aolu- 
Uon to avoid the tragedy of u ar."

Although rumors that the Berlin 
blockade might prove the apark 
that would enkindle flghtmg war­
fare permeated official quarters, 
the U. S. poaitioa appeared to be 
that this country hopes to avoid 
war. However, if the Russians are 
determined to cause more serious 
trouble at Berlin, this government 
is determined to rcaiat force with 
force. It is equally determined to 
avoid taking any step which might 
maka the situation more serious 
aa long aa negotiatien and oiner 
diplomatic means remain open.

Thera will be many more talks, 
much painstaking d e l i b e r a t i o n  
among the western powers in con­
nection with the exchange of notes 
regarding the Berlin blockade, ir­
retrievably linked up a t U is with 
the ever-all German settlement.

Marking the high water mark in 
the deepening Berlin crisis and 
lending emphasis to the determina- 
tuM to bock up its policy that 
American troops will not leave 
Berlin, tha United States dispatched 
powerful reinforcements to its air 
arm in strife-torn Europe.

A big question mark still con­
cerned Russia's ultimate objectives. 
Was the Kremlin merely trying to 
drive the Allies out of Berlin or was 
this but another step in the funda­
mental objective of moving the iron 
curtain inexorably westward, coun- 
try by country, until h embraced 
the whole heartland of Europe?

CAMPAIGN:
Advanced

With the kickoff advanced six 
weeks through President Truman's 
action in calling congress back Into 
special session, the A m e r i c a n  
people are In for one of the moat 
heatPd and intensive presidential 
campaigns in recent history.

The whole political calendar hat 
been advanced this year. Tha 
President's opening message to the 
recalled congress signaled the Ini­
tial salvo In the campaign, which 
will be in full awing until the 
November balloting.

Normally, national candidates 
wait until after Labor day before 
entering into thorough-going dis­
cussion of the issues of the cam- 
paign.

This year's campaign also be­
came more Involved with the addi­
tion of third and fourth parties to 
the field.

Although its ticket of Henry Wal­
lace for president and Glenn Taylor 
for vice preakleni was in the field 
months ago, third party adherents 
followed the Repubiicaru and Demo­
crats to Philadelphia for their 
nominating convention.

Rebellious southern Oemocrata. 
after walking out on their regular 
party conclave, gathered in Bir­
mingham. Ala., to enter a fourth 
party in the field. Heading the 
states’ rights ticket are Gov. J. 
Strom Thurmond of South Caro­
lina for president and Gov. Field­
ing L. Wright of Missisaippi for 
vice president.

The states’ rights Democrats 
have shown their greatest strength 
in Alabama and Miaaissippi, where 
a rambined 20 electoral votea are 
pledged against Mr. Truman.

Almost simultaneously, charges 
that several hundred foreign agents 
have used the United Nations to 
cover subversive activities here 
were hurled by state department 
representatives nt a senate commit­
tee hearing.

Robert C. Alexander, assistant

Surprised at the charges. United 
Natioiu officials insisted that it waa 
up to the state department to back 
up the chargea with facts.

A check on nationalities of U. N. 
staff members showed that of a 
total of 2.944 there were 1,483 for­
eigners. From the "iron curtain" 
countries there were 108, but many 
were appointed before the change of 
governments put their bomelandf 
into the Russian sphere.

Stack of Money
There are potential stacks of 

money in the stacks of straw which 
annually go to waste on U.S. farms. 
Although the paper industry offers 
a large potential market for the 
product, farmers last year burned 
or did not use about 38 million tona 
of straw, according to department 
of agriculture estimates.

Recent technical advances have 
made possible a large exparuiion of 
the market for straw. It has been 
found suitable for blendlitg with 
wood pulp to make fine papers and 
also can be used in the manufacture 
of v a r i o u s  insulating building- 
board products. Principal industrial 
use for straw at present is in mak­
ing corrugated strawboard, which 
ia used aa a liner in cartons and 
boxes.

Research by the department of 
agriculture laboratory at Peoria. 
ID., indicates that straw pulp can 
be Bubetituted for 23 to 40 per cent 
of the wood pulp now used tn fina 
and specialty papera.

The strawboard industry was es­
tablished In this country around 
1900, when wheat was harvested 
with binders and threshed. Every 
wheal farm then had iU straw stack 
and the straw could be baled. When 
the combine harvester cam# into 
general use, most of the straw 
stacks disappeared. Development 
of pickup balers, however, once 
again have made straw collection 
on the farm a practical operation.

QUESTION: The linoleum In our 
kitchen has risen up In a certain 
spot. It ia Inlaid linoleum over a 
felt bate over plywood. Do you 
think U we bored a small hole in 
the linoleum and poured some kind ! 
}f cement in, it would hold? What , 
kind of cement would you rccom- | 
mend for this job?

ANSWER: Try this method for 
flattening the bulge: Cut a silt in 
the bulge, following a line ot tho 
pattern ao that it will not show. 
Then press linoleum cement under 
each side of the slit, working it 
well underneath with a spatula, 
or some similar tool. Wipe off sur­
face smears promptly. If you can­
not get linoleum cement, use roof­
ing cement. Smears of roofing 
cement should be promptly wiped 
off with turpentine. Then place 
weights on U p until ths cement 
has dried hard.

QUESTION: My walls are cov­
ered with a very poor quality of 
wallboard, which bulges here and 
there. It ia covered with paper; 
but now shows a few cracks, which 
developed after the furnace was | 
started. What is the best thing to ' 
do with the walls? The expense is 
an item , I'U iiave to have some- : 
one do all the work. !

ANSWER: For a good Job it 
would be better to take off the ; 
board and replace it with one of 
better quality, properly put up ac­
cording to the m anufacturer's in­
structions; or else nail up new - 
boards over the old ones. In the 
meantime, you might consider 
nailing down the bulges as well as 
you can. and then covering tha 
joints with strips of decorative i 
wood moulding, such as half- 
round.

QUESTION; The walls ot our 
new home arc all pastel-colored, 
rough-finished plaster. Now "five 
o'clock shadow" is beginning to ' 
show around our high-wall reg­
isters.

How can I remove this grime snd

ANSWER: To clean the walls. ' 
first remove as much loose dirt as 
you can by light brushing, and 
follow by cleaning with a wall- . 
paper cleaner. The filters prob­
ably are loaded down with dust 
and may need cleaning, if they ara 
of the cleanable variety. If not, 
they may need to be replaced.

There's no disputing the fact that 
radish roses, celery curls, cucumber 
wheels and the Uks are very at­
tractive. And that's the thought of 
many a smart homemaker who 
whips these fancy, easy-to-make 
vegetable. Into a centerpiece for 
mealtime.

Fancy gew-gaws that have been 
centerpiece standbys for too long 
a time should be ratirad. as strictly 
summer-style creations of fresh 
vegetsbies put In their place will 
give the family a combination eye 
and appetite teaser. Try these tricks:

LYNN CHAMCERS’ MENU 
'Vegetable Centerpiece 

Sliced Roast Beef and Cheeses 
Potatoes Au Gratin Toasted Rolls 
Beverage Raapbciry Pie
‘Recipe Given

Select firm, rather long radlsbea 
with unwilted leaves. Wash thor­
oughly and cut tops, leaving about 
one inch of stem on each. With a 
thin sharp knife, cut thin slices 
lengthwise through the radish. Chill 
in ice srater.

Cecamber Wbecls
Peel cucumber; using a four-tined 

fork, acorc the cucumber lengthwise, 
then cut in thin ilices. CtiiU in ice 
water to crisp.

Garret Carls
Wash and scrape tender young 

carrots. Using an apple corer, shave 
off thin pieces lengthwise. Curl each 
piece around your finger and drop 
Into Ice water.

Garret Straws
yaah. scrape tender young car­

rots and cut in e%htha, then cut In 
narrow strips about three inches 
long. Cover with a damp cloth and 
chill In refrigerator.

CauUflewcr Fleworots
Wash carefully by running under 

cold water; then aeparate raw cauli­
flower into flowerets. Chill in salted 
Ice water until crisp.

ScaUloDS
Wash well, trim green stalks. Peel 

onion if skin is looae or shrivelled 
and chill in ice water.

Celery Hearts
Wash celery carefully. Remove 

outer stalk and save for salads or 
use in rooking. Trim root and cut 
into an aval shape. Cut through in 
thirds or quarters. Crisp In ice

HERE ARE WAYS to prepare at­
tractive platters of vegetables; 

Platter I
Pface cauliflower flowerets In one 

comer of platter, against this the 
carrot curls, then radish roses. 
Around this one comer may be 
placed In sections, the following 
vegetables; Carrot stripe, cucumber 
wheels snd celery hearts.

pu tter U
Place well chilled ripe olives and 

green stuffed olives in center of 
large platter and separate these with 
carrot strips and celery hearts. Di­
vide rest of pUta into four sections 
and in each one place tha following; 
Tomato slicoa, cucumber wheels, 
scallions and radish roact.

. . .
COOKED VEGETABLES aUo may 

be used for pretty platters. Each 
vegaUble should bo cooked only 
until it Is tender, and served at 
ones. Hera's a lovely pUttar which 
may be used as a main dish:

Caaliflawer
BUvrrod Groce Beaaa 

TooKitoas staffed with Core 
Wash cauliflower and let stand 

in salted water for one-half hour to 
remove any Insects. Cook in salted 
water for 23 to 30 minutes The to­
matoes should be firm. Wash and 
scoop out Insides leaving the shell 
Fill this with seasoned kernel corn 
to which has been added aome 
chopped green pepper. These should 
be baked with just a littla water in 
the bottom of the pan. Tha green 
beans should be *washed carefully 
snd picked over for any hard ends, 
then sliced lengthwise. They will 
Uke 30 to 40 minutes to cook. The 
cauliflower should be placed In the 
center of tha platter, then banked 
with green beans, and tha tomatoes 
with the com and green pepper are 
placed around tka green beans. 
Serve with melted butler.

• • •
ANOTHER PRETTY SUMMER 

pUtter uses entirely different vegc- 
Ubles but is very colorful:

Csbbage with Sliead CsrraU 
Lima Beans Fried Parsnips

Parboil a large head of cabbage 
for 10 minutes. Remove all the in­
side leaves, so that only a few of 
the larger ones remain, leaving a 
huge cup. This la filled with carrots 
which have been sliced, or creamed 
If preferred, and cooked for 20 min­
utes. Sprinkle with parsley. Around 
this piece parsnips which have 
cooked for aeven to 13 minutes, 
then fried until golden brown and 
crisp in a buttered skillet. Lima 
besiis are shelled and placed around 
that after cooking for 20 to 30 min­
utes in boiling, salted water.

Another platter uses a combina­
tion of colorful white, green, yellow 
and red vegetables:

Creamed Polstoes
Carrot Strips Beets with Peas

The potatoes are cooked after 
peeling, then cubed and creamed. 
If they are small leave them whole. 
The carrots are cleaned, cut in strips 
and cooked just until tender, about 
20 minutes. The beets ara cooked 
with skins, which arc slipped off in 
cold water after cooking. Scoop a 
small hole in the beets snd fill with 
peas. Place the potatoes in the cen­
ter of the platter, carrots around 
those, and the beets and peas around 
the carrots. • • •

IF YOU HAVE a sectioned vegeta­
ble dish, you may like to serve a 
variety of sauces with your vege­
tables. Here is a nice variety from 
which to choose to add more snap 
to vegetables;

Vlaegar-Baaaa Saaca 
Simmer one-fourth cup minced 

onion in one-fourth cup bacon drip- 
I pings until tender but not broom.
I Add one-fourth cup vinegar, one 

and one-half tea.tpoons salt, one- 
eighth teaspoon pepper and one- 
eighth teaspoon sugar. Heat and 
pour over green beani, bruiaelt 
sprouts, rabbaga. kale or other 
greens.

Cbccsa Saaca
Place one-half pound of procaaaed 

cheese in tha top of a double boiler 
and add one-half cup of milk as 
soon as cheese melts. This is good 
w i t h  potatoes, csulifloarar and 
broccoli.

Cartona coma in a varie ty  of 
ty p es and ih spcs. R ectangular or 
square  cartona  m ay have Inner 
linings o r  h a v t a waxed plastic 
finish; tom e a re  m ade fur u ie  with 
ccUophana bags. Most of these a re  
sealable with heat—by pressing  to­
g e ther edges of covering m ateria l 
w ith an e lectric  iron or a hand 
Iron. The cartona a ra  generally 
easy  to handle and store. Waxed 
cups a re  convenient, but the seal 
on the sct-ki lid isn 't m oisture- or 
vapor-proof.

Before sealing a filled carton or 
bag. wipe inside edges with a clean 
cloth to rem ove . n io isture  th a t 
would preven t a ?,ght seal. AUo 
p re ss  out all po ttib la  a ir  from top 
of bag, then  heat-seal tightly. Or 
you m ay like the p ressure  tapes 
fo r sealing; they  have an adheilva 
tu b ftan ee  on one aide ao that they 
can  be stuck on edges of bags and 
cartona.
