Methods to Use in Canning:
1. Pre treatment of food: In 

the pre-tnreatircnt of food before 
processing the raw pack and 
steam method is recommended as’ 
in general, retaining flavor, tex­
ture and qnality to a greater ex­
tent than the prerook methdd.

2. EY'ocessing:
a. Pressure Canner Method: 

Theateem preesere canner, cor 
rectly used, is recommended for 
processing all low-acid vegetables 
and for such products as meat, 
p ou ^ y  and fish. (Pressure sauce- 
pa ns o f adequate size and provid­
ed with an indicator «r  control 
openeting accurately at 10 pound» 
preesure may be used lor canninii 
small amounts o f food. Reconr.- 
mended procedures for pint jars 
are to follow in a later issue of 
this column.

b. Boiling Water-Bath Method: 
This method is recommended for 
home canning of tomatoes, toma 
to juice, kraut, rhubarb, fruits 
and fruit juices. It  is not recom 
memled for vegetables other than 
tomatoes, nor for meat, fish and 
pouluy products because ol dan­
ger of spoilage and poehble food 
poiaonang. Shortening the speci­
fied time of boiling and ieitiog the 
product remain in the water-bath 
until cool is not aaa fe  practice, 
ualaesreeesuch baa^eaa dene to 
eetablish eafe procedures.

c. Steam-Bath MaÜiod: la  the 
cteam bwlAv methad jara may ar 
may not be partly immersed in 
water, but the uncovered portions 
must be surrounded by flowing 
■team. A  sieiun batb canner, 
proporlr used, may serve the 
same purpose as the water bath 
canner, but the procesaing time 
should be increased by one fourth 
since the temperature attained is 
usually slightly less than that a t­
tained by the boiling water bath 
method. iVeasurz canner with 
petcock open during entire time, 
electric roasters, deep well cook­
ers or any suitable container with 
a snug fitting lid, may be used for 
the steam bath (time tablet for 
the steam bath msthad will follow 
in a later issue of thisesiumn.)

d . Opoo Kettle Method: In the 
open kettle method the food is 
compistely cooked is an ordinany 
kettle, then packed into hot atari 
Ksed containersand sealed immed­
iately. 'This method is used for 
such products as rclisbea, pre- 
sarvaa, jams and jellies. I t  is not 
recommended for tomatoes, fruits 
low-acid vagctablas, or auoh pro­
ducts as mast, poultry or fish. 
Mathoda to Avoid:

1. Ovao canning method: Warn­
ing should be givaa against oven 
canning bacause of danger from 
jar explosions and daogrr of un 
dar-procaaaing due to tbe alow 
rate of hast transfer from air and 
uneven heat distribution in the 
oven.

2. Intermittent sterihaatioo 
method: Intermittent steriKza- 
lion ia duH^iprovad because in 
vestigation hasahowo it to  be un­
safe.

8. Use of canning powers and 
compounds: Canning compounds 
and powers should not be used in 
place o f Sterilität ion by beat, 
since such compounda either arc 
not efficient presarvatinaa or are 
injurious to health.

4. Acidification of lew-acid vege- 
tablaa: Adding acid to vagetablaa 
and procaaaing by the boiling wa­
ter bath method ia not recom

table-top working area, the mod- 
emi*ed version of the kitchen cab­
inet can be made into a supply 
and food preparation center for 
any phase of kitchen operations.

The cabinet i f  ideally suited, for 
ezsmple, as a center for all pre- 
oven operations. Equipped with 
overhanging and base cupboards 
and a large pull-out table top work- 
» •  area, the cabinet keeps all nec­
essary baking materials, .including 
pots and pans, within arm’s reach.

In the overhanging shelf area of 
this type of cabinet, you may store 

I spices, dried fruits, confectioners’
■ *u f»r, vanilla and other Ingredients. 
Frequently, a built-in flour container 
and sifter is included as part of the 
cabinet itself.

Ample below-counter space ac­
commodates mixing bowls, double 
boilers, measuring cups, pie and 
cake pans. Baking ingredients and 
utensils can be brought together on 
the table-top working area with 
plenty of space left over for the 
electric mixer and even a colorful 
cannister set.

The porcelain enamel surface of 
the cabinet can be used for knead­
ing and rolling dough without pastry 
board or cloth. The surface will be 
easy to clean and sanitary, too. 
Lemons, grapefruit and dried fruits 
can be diced directly on the porce­
lain enamel without danger of acid 
staining or scratching.

As every woman knows, you can't 
put things behind a closed door and 
just expect to get them out In ap­
ple-pie order. Why waste time hunt­
ing for utensils and cjpplics when 
you can plan an efficient storage 
system ?

Use the higher shelves on wall 
cabinets for dishes and supplies 
which are not used too frequently. 
Keep those things, in constant use, 
on the lower shelves on wall cup­
boards.

If you have limited cupboard 
space, why not get one of the new 
racks that can be attached to the 
Inside door of the cupboard? Use 
it for spices, flavorings and food 
color.

Have you opened cupboards and 
discovered tliat cups and saucers 
wera smashed or chipped some­
where along the line? Cups should 
go on hooks so they may be saved 
from pushing around by other dish­
es. Soup dishes with handles may be 
stored in the same way. A type of 
storage hook which locks like a clip 
after the handle is inserted guaran­
tees against their falling.

Racks may also be used for many 
different types of plates to utilize 
spaca^ properly and thus prevent 
them from chipping, too.

For large platters, trays and wood­
en bowls, don’t be afraid to remove 
a shelf or two from a cabinet to give 
yosi vertical storage space for tl>ese 
pieces. I f  individual racks are not 
provided these may be built simply 
so that the platters are held easily 
in place.

Organize your arork properly b> 
getting out jars or replacing them. 
Wash them in sudsy water; rinse 
carefully and they will be all raady 
to place in cold water and started 
to sterilizing before you get ready 
for the fruit and berries. Many 
women like to get the glass wash­
ing chore out of the way the day 
before, and this ia an excellent 
idea.

Utensils for working aa well as 
the paraffin and sugar may also 
be laid out the evening before jel­
ly making day.

CONGRESS:
L a ft  Waif

A lot of ’ ’ trouble for nothing”  
might be an apt phrase to describe 
all the national agitation against 
President Truman's health insur­
a n t  and civil rights proposals—for 
hia own leaders in congress erased 
the issues by taking both hotly- 
contested items of legislation off 
the "must”  list. '

ALSO slated for further delay 
was the administration's four-bil- 
lion-dollar tax increase plan, the 
equally controversial Brannan farm 
program and the foreign-arms pro- 
posaL

This left only three measure bills 
for top priority action. They were:

1. Extension of the reciprocal 
trade program which has passed 
the house but is stalled in the sen­
ate.

3. Repeal of the Taft-Hartley 
labor act.

3. Ratification of the North At­
lantic security treaty which re­
quires only a two-thirds majority 
vote in the senate.

SENATE M AJORITY LEADER 
Scott Lucas indicated action might 
be sought before adjournment on 
minimum-wage boosts, the inter­
national wheat agreement, and a 
pay raise for top government 
executives and military personnel.

Speculation was that decision to 
abandon for the time the compul­
sory health insurance program 
stemmed from mounting congres­
sional clamor for sharp cuts in 
government spending, with the 
civil rights legislation delay be­
lieved motivated by fear of a 
southern filibuster. Congress wants 
to adjourn by August, and r.onsid- 
eration of any of the "powder 
keg”  legislation might make that 
impossible.

LUCAS said he* ¿bought President 
Truman was "definitely satisfied”  
with the progress being made.

That surprised some legislators, 
for unless congress repeals the 
Taft-Hartley law, the President 
will be unable to point to accom­
plishment of any of his campaign 
pledges when congress adjourns.

GERMANY:
A  Soar Nofa

The Big Four conference in Paris 
was underway. For the first time 
in  the cold war between East and 
*West there was real hope that har­
mony would be forthcoming.

In fact, Secretary of State Dean 
Acheson had been warned by Sen­
ator Vandenberg, senate foreign 
affairs committee chairman, not to 
be too aggressive with the Rus­
sians, but rather to keep open, if 
possible, the door to lasting peace.

WITH the Russian blockade of 
Berlin lifted and the Soviets appar­
ently ready to sing a new tune in 
world cooperation, the theme of 
the conference was to be harmcxiy.

But the delegates hardly had time 
to warm the seats of tte ir chairs 
before * the Russians were at it 
again. Russian Foreign Minister 
Andrei Vishinsky blandly proposed 
that the council of foreign ministers 
wipe out the new west German 
state and return German affairs, 
including direction of the Ruhr, 
to four-power control machinery.

M AN Y had expected this course 
by the Soviets. They had predicted 
that lifting of the Berlin blockade 
was done to soften up the ministers 
for this very proposal. But it didn't 
work. All three western powers 
immediately rejected the proposi­
tion.

The S o v i e t  foreign minister 
showed little tact. He led up to hia 
proposal with a long tirads de­
nouncing the U.S., Britain and 
France for what he termed ’ ‘ viola­
tion»”  of the Potsdam agreements.

SOVIET ideology could not toler­
ate a separate German state with 
autonomous powers and there was 
little question that the Kremlin 
wouM Btand firm in this position.
On the other band there waa no 
possibility that the western powers 
would recede from their intention 
to return government of Germany 
to the German people. Thus it would 
seem the impasse waa clearly 
established.

For the U. S., Dean Acheson de­
livered himaeU of what might v.-ell 
be the decade’s masterpiece of 
understatement when he called the 
Russian auggestiona “ disappoint­
ing.”

But then he summed up the 
world’ s reaction when be added:

"M y  hopes are distinctly chilled.”

FORRESTAL:
"Iettar to Die . . .*

‘ ‘Comfortless, namelesa, h o  pe- 
less, save in the dark prospKt of 
the yawning grave . . . better to 
die, and sleep the never-waking 
sleep than linger oo . . . ”

With the import qf these lines 
from Sophocles' "CTVinis From 
Ajax”  ao obviously goaomg his con­
sciousness, James V. Forrestal, 
former U. S. defense secretary, 
plunged to his death from the 16th 
floor of national naval medical cen­
ter in Washington.

FORRESTAL had been under 
treatment for "operational fatigue”  
since April 3. Attendant physicians 
said he had been considering sui­
cide, that the nature of hia malady 
indicated this mental condition as 
an inescapable adjunct to it. But 
they felt he was getting better; in 
fact they had hoped to release him 
from the hospital in 30 days.

As secretary of defense, Forres­
tal labored under a burden such as 
few national servants have carried. 
His was the job of directing the 
gigantic naval program during the 
war, as well as the almost hope­
less task of attempting unification 
of the armed forces. The strain was 
great and a Bympgpietic people 
could understand why it might have 
broken a strong man.

President Truman took full cog­
nizance of Forrestal’ s worth when 
he declared the former defense 
secretary was "as  much a casualty 
of war as if he had died on the fir­
ing line.”

BUT there was an added burden 
weighing on Forrestal. That was a 
burden oi dttack -and vilification 
from two of the nation’s top radio 
newscaster-columnists. After his 
shocking death, the press of the 
nation began to revalue the impact 
oi its effect and that of the radio.

Some nationally-syndicated ob­
servers charged that the attacks 
upon Forrestal via radio and in 
print had added to his load of 
desperation. They advanced the 
premise that unle.ss some check 
was put upon this type of journal­
ism, it might discourage many able 
men from entering government 
service.

There is possibly no agony of 
mankind comparable to that which 
must go on in the mind of the man 
about to take his own life. It is 
wholly foreign to the concept of 
the normal, every-day mhid. Cer­
tainly it flics in the face of the very 
first natural law—seif preservation. 
Weighing all this, it is difficult to 
understand how there could be any­
thing but sympathy (or Forrestal, 
and an honest effort to understand 
something of the torturous mental 
suffering which drove him to leap 
to his death.

With starting salaries holding 
firm  at last year’s record high . 
levels, signs of a iast-mlnute pick- | 
up in jobs for the mammoth 1049 j 
class of college graduates were i 
showing up, according to an an­
nual employment survey by the 
fam ily economics bureau of North­
western National L ife liuurance 
Company.

Although two-thirds of the 133 
colleges and universities covered to 
date find their total employment 
calls all the way from slightly to 
“ disappointingly”  b e l o w  1946, 
schools reporting in the final week 
of the survey have shown a much 
better ratio, the summary savs 
Approximately half of the late re­
sponses report their record of job 
offers to date as equal to or slight­
ly above 1948 experience.

DARTMOUTH college’s school 
of business administration ob­
serves, for example, ” We were dis­
turbed by the February-March 
slump, but the later pick-up has 
’wiped out our losses.’ ”  St. Louis 
universitv also reports that demand 
faded in February and March, but 
“ as of the past six weelu it has 
begun to develop beautifullv.”  Uni­
versity of Nebraska’s college of 
business administration notes a 
stienger employment demand in 
the last ten days. But Duquesne uni­
versity at Pittsburgh reports, 
"Calls in general are less than in 
1946 except those for sales person­
nel which have increased.”

Boston university says job offers 
are 7 per cent fewer than last year; 
Ohio State finds about the same 
number of employers represented 
on tlie camous this spring, but 
each firm taking fewer men. Y ile  
university has recorded more em­
ployment calls than as of a year 
ago.

F IVE  out of every six schools 
li.-led in the survey report starting 
salaries to be as high or higher 
than last year. Prevailing range of 
offers is from $300 to $37S per 
month for btuiness administration 
and liberal arta seniors, and from 
$225 to $325 for engineering grads, 
with exceptional men getting still 
higher offers. Illinois Institute of 
Technology reports; “ The class of 
375 engineers graduating January 
29, 1949, averaged $380 per month 
for a basic 40-hour week; this is 
the highest average salary of any 

I class in our history.”
