FARM V O TE :
loit Is Set

There was more to the Brannan 
federal farm program than had 
met the eye. According to seasoned 
Washington obaervera, the plan 
would serve as a bait for the farm 
vote in the congressional races 
next year.

For instance, if administration 
leaders could extend wartime price 
support for another year, it would 
give voters a chance to pass on the 
controversial Brannan plan Thus 

I the plan could be dangled as a 
major issue when Democrats and 
Republicans began struggling for 
the important farm vote.

AT a midwestem Democratic 
conference, both Brannan. secre­
tary of agriculture. arKl J. Howard 
McGrath, chairman of the national 
Dennocrabc committee, made a 
plea for extension of the price sup­
port program as they began to 
plan for next year's tug-of-war with 
the GOP.

McGrath, making it plain that the 
Brannan plan has Mr. Truman's 
endorsement, said continuation of 
the present relatively high-pnce 
support program was to be pre­
ferred to the Aiken long-range farm 
law passed by the 80th Republican 
congress. Unless congress acts. Mc­
Grath pointed out, the Aiken law 
will go into effect next year

The Brannan plan is designed to 
support farm income at a "pros­
perity" level, but at the same time 
to provide consumers with lower 
prices for perishable foods—espe­
cially meat, dairy and poultry prod­
ucts—when there are surpluses 
It would use government payments 
to assure desired farm cash re­
turns

PRE^SENT laws direct the gov­
ernment to support prices of major 
products at not lest than M per 
cent of parity.

CONJURER:
Nome, Smile

Franklin D. Roosevelt. Jr., who 
Inherited a name and a smile to 
conjure with and wasted little time 
in conjuring with them, has been 
duly sworn in as a member of the 
house of representatives.

The 34-year-old congreiaman from 
New York’s 20th district, filling the 
seat left vacant by the death of Sol 
Bloom, ran as a candidate of the 
Four Freedoms and Liberal parties, 
although he will operate as a work­
ing Democrat in the legislative 
arena.

ROOSEVELT failed to get the 
regular Democratic nomination 
during the campaign ao he ran cm 
the Four Freedoms ticket. In so 
doing he scored a popular upset 
over the regular (Tammany) Demo­
crat. a Republican and an American 
Labor candidate.

The third son of the late Presi­
dent took the oath from Acting 
Speaker John W. McCormack (D.. 
Mass.), while hit mother beamed 
happily from the gallery.

During hia first day on the job 
Roosevelt:

CHATTED briefly with President 
Truman: denied a rumor that he 
might run for mayor of New York; 
allowed that he hoped congress 
would repeal the Taft-Hartley labor 
law, enact Mr. Truman's civil rights 
program and put through a aa- 
tional housing act.

It all looked like a reasonable be­
ginning for another Roosevelt politi­
cal career.

HO USIN G :
Action Seen

Indications were that despite op­
position from many quarters, the 
administration's big new housing 
bill would get out of committee and 
go to the house floor for action.

“rHE RULES committee, which 
twice last year killed similar legis­
lation. had refused to clear the cuf- 
rent biU. But Rep. A. J. Sabath 
(D.. ni.) was predicting the com­
mittee would act to clear the meaa* 
ure.

Sabath was on fairly safe ground, 
far under the new house "anti­
bottleneck”  procedure adopted in 
Jannary, the multibillion - doHar 
houaing bill could be put to a house 
vote over the rules committee’s 
objeations.

THE houaing program, one o( 
President Truman’s major cam­
paign promises, was approved by 
the senate April 21 on a 97 to 13 
vote tt then bogged down bi the 
house.

The bill calls for a vast program 
of shim cluaranre. low-rent hous­
ing and form housing aids.

‘ Right Now'

"1 regret.”  the senator from 
Maine said, "that we are now in a 
state of depression. It is not a thing 
of the future. It is right now "

After thus evoking the spirit of 
the 1930's. S ^ . Owen Brewster an­
nounced blandiv that senate Re- 
publimns shortly would sponsor a 
50-miUion-dollar public-works and 
relief-planning program “ to m^et 
the growing Democratic depres­
sion.”

THE BILL to be projected along 
these lines would not in itself pro­
vide funds for public works, but 
merely would finance the planning 
of a "sh e lf ’ of such works to be 
started when deemed advisable.

Sen. Robert Taft (R .. Ohio), who 
also is in on the deal, said that 
what he had in mind was a bill 
that would establish the framework 
for federal grants to states if their 
relief cases should reach a certain 
percentage of their total population 

Said Taft; "What we Republicans 
want to avoid is the creation of 
another WPA like Harry Hopkina 
ran.”

Without trvinif to guess how much 
relief spending might be necessary 
under such a plan. Senator Brew­
ster opined that would “ depend up­
on just how bad this Democratic 
depression gets."

Whether this "relief bill”  pro­
posal is sincere or whether it is a 
cynical attempt to discredit the ad­
ministration in the face of the com­
ing 1950 elections, only time would 
teU.

TR U M AN :
Drops Curb Bill

There was one thing about Presi­
dent Truman—he was beginning to 
develop the abiUty to recognize a 
hint when he saw it. There have 
been times when the President 
seemed to suffer from an ability 
to do that, but now it’s different.

The President, obviously with an 
understanding ear to the ground, 
has decided he won't press con­
gress to give him standby war
powers.

THAT’S not onhr wise of the
President, it’s good strategy, par­
ticularly since it would have been 
impossible for the administration
to convince the 81st congress that 
any such powers are needed.

However, there was an official 
reason advanced for the change in 
objectives. One authority described 
the revision of plan aa a “ quiet 
demilitarization”  of the national 
security resources board on White 
House orders. In other words.- the 
emphasis would be away from keep­
ing the people agitated and alerted 
tor possible future war.

'THE war powers bill would have 
provided a detailed mobilization 
act covering priority and seizure 
powers, controls over prices, man­
power; production and transporta­
tion. It would, if enacted, go into 
effect automatically the declara­
tion of war emergency by congress.

Mr. Trumsn was said to have 
decided it would be inappropriate 
to try to get such a law passed in 
peacetime.

And the presiding political cuin- 
mMsar snapped, "i'nis subject is 
nut on the agenda.”
• About the only thing that did 
show up on the agenda throughout 
the country was Uie puz/lea but 
ready acquiescence ul tne Chinese 
tu Communist rule.

As a result, the nation appeared 
to be well on its way to assuming 
a regular orbit as s willing satellite 
ul Russia.

FOR THE MOST PART there 
have been no signs of coercion or 
compulsion ui tl.e relationship 
There is every evidence that the 
Chinese Coniniuinsts are in fact 
eager to loUow me dictates ol 
Moscow. And that revelation should 
be enough to destroy any illusion 
that thé Chinese Communists are 
just simple agrarian rctormerc.

They are wiiole-hearted, com­
pletely dogmatic Communists, fol­
lowing tne doctrines laid down fjy 
Lari Marx and adapted for 2um 
ceniury application by his disciples. 
Lenai and btalm—and by Mao Tze- 
tung, leader ot China s Commu­
nists.

THERE IS as yet no conclusive 
evideneS that the Kremlin is giving 
uirect, sct.ve aid to the Chinese 
Communis,'.. But the affinity and 
spirit of rooperatiun that exists be­
tween Moscow and Peiping, capital 
of CimniUnlst China, ig tangible 
enough.

The application of China’s in 
ternal situation to the rest of the 
world is disturbingly dear: Through 
the rule of Mso 'Tzi'-tu.-tg and hi* 
part.v, China inevitably i* b-'coming 
a massive extension of the Soviet 
power-bloc.

Smoke, S..'tokc, Smoke

Arrangements for new price sup­
port programs for tobacco were 
announced by the federal depart 
ment of agriculture.

THE govemnr nt will make loans 
on flue-cured f..oacco at 90. per cent 
of the paritv price—as it was June 
19. Loans on hurley and ether types 
of tobacco would be at the Septem­
ber 19 parity price, except (ire- 
cure^ tobacco, which would be '79 
per cent of the hurley rate, and 
dark air-cured tobacco 68*4 per 
cent of the hurley rate.

(Parity ia a price based on the 
relationship between prices of the 
things the farmers have to bnv and 
prices of the products they sell. The 
government uses s basing period 
during which this relationship of 
prices gave the farmer what it con­
siders a "fair profit").

THE RATES a pound at which 
the support prices will be paid was 
to be announced in July for flue- 
cured tobacco and for other types 
in October.

The full loans will be made only 
to tobacco growers who do rot 
grow more tobacco than they are 
permitted under marketing quotas. 
These quotas have been set up for 
flue-cured, hurley, fire-cured and 
dark, air-cured tobaccos. There are 
no quotas on other types.

Clean Vegetables 
I Befere Preparatiaa
: ^LEAN IN G the vegetables is the 
^  s ^  after bringing them into 
the kitchen. This should be done be­
fore the skin is broken, or some of 
the valuable Juices may escape.

a colander. Do not pour dirty water 
off the vegetables, as dirt may re­

TN THE CHART given above, pre- 
^ cooking is recommended for the 
green vegetables such as peas, 
green beans and similar vegetables. 
This means immersing in boiling 
water for the designated amount 
of time to shrink or wilt them in 
order to pack them easily and com 
pactly.

^ properly, a pressure cooker is 
an invaluable aid. For vegctaMca, 
have the gauge read 10 pounds be­
fore you sb rt counting processing 
time.

Tho pressure should not bo al­
lowed to fluctuate alnce this may 
drain liquid from the Jar and give 
a poor U ^ ing  Jar. It will also over­
cook the vegetables, or undercook 
them, as the case may be.

Vegetables are a non-ocid food, 
and this means they .require a high 
temperature to kill the bacteria 
which lurk in them. This is why 
pressure cooker processing ia rec­
ommended for them. Fruits, which 
■re acid, need much less proces­
sing time, and much lower tem­
perature in which to have the bac­
teria killed.

Always follow the directions for 
your particular type of pressure 
cooker. One thing ia generally true 
of all types, and that is to leave 
tha petcock open for at least seven 
minutes during which time steam 
escapes from the cooker. Unless 
this Is followed clooely, the pressure 
may not bo accurate, for all air 
must be exhausted before allowing 
the c^ookcr to come to pressure.

Another safe rule to follow ia to 
allow the vegetables to boil 10 min­
utes in an open veaaci before tast­
ing or eating after they art tzdien 
from the can.

How ta Restyle Rooms . I
la Good Taste

Take a critical look at your fur­
nishings and see whether they meet 
with your approval. Do you have any 
pieces of furniture which are not 
used? Eliminate them and suhsti- 
tute with something that would be 
of more use, either practically or 
decoratively or, preferably, both.

Sometimes it’ s wise to buy a whole 
matched set of furniture such as a 
suite of upholstered furniture. How­
ever, If this does not include enough 
of the pieces you’ll need, or, on the 
other hand, contains too many 
pieces for the space or use you 
have, then try selecting sectional 
or separate pieces that will be most 
valuable.

One family may need only two 
comfortable easy chairs, while an­
other needs three or four or even 
more.
