Creamed Turkey

PREPARING THE FLUFFY
WHITE RICE: Put 1 cup of white
rice, 1 teaspoon salt and 2 cups
of cold water in a two quart
saucepan. Cover with a tight

fittir lid. Bring to a vigorous

boil. Then reduce the heat as
low as possible and steam for 14
minutes or until all the water
is absorbed, leaving the sepa-
rate rice grains with their full
nutritional value. This makes
very firm rice grains. (If you
prefer more tender rice grains,
add !5 cup more water and in-
crease the slow cooking time
4 or 5 minutes.)
