Pleasing Public 
Tough Job

Nothing varies quite so much as 
the taste of the general public for 
entertainment. The official Texas 
Movie Industry organization, 
“Compo” has released some amaz­
ing figures to prove that the Mo­
tion Picture people are doing a 
pretty fair job of satisfying their 
customers. Local showman. Bob 
Harris, in launching his winter 
promotion drive, stated he hoped 
he could maintain national stand­
ards here in Hedley.
