Fat Stock Show

The Hedley Future Farmers of 
America under the direction of 
Doyle Messer is holding its third 
annual Stock Show Wednesday, 
January 21.

The first Hedley Fat Stock Show 
was held in 1951 just befoie the 
Donley County Show. It was a 
small show and was something 
reasonably new to the community. 
The show was held in the open at 
the FW&D stock pens. ' There 
was only a small amount of stock 
there includmg lambs, barrows, 
and a class of breeding heifers, but 
the community was behind it and 
in 1952 the Hedley Fat Stock Show 
had grown and had more livestock 
to exhibit. It was held in the seed 
house t)f the West Texas Gin due 
to bad weather, but the crowd was 
limited also due to the weather.
, In 1953 the Hedley Fat Stock 
Show will be bigger and better. 
Something new this year are two 
«IflMrs of baby beef claves. Botn 
light and heavyweight will be 
shown at halter. There will be 
five different classes of fat barrows 
baerdes a class of breeding swine 
and two classes of fat lambs.

The judging will start at 10:00 
AM at the County Commissioner's 
Barn, rain or shine. Everyone is 
invited to attend.
