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Hugh Brown Dies

A pioneer of the Panhandle,
who had lived in the area 64 years,
died Friday at Amarillo. He was
“Uncle” Hugh Brown, 98, who
had lived in Donley County 50
years before moving to Amarillo
in 1941.

Born April 26 in Lebanon,
Tenn., Mr. Brown came to Texas
in 1880 and settled in Tarrant
County. He was married in 1885
to Martha Aon Williams of Bed-
ford.

In 1891 the family homesteaded
near what is now Floydada, and
in the latter part of that year mov-
ed to Donley County. They mov-
ed into Clarendon in 1901, where
he lived until he moved to Ama-
rillo.

Residents in Clarendon foodly
called him *“Uncle Hugh,” and re-
membered him for driving a horse
and buggy while he lived there.

Mr. Brown had been an active
Mason for 59 years and was a
member of the Masonic Lodge in
Clarendon.

Services were held Sunday from
the First Baptist Church at Clar-
endon by Rev. J. Perry King.
Burial was in the Clarendon ceme-
tery.

He was an uncle of Mrs. J. B.
Masterson of Hedley.
