He changes 
desire into purpose, and purpose 
into faith. He enables our faith 
to make connections and assures 
us that God has heard. We offer 
ourselves, yielded; the Spirit of 
power supplies— all but our obedi­
ence.
' But the best way to learn of the 

Spirit’s part in prayer is to listen 
DOW to His voice calling you to 
pray. He himself will* guide you 
into all truth” — the truth about
prayer.

V .  S.Jilut Article 3 o f the Con­

The Legislature shall 
not fix the salary o f the Governor, 
Attorney General, Comptroller of 
Public Accounts, the Treasurer. Com­
missioner of the General Land Of­
fice or Secretary of State at a sum 
less than that fixed for such officials 
in the Constitution on January 1,

Soc. 6. That Section 24 o f Article 
3 o f the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows:

“ Section 24. Members o f the Leg­
islature shall receive from the public 
Treasury a per diem of not exceed­
ing Twenty-five ($25.0U) Dollars 
per day for the first 120 days only of 
each session of the legislature.

“ In addition to the per diem the 
members of each Hou.se shall be en­
titled to mileage in going to and re­
turning from the seat of government, 
which mileage shall not exceed $2.50 
for every 25 miles, the distance to be 
computed by the nearest and most 
direct route of travel, from a table 
of distances prepared by the Comi> 
troller, to each county seat now or 
hereafter to be established; no mem­
ber to be entitled to mileage for any 
extra session that may be called with­
in one day after the adjournment of 
a regular or called session.”

Sec. 7. Said proposed Constitu­
tional Amendments shall be submit­
ted to a vote o f the qualified elect­
ors of this State on the first Tues­
day after the first Monday in Nov­
ember, 1954, at which election all 
voters favoring such proposed amend­
ments shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words:

“FOR THE AMENDMENTS TO
