Senate Joint Resolution No 7
euthorizea the Legislature toin-
crease state spending for old age
assistance, aid to the blind, and
aid to dependent children, by
?7,000,000 a year.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 6

rmits a person who has served
gome time as a teacher and ac-
cumulated credits under the teach-
er’s retirement system, and also
gome time as a state employee,
with credits under the state em-
ployees’ retirement system, to
gount his accumulated credits un-
der both systems in determining
his retirement pay.

House Joint Resolution No. 37
provides that proprietary employ-
ges of the state’s subdivisions may
be covered by Federal Old Age
aod Survivors Insurance.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 10
would create a state building com-
mission with broad authority,sub-
ject to Legislative dircetnon, to
erect buildings for state purposes.

A state building fund would be
created by transferring to itthe
surplus from the Cocfederate
pension fund.

Senate Joint Reseolution No. 5
would increase compensation of
members of the Legislature to $25
per day for the first 120 days of
any session.

The Texas Constitution now
provides $10 per day for the first
120 days and $5 per day thereafter.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 14
prohibits use of the eredit of the
state or any grant of public money
for construction, maintenance or
operation of toll roads and turn-
pikes.

House Joint Resolution No. 16
would require women to serve on
juries.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 4
has to do with the terms of elec-
tive district, county and precinet
offices. It would change all of
those which have two-year terms
into four-year terms.

Senate Joint Resolution No, 2
would authorize creation of county
wide hospital districts in Bexar,
Dallas, El Paso, Galveston, Har-
ris,Jefferson and Tarrant counties.

Cancer Hospital Gets
Research Grant

Austin—~The American Cancer
Society has allocated a cancer re-
search grant of $100,000 to the
University of Texas M. D. Ander-
son Hospital for Cancer Research
in Houston.

The grant, which makes a total
of $440,766 given directly to the
Hospital by the Cancer Society
since 1948, will be for research
projects during the 12 months
which began September 1.

The money will aid studies at
both the treatment and basic re-
search levels at the hospital with
emphasis on the effects of hor-
mones and radiation Studies will
range from careful measurements
of the body chemistry of cancer
patients under treatment with
hormones to improvements in can-
cer surgery by replacingimportant
body structures with frozen grafts
or artificial materials.

The grant to M. D. Anderson
was part of a $5,530,000 allocation
by the Cancer Society for its na-
tionwide research program. This
covered 45 institutionalandspecial
grants over the country, and the
establisbment of a half million-
doliar fund for lung cancerinvesti-
gation.

Money for the grants came from
the 1954 Cancer Crusade,

Counting the M. D. Anderson
grant, atotal of $169,848 in Ameri
can Cancer Society research funds
is now at work in Texas.
