County Agent

County Agent H. M. Breedlove
warns cotion farmers that now is
the time to keep your eye on the
crop for insects. Flea hoppers
arealready present in cotton fields
and that is the small insects that
sting the small square and you
loose some cotton without actual-
ly seeing the damage being done.
For flea hoppers use 3-5-40, toxa-
phene, toxaphene and DDT mix,
or aldrin. Leaf worms and boll
worms will make their apperance
later, and then use toxaphene and
DDT mix, BHC, 3-5-40 mix, or
aldrin. Any of the above poisons
are also good for the garden web
worm that is now showing up in

some cotton fields.

Breedlove says that if insects
start to appear in the 2rops, early
control will save you a lot of crop
loss, as they are easier to kill in
the early stages. He urges that
anyone needing help to control
cotton insecis to be sure to call
him at once.
