Austin, March 9—A bill setting 
aside $50,000 in State funds for a 
study of ways to prevent salt and 
gypsum pollution of the Red River 
and its tributaries was introduced 
in the Texas Senate this .week by 
Senator Andy Rogers, District 30, 
of Childress.

Senate Bill 328 by Rogers would 
direct the Texas Board of Water 
Engineers to make such a study to 
find if pollution from salt springs, 
gypsum beds and other sources 
can be kept from entering the 
"Big Red" and its tributaries og 
which are located highly desirable 
lake sites.

"In  my opinion and that of 
many water experts with whom 1 
have talked, studies of this kind 
may offer a chance to provide our 
people with heretofore impractica­
ble water storage sites and to save 
the lakes we now have that are 
rapidly being ruined by natural 
pollution," Senator Rogers said.
