Not #o strange is the location of
Texas' oldest hotel, which is the
Excelsior Hotel in Jefferson, Tex-
as, not far from the Louisiana bor-
der. The oldest drug store in
Texas is located in Bastrop, south-
east of Austin. The oldest resi-
dence in Texas is the Vice-Regal
Palace, located at San Elizario,
mentioned dbove.

Applications for li-
cense for claiming a grade on eggs
