eligible The ages included in 
this bracket are 6 18

week. Schoolchildren will biing 
them home to be filled out by the 
parents This should be done 
this week and returned to the 
school by the student.

If anyone knows of a new family 
that has moved into the district 
or who has children not going to 
school, we would like to have them 
brought to our attention so that 
they may be counted.
