To Hedley Citizens
For a long time your city offi­

cials have held the Hedley water 
rate to probably the lowest any­
where in this area, in fact the rate 
is so low that your city water is 
being delivered to you at an actual 
loss.

The time has now come when 
an increase in the water rate ean 
be delayed no longer. For sever­
al years you, as residents of Hed­
ky, have been receiving more ser­
vices than this city formerly offered 
Many things have been improved 
for your comfort and convenience, 
such as operating a city maintain- 
er, mowing weeds, furnishing first 
class fire fighting equipment, and 
many others. We are now com­
pelled to install a fire phone sys­
tem which will coet much more 
than before. And bear in mind 
that with the new water well you 
now have an ample supply of wat- 
sr at all times, regardless of hot 
weather.

Effective Juoe 1,1061 the min­
imum rate for water will be in­
creased to $3.00. This wiM first 
appear on your water bilk on July 
1st. In return, the City will allow 
you 500 gallons more per month 
for the minimum price, which will 
raise the amount of water for your 
minimum payment from 2,500 
gallons to 3,000 gallons. Over the 
minimum will be 35^ per 1 000 
gallons. Your water will still be 
the cheapest thing you can get.

It should be pointed out that 
the public may attend any nmet- 
Ing of the City Council when they 
wish. The Council meets on the 
first Thursday night of each 
month, and any citizen who wishes 
to attend will be welcome, and 
may perhaps decide that the city 
officials are doing the best they 
can for the benefit of everyone.
