Austin—The Texas Department 

of Public Safety reminded Texas 
drivers today an increase in license 
fees has been ordered by the Leg­
islature effective September 1.

The Texas operator’s license on 
and after that date will be in­
creased from $2 to $3 for a two- 
jrear period, the commereial driv­
er’s licence will Increase from $3 to 
$4 50 for a one year period, and 
the chauffeur’s license will go up 
from $4 to $6 per year.

The tee for a duplicate of a lost 
license will remain at 25 cents.

Boys Ranch Rodeo
A young Boys Rancher who has 

found *'a shirttail to bang to”  at 
Cal Farley’s Boys Ranch has been 
chosen as the symbol of the famed 
annual Boys Ranch Rodeo that 
will be held at the Ranch over the 
Labor Day weekend, Sept. 3rd and 
4th.

This will be the 17th annual 
presentation of the “ only rodeo of 
its kind in the nation.”  All of the 
contestants are Boys Ranchers 
and it is the biggest Labor Day 
Celebration of the Golden Spread. 
Ail indications are that this will 
be the fastest, most competitive 
and thrilling rodeo the boys have 
ever produced.

Riding professional rodeo stock, 
boys from 8 to 18 will compete for 
points and prises in calf, steer, 
Junior and Senior bull and brone 
busting competition. Approxi­
mately 90 boys will be competing 
in two divisions and will ride ua* 
der R. C. A. rules.

Clowns and trick riders have 
been carefully seJeoted from 
among the top riders of the Ranch 
and they will provide the color and 
excitement along with other spec­
ial attraction participants. The 
hundreds of behind tbe-soenee ac­
tivities of the rodeo will also be 
handled by the boys themselves.

More than 7000 people witness­
ed the rodeo last year and an even 
larger attendance Is expected for 
the two performances this year. 
Special seating arrangements will 
enable spectators to watch the ro­
deo under the large shade trees of 
the Ranch, and ample parking 
areas will be provided for oars.

Performancee will be held at 
2:30 on Sunday and Monday af­
ternoons. Admission will be 75  ̂
for children and $1.50 for adults. 
Proceeds will go to help the Boys 
Ranch expansion program.
