On The Proposed 
Depot Closing

A good number of Hedleyans at­
tended a bearing at Clarendon last 
Wednesday morning on the pro­
posed closing of tbe Fort Worth 
and Denver depot in Hedley. 
Various wHnesses were beard, and 
we understand that a decision will 
be made later on this matter.

To put in our two cents worth, 
we feel that closing tbe Hedley de­
pot would be a decided mistake at 
this time. Hedleyans and others 
are at work on two projects, the 
Greenbelt Dam and tbe McLean 
to Hedley road, which would prob­
ably make a noticeable difference 
in tbe amount of freight traffie 
bere.

We are informed that Fort 
Worth and Denver officials state, 
as their reason for the proposed 
closing of the depot bere, that the 
Hedley depot is losing money A 
quite respectable amount of cot. 
too is shipped from tbe Hedley de  ̂
pot, but since tbe compress bere 
is not operating tbe press, it is 
shipped from here only to Mem­
phis, and tbe Hedley depot is given 
credit for only one half of tbe 
freight for that distance. How­
ever, we are also informed that 
80% to 85% of that cotton is again 
shipped from Memphis, to sueb 
points as Houston If the Hedley 
depot, as tbe point of origzo, were 
given credit for such shipments, it 
would definitely show a pibfMable 
operation, not a loss.

We beJie ve that Hedley’s present 
condition and future prospects 
merit come furthes study on tbe 
part of the Fort Worth and Den­
ver.

5 All acreage designated aa di 
vertmd acreage which ie later re- 
o'aimed must be devoted to a eon- 
serving use and otherwise treated 
as diverted acreage until such time 
as it is offieially reclaimed.
