Time was when a  cotton 
farmer thought he was going 
great if he could grow a  bale 
to the acre. Standard weight 
of a bale of lint cotton, not 
counting its wrappings, is 678 
pounds. The average yield 
across the 'Cotton Belt rose 
from 254 pounds in 1966 to 
448 pounds in '1960.

Dell City is 90 miles cast of 
R1 Paso in the center of an 
irrigated cotton-growbig area 
where the average yield is 
more than two bales per acre.
