Cotton Nominated
No. One Choice
For Schoolwear

Mothers have nominated cotton
as the number one fiber for chil-
dren’s schoolwear.

This preference is indicated in
a natipnal survey by the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture of more
than 2,400 mothers of children
between the ages of 1 and 13,
fiber preferences and reasons for
their preferences in selected items
of children’s clothing.

Seven out of 10 stated a pref-
erence for cotton for girl’s school
blouses and 8 out of 10 preferred
cotton for schoolboys’ sport
shirts. The major reasons cited
for picking cotton for these two
uses were appearance and laun-
derability. b,

Seven out of 8 mothers picked
cotton as their preference for
their sons’ school pants, while 4
out of 10 preferred corduroy and
other cottons for their daughters’
school skirts. The second-ranking
fiber in the school skirt category
drew the votes of one cut of 4
mothers.

Both corduroy and other cotton
were credited with long-
wearing and easy to care for in
the school pants category; cordu-
roy also scored heavily for
warmth. Cotton rated well for
skirts on appearance and wash-
ability. Corduroy has the addi-
tional advantage of warmth.

In girls’ slips, more than 60 per
cent of the mothers preferred cot-
ton, while 3 out of 9 preferred

Gasoline Tax Refund
Farmers and ranchers will not file
a claim for refund of Federal tax
on gasoline used on their farm or
ranch as they have done in past
years aceording to Ronald Gooch
County Agent, Instead, the re-
fund of Federal tax on gasoline
used on or after July 1, 1965, must
be claimed as a credit on their an-
nual income tax return.

This credit will first be taken
on the return for the first full tax
year begioning after June 30,
1965 If the return is filed on a
calendar year basis, the credit for
gasoline tax refund taken on their
1966 return will incinde the tax
on gasoline used in the period
from July 1, 1965through Decem-
ber 31, 1966.

The refund is ciaimed as a cred-
it in a manner similar to the credit
for tax withheld on wages, Gooch
said.

NUMBER TWELVE ON THE BALLOT

PROPOSED CONSTITU-
TIONAL AMENDMENT
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN
SLECTION TO BE HELD

N NOVEMBER 8, 1966.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU-
TION NO. 48 proposing an
Amendment to Article 1X of
-the .Constitution- of the State
of Texas, providing the meth-
od and manner for dissolution
of hospital districts created
under Article IX of the Con-
stitution.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 9,
Article IX of the Constitution
of the State of Texas be
amended to read as follows:

“Section 9, The Legislature
may by law provide for the
creation, establishment, main-
tenance and operation of hos-
pital districts composed of one
| or more counties or all or any
“part “of one or more counties
with power to issue. bonds for
the purchase, construction, ac-
quisngion. repair or renovation
of buildings and improvements
and equipping same, for hos-
pital - purposes; providing for
the transfer to the hospital
distriet of the title to any
land, buildings, improvements
and eq ent located wholly
within district which may
be jointly or separately owned
by any city, town or county,
providing t any district so

i
shall me full re-
,«f'"%or providing
a wspital cave for
its needy inhabitants and as-
sume the outstanding indebt-
,edness incurred by cities,
towns and counties for hos-
pital purposes prior to the
creation of the district, if
same are located wholly with-
in its boundaries, and a pro
rata portion of such indehted-
ness based upon the then last
approved tax assessment rolls
of the included cities, towns
and counties if less than all

the territory thereof is includ-
ed within the district bound-
aries; providing that after its
creation no other municipality
or political subdivision shall
have the power to levy taxes
or issue bonds or other obli-
gations for hospital purposes
or for providing medical care
within the boundaries of the
district; Ymviding for the levy
of annual taxes at a rate not
to exceed seventy-five cents
(75¢) on the One Hundred
Dollar valuation of all taxable
roperty within such district
or the purpose of meeting
the requirements of the dis-
trict’s bonds, the indebtedness
assumed by it and its main-
tenance and operating ex-
penses, providing that such
district shall not be created
or such tax authorized unless
approved by a majority of the
ualified property taxpaying
electors thereof voting at an
election called for the pur-
pose; and providing further
that the support and mainte-
nance of the district’s hospi-
tal system shall never become
a charge against or obligation
of the State of Texas nor
shall any direct npgo tion
be made by the lature
for the construction, mainte-
nance or improvement of any
(t)xt"i tt;.he facilities of such dis-
c

Provided, however, that no
district shall be created ex-
cept by act of the Legislature
and en only after thirty
(30) days’ public notice to the
district affected, and in no
event may the Legislature
provide for a district to be
created without the affirma-
tive vote of a majority of the
taxpaying voters in the dis-
trict concerned.

The Legislature may also
grovide for the dissolution of

ospital districts provided that
a process is afforded by stat-
ute for:

(1) determining the desire
of a majority of the .
voters within the district to
dissolve it;

(2) disposing of or trans-
ferring the assets, if any, of
the district; and

(3) satisfying the debts and
bond obligatiors, if any, of the
district, in such manner as to
protect the interest of the
citizens within the district, in-
cluding their collective prop-
erty rights in the assets and
property of the district, pro-
vided, however, that any grant
from federal funds, however
dispensed, shall be considered
an obligation to be repaid in
satisfaction and provided that
no election to dissolve shall
be held more often than once
each year. In such connection,
the statute shall provide
against disposal or transfer of
the assets of the district ex-
cept for due compensation un-
less such assets are transferred
to another governmental -
cy, such as a county, embra-
cing such district and ‘2‘
such transferred assets in
a way as to benefit citizens
formerly within the district.

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment
be submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this State
at an election to be held on
the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in November,
1966, at which election all
ballots shall have printed
thereon the following:

Sec. 3. The Governor of the
State of Texas shall issue
necessary proclamation for
the election and this amend-
ment shall be published in the
manner and for the length o
time as required by the Con-
stitution and laws of this
State.

Bagworm damage to evergreens
such as arbovitae, cedar and other
evergreen species is being found
now, says County Agent Ronald
Gooch  Evergreens should be
watched carefully at this time of
year, especially if old worm bags
are found on the tree Wingless
females crawl out die after laying
eggs inside the bag Ib this case,
each bag may contain bundreds of
eggs which batch into tiny larvae.

The pewly-batched larvas im-
mediately start to make bags by
chewing off small pieces of the
tree Young worms carry the bage
wherever they go. The larvae
can be killed with insecticides ap-
plied when the bagworms are still
small. Chemical cootrols are in-
effective when worms are full
grown, o —

Chemicals suggested as controls
include Sevin, Malatbion or Toxa-
phepe. The insecticide applica-
tions should be applied at 7 to 10
day intervals until the bagworms
are eliminated. Directions oo the
