December 1 This brought the 
total for the season to 51,000 com­
pared with 41,000 samples as of 
the same date a year ago. It was 
estimated that the 57 gins in this 
12 county area were well over 50 
percent completed. Last season 
nearly 200,000 samples were 
classed in this office.
