him. 

According to the papers we 
read, he's considering taking on 
Preston Smith for the gov-
ernor's chair or maybe even 
trying to retire U. S. Senator 
Ralph Yarborough. 

Seems that the boy just can't 
make up his mind. 

And we're about to get tired 
of his indecision and if he just 
keeps pushing, we could just 
as easily lire of him. 

His name evidently has some-
thing magnetic about it when it 
comes to pulling votes and he 
does have youth and good looks 
in his favor. And really we don't 
have anything against him, but 
at the same time, the afore-
mentioned advantages he has 
don't, by themselves, excite us 
much. 

Barnes seems too worried 
about what he should do next to 
help himself. He's leaving the 
impression that the people of 
Texas aren't what's important. 
He's more worried about mak-
ing the right step up the po-
litical ladder than he is in be-
ing of service to the people 
whose money he's now taking. 

Like everybody else, all pol-
iticians look after themselves 
first, we'd guess, but we just 
wish Barnes would be more 
subtle about what he's trying 
to do. 

As a politician, he'd best be 
more concerned, at least out-
wardly,- about what he can do 
for the people than what they 
can do for them. 

All this publicity about chas-
ing around hunting the easiest 
political race to get into next 
could possibly leave a bad taste 
in the mouths of other voters 
of this great state . . . . not 
just ours. 

Barnes hasn't asked us for 
any advice, needless to say, but 
when and if he does, we'll tell 
him he'd better be content to 
be lieutenant governor for 
another term or he's apt to find 
himself among the ranks of the 
politically unemployed.

AUSTIN -- Colonel Wilson E. 
Speir, director of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety, said 
today that motor vehicle inspec-
tions in Texas are running al-
most 30 per cent behind the in-
spection rate at this time last 
year. 

"Unless the inspection rate 
increases, there are going to he 
some awfully long lines at in-
spection stations prior to the 
April 15 deadline," Speir said. 

During the year which ended 
August 31, some 6.3 million ve-
hicles were inspected in Texas. 
Since September 1, only 538,-
000 have received the required 
inspection. 

The State Motor Vehicle In-
spection Act was amended by 
the Legislature to provide that 

inspection stickers issued after 
September 1 will expire 12 
months from the date of issue, 
However, the law requires that 
all motor vehicles display a new 
sticker before April 15, 1970. 

Speir noted that the new stick-
ers are being placed on the 
driver's side of the windshield 
and contain a number tab show-
ing the month of expiration. 
The old stickers are on the pas-
senger or right-hand side and 
have no number tab. 

"The inspection program is 
intended to discover vehicle de-
fects which may lead to an ac-
cident. We urge all Texans to 
have their vehicles inspected 
soon to make sure they are safe 
for winter driving," Speir said.

used. These two low-lift water 
sources offer economical ir-
rigation and contribute signific-
antly to cropproductionand wa-
ter conservation. More playa 
lake water should be used for 
irrigation. 

Of the major crops in Par-
mer County, 145,094 acres of 
grain sorghum, 48,000 acres 
of wheat, and 40,600 acres of 
grazing forage were irrigated 
during 1969. These acreages 
alone show the importance of 
Parmer County irrigation. 

Additional income from irri-
gating these and other crops 
contribute heavily to the county 
economy. Irrigation water con-
tributes heavily to the wealth 
of many people in the county, 
whether received directly by 
farmers or indirectly through

SURVEY NOW AVAILABLE 

Facts and figures that de-
scribe irrigation in Parmer and 
41 other High Plains counties 
are now available from the 
County Agricultural Agent's of-
fice. These irrigation facts are 
published each year by the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Serv-
ice in the High Plains Irriga-
tion Survey. 

Although special emphasis is 
placed on 1969 irrigation, long 
term trends for major crops, 
number of wells, pumping ca-
pacities, and irrigated acreage 
are also included in the sur-
vey. This information is com-
bined to show changes that have 
taken place in High Plains Ir-
rigation over the years. 

In Parmer County, approxi-
mately 2,937 wells pumped wa-
ter to 310,647 acres of thirsty 
crops during 1969. In addition

The Bovina Mustangs closed 
the 1969 season on a sour note 
Friday night at Vega. The Long-
horns, scoring with only 1:28 
remaining in the game, came out 
on top of a 20-19 count. 

The loss left the Mustangs 
0-5 in district competition and 
4-6 for the season. 

Vega's winning drive, which 
was time-consuming as well as 
killing to the Mustangs victory 
chance, covered 75 yards, The 
drive started on the Vega 25-
yard line after the Mustangs 
lost the ball on downs at that 
point.
