We've been listening closely 
and said buddy hadn't said any-
thing about loaning us another, 
more stylish piece of neck wear 
and so it was in a weak mo-
ment, probably, that we wander-
ed in Bovina Dry Goods for what 
we hoped would be a friendly 
visit with the proprietor, Ed 
Isaac. 

Ed was friendly enough all 
right, and we suspected we were 
trapped when we noticed an im-
pressive new display of name 
brand ties prominently display-
ed near the front door. 

The "visit" hadn't pro-
' gressed far when Ed confided, 

"You need a couple of these 
new style ties. The last time I 
saw you with a tie you had one 
of those old narrow ones that 
looked like . 	. not too good." 

There was no way to tell if 
Ed was aware that our tie sales 
resistance was low, but he se-
lected a couple from the display 
which he assured us were "just 
right" for us. We noticed they 
were sur-nuf wide enough to be 
called stylish even by today's 
fashions and Ed was getting 
real close to making a sale. 

When he reluctantly volun-
teered to "charge 'em," he had 
a deal made and we were the 
proud owner of two new wide 
ties.

The comfort was great, but the 
style was lacking. 

Bright and early Monday 
morning, we took our complaint 
to our buddy, Ed. He was 
loquacious, we thought, about 
our lack of knowledge of tying 
nice new modern ties and he 
offered explanations that we ne-
ver did understand about how 
such ties should be tied. We 
kept interrupting him and ask-
ing how about bringing them 
back for a cash refund.
