Medicare Montldy 
Cost Raised 30c

The premium for medical Insure 
aooe under Medicare will be in­
creased by 30^ a month beginning 
July 1,1971, according to Travis 
C Brigge, soeial security district 
manager.

The law requires that tb it part 
of Medicare be kept on a. **pay-as- 
vou-go” basis and inoreaeed use of 
medical services as well as higher 
eoete made a premium increaee 
neceseary. The additional 30^ 
paid by the beneficiary will also 
be matched by the Government as 
Is the balance of the premium. 
This means that the medical insur­
ance will continue to be worth 
twice the amount you pay.

For most beneficiaries tbs 
monthly premium^will be $5 60 
and if they are receiving a eoeial 
security obeok, ft will be automati- 
oally dednoted from the cheek 
Those people who are not reoeiv 
ing a monthly obeok will be billed 
for the additional premium amount 
oftbeir regular quarterly billing 
schedule.
