Senate Bill 27'* amending aeotion 

2 09 of tba Texas Education Code, 
was signed into law by Governor 
Preeton Smith oo April 26. This 
law is now in effect and requires 
that all cbiidreo entering Texas 
elementary or secondary schools or 
inst'tutions of higher eduoatton 
must have been immunised against 
six diseases: diphtheria, tetanus, 
poliomyelitis, measles,rubella, and 
smallpox The law states that
* the State Department of Health 
shall provide the required immuni* 
satioDs to childreu io areas where 
00 local provision exists to provide 
these services " 0

Senate Bill 971, an amendment 
to Senate Bill 27, has bscome law 
It enablee the State Board of 
Health to modify or delete any of 
the six required immunisations, 
and allows the provisional admit* 
taoce of students if the required 
immunisations have been begun 
and are continued to be received
* as rapidly as is medically feasi­
ble,** and requires the State De­
partment of Liealth to promulgate 
rules and regulattons relating to 
the provisional admission of per­
sons to an elementary or second­
ary eefaool or ioetitntioo of higher

education.*’
All students will be allowed to 

enter their respective eebool sys­
tems during the Summer and Fall 
1971 terms, with the provision 
that their immunisations agaioat 
at least one of the aforementianad 
diseases will have been started by 
January 1,1972, and all completed 
as soon as medioally feasible.
