For savings on energy, set the thermostat on the
temperature setting that provides adequate com-
fort (the President suggests 68°). Don't contin-
ually switch it up and down. Remember, the lower
you set the thermostat in the winter the more
money you save on energy.

A routine service inspection by a qualified service
man is advisable prior to the heating season. Fol-
low the manufacturers recommendations on this.
