THE MANUFACTURE OF GLASS.
Kno-srn as TEarly ns the Annals o f  tUe Teu­

ton ic  R a w : in te n d .
Our forefathers were acquainted 

with glass at the date of their arrival 
in Britain. Many examples of ex- 
tfemest beauty have been found in 
Norway and Denmark, the finest of 
which, however, bear Greek or Ro­
man inscriptions, showing that they 
were plundered—for it is unlikely 
that traders would carry such fragile 
goods so far. It must be suspected 
that all the very grand specimens . 
dug up in Scandinavia are foreign, j 
though many of them have no classic 
character. Such are not found in 
Britain, nor in north Germany, which 
is further evidence. But besides these 
we find several classes of cup, not 
only distinct from classic models, 
but strangely identical among them­
selves, whether unearthed in Eng­
land, Germany, Prance or Scandina­
via.

These represent the native style, 
and the identity is very interesting. 
Some of their peculiarities survive 
among us to this day. As our jug 
is represented in very early MS. ex­
actly the same in shape as that fa­
miliar to ourselves, so we 
ous forms of the itunblcr—both uu- 

iown to Greeks and Romans.
This characteristic ornament a as 

discovered -only once, wo Lo­
ve, in »Scandinavia. But tho re­

verse form—with indentations to hold 
tho finger and thumb—is common to 
all. So is the funnel shaped cup, 
which could not be made to stand up ­
right under any conditions. So is 
the cup fluted below, bound with 
lines about the brim.

Pleasing enough arc many of the 
forms—some look quite modern, oven 
to the stylo of decoration. They have 
been found in tombs which showed 
no trace of iron among the remains 
discovered there. It is. in fact, cer­
tain that the manufacture of glass 
was known as early as the memorials 
of tho Teutonic race extend.—Lon­
don Pottery Gazette.

Ceim'iU.
It is not commonly known that the 

difference between tho two well 
known varieties of cement, tho Re­
send ale an<l the Portland, lies in tho 
fact that the first named is a natural 
product and the latter an artificial. 
The former is made by burning a 
shaiy limestone in kilns and grinding 
the clinker produced with burr stones 
to a very fine powder, which, when 
mixed with water, soon sets and 
forms an artificial stone nearly as 
hard as the original rock. Portland 
cement, on the other hand, is made by 
combining chalk or some other form 
of limestone free from magnesia with 
silicious clay, these materials being 
intimately mixed and made into 
bricks, which are burned in kilns with 
coke fuels at a very intense heat. 
The resulting clinker is ground in 
the same manner as natural cement 
and is much stronger and sets quick­
er than the other.—New York S

Never in the history of the sheep 
business has there been anything 
like a regular traffic in live sheep 
between America and Europe. 
Once in a while a shipment of fancy 
sheep would be made, but more as 
an experiment to ii!l some special 
order than because there was a 
marketable demand fc? them. The 
thousands of fn zen carcass- ’ from 
New Zealand and Australia that are 
dumped on the English markets 
serve to keep them well supplied 
but there is an acknowledged- in­
feriority in these sheep that does 
nM compare with the high bred 
Southdown and their near rela­
tive, the Shropshires, which are 
raised with such success in the 
United States and England. Brit­
ishers, have a notable pencil nt 
for good beef or mutton, and this 
want cannot be supplied by an 
article of inferior quality. For 
the past year supplies of rmoJ 
sheep in England nave been on the 
wane, so much so, in fact, that the 
decrease is figured at about a ¿mil­
lion and a half. This shortage 
was occasioned largely by a scarci­
ty of feed during the past twejvo 
mouths. That this country vyill 
profit by this deficit is quite cer- 
tai'i. Since the opening of the year 
there has sprung up quite a de­
mand for prime export sheep anffi 
within the past month; several 
thousand head have been scnF 
across the water. These have 
all been thoroughly finished-fed 
Western wethers from 140 to 164> 
lbs. and have ranged in price from.

‘ Railroading is not what it used to 
1>e,” sáid the veteran knight of the 
rail, Thomas Lincoln, as he leaned 
back in his chair and became remi­
niscent. ‘ 'Just after the war I was 
running on a freight in Mississippi. 
W e had a crew of 10—an engineer, 
fireman, wood passer (for we burned 
wood), a conductor, four brakeman 
nrid two guards. The conductor got 
id50 p>er month, the engineer $110 
and the rest of the men $00 per 
month each. Wo made a round trip 
a week between Jackson and New 
Orleans.

* ‘Cotton was about the only freight, 
and we hauled that loaded on fiat 
cars. We took the guards along, as 
the natives were iu the habit of lying 
in the brush beside the road, throw­
ing out a grappling hook, which 
made itself fast tc a bale of the cot­
ton as wo passed by, and yanking 
that same halo into the wilderness. 
The cotton was then loaded on a wag­
on. driven to the nearest station and 
sold, to he again harpooned end re­
sold. Some of the natives drove a 
prosperous business in this sort of 
1 bing.

“ One night about 9 o'clock we 
stopped for water at a sort of out of 
the way placo, and as wo had to wait 
for some time to let another train 
pass we all wont to the engine except 
the guards, who remained iu the 
rear. The gentlemen of the har­
pooning industry watched this chance 
to come to the center of the train 
and carry off a few bales of cotton. 
We discovered the- theft before we 
were ready to start arid made up 
our mbu!s to hunt up the missing 
cotton. The whole crew started out 
armed with revolvers. We easily 
found the track of the wagon but a 
i'evv rods from the railway and suc­
ceeded by the aid of a lantern in fol­
lowing it through the woods toa hut 
it, half mile or so away. There was 
the wagon standing under a tree, 
but the m ales were unhitched, and 
the cotton had disappeared.

“ We walked up noiselessly to the 
cabin and stepped m with drawn re­
volvers. There.were two men play­
ing seven up with a pack of greasy 
cards. They «.lid not seem alarawd, 
bub a little argument from behind 
the.-guns persuaded them to hitch the 
mules to the wagon, and we found 
th« stolon bales under a pile of straw. 
The batee wore loaded on the wagon 
and hauled Ua©U- py the very men 
and mules that had caroled them off 
a, couple of hours before, and we were 
troubled no more by that pair of 
robbers.1'—St. Louis Republic.

An ethnologist tells an interesting 
story as to how tobacco was first ob­
tained by man, according' to the tra­
ditions of the Menominee Indians;

Around the chamber were stacked 
great quantities of bags filled with 
curious dried leaves. From the leaves 
proceeded the delicious fragrance:

Once 
a year, the giant explained, all of the 
spirits came to the mountain for the 
purpose of smoking this exquisite 
weed. But it was not possible to give 
nay of it way,” said the ethnologist.
