AN ANCIENT TOKEN.

Captain Welsh c* Welsh ton has in 
his possession a great curiosity in the 
shape of a coin which is probably the 
most ancient in the world. I t is about 
11 inches in diam eter and is a mix­
ture of copper and gold.

The coin was found by a negro 
named Eichelbevger on Mr. B. 0. 
Bowman's place, near Welsliton. It 
was at the bottom of a muck bed 
seven feet below the surface, in what 
was once the channel of a stream, 
but is now covered with heavy forest 
timber.

On one side of the coin is a repre­
sentation of a man attacking anoth­
er. Captain Welsh thinks it repre­
sents the m urder of Abel. On the 
same side is a:i inscription, which, 
though subm itted to a num ber of 
scholars, has not yet been deciphered, 
nor have the characters been recog­
nized as belonging to the alphabet of 
any language now known.

On the other side is a representa­
tion of a man, evidently a Caucasian. 
There is also an inscription on this 
side which no one has been able t > 
make out, though it lias been placed 
under the most powerful microscopes. 
The coin was evidently worn as an 
ornament, as shown by a hole 
punched near the edge.

Captain Welsh thinks tha t this coin 
was made by the same race th a t built 
so many of the mounds that still re­
main to perplex the archaeologist; 
that this race crossed over from Asia 
a t Behring straits and was afterw ard 
exterm inated by the Indians, who 
took the coin and wore it us an orna 
meat. —Florida Times-Union.

l i u l i p t s  t»i<j l i u c t c r i a .
It seems as though a bullet in its 

swift passage through the air is the 
last tiling tha t would gather bacteria 
to itself, and yet this is w hat Dr. 
Mesmer lias shown. He made Iris 
experiments bv shooting into tin 
boxes from a distant* of 1)00 or 1,009 
feet, the boxes containing a gelatin 
medium that is used for the growing 
and development of microbes. When 
noninfee ted and ordinary bullets 
were used, the gelatin developed 
such germ life as the air contains. 
He made trials with bullets that had 
been infected with germ s of a partic­
ular kind. The tracks of the bullets 
t hrough the gelatin were scrutinized 
with the result th a t iu each case 
germ growth took place correspond­
ing w ith the particular microbes with 
which the bullets had been infected.

In one series of experiments the 
bullets were made to pass through 
infected flannels before penetrating 
the gelatin, the bullets being of the 
ordinary kind. In this case the mi- 
erobic grow ths appeared in the gela­
tin. showing tha t the flannel bad 
yielded up its microbes to the bullets 
as they traversed it. These facts 
show that the bullet is a germ carrier 
of a very decided kind, and tha t if 
clothing be penetrated by a bullet 
prior to its entrance into the tissues 
the missile will lie liable to carry 
into the wound it makes the bacteria 
resident on the clothes. Brooklyn 
Citizen.

The rattlesnake has a pilot. The 

purpose of this pilot has never been 
satisfactorily explained, but it un­
doubtedly serves to protect him in 
some way. It is well known th a t the 
rattlesnake is a  sluggish reptile, slow 
of movement and shortsighted. He 
can strike only to the distance of his 
own length and is not of the con­
strictor family. fighting entirely with 
his fangs. He is not therefore a dan 
gorous adversary and can be easily 
whipped by a blacksnake or any of 
the constrictor species. Even a dog 
can obtain the m astery over a ra ttle ­
snake without much danger of being 
injured.

The pilot appears like a rattlesnake, 
except th a t he has no rattles and is 
somewhat darker in color, lie  is also 
of much quicker movement, and when 
other reptiles or animals th a t would 
prove dangerous to the ra ttle r ap­
pear the pilot, which is not so near­
sighted as the rattlesnake, conducts 
tho la tte r to a place of safety. Sin­
gularly, the pilot snake has received 
but scant attention except among tho 
native people of the sections where 
he is found, and but little is known 
about him. The only species of ra t­
tlesnake having the pilot for a guide 
is th a t found in the mountains. Tho 
prairie ra ttle r lias to look out for 
him self.”—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

Free wool has become an 
acknowledged and well understood 
part of the Democratic scheme of 
tariff reform.

I  do 
not believe that  the duty on wool 
has in any year been of substantial 
advantage to the American wool- 
grower; but I hesitate not to say 
tnafc even if by protecting wool vie 
could raise its price, we have no 
right to raise it at the expense of 
the 70,000,000 of wearers of 
woolen goods in this country. 
[Applause on the Democrat ie sidt ] 

In 1857 the duty was altogether 
removed from cheaper wool and 
greatly reduced on higher grades, 
producing almost immediately 
such a revival and prosperity in 
manufacturing that  the price of 
domestic wool went up higher than 
it had been for years. I have no 
doubt that my colleague from 
Michigan [Mr. Burrow;-], with his 
usual eloquence of lamentation, 
will tell us to-morrow all about 
the destruction that is to fall on 
the farmer if we put wool on the 
free list. Mr. Chairman, any one 
who follows the history of wool- 
grovving in this country will find 
that, like the empire, it has steadi­
ly moved westward. There are

er in Texas by eight or nine dol­
lars a month.

Mr. Chairman,
9trongly on this woolen tariff. I 
think I ought to add that the 
manufacturer is not altogether to 
blame for his inability to produce 
the goods consumed by our people 
at anything near the rates at which 
like goods can be had by the peo­
ple of England and other countries, 
except as he has himself contribut­
ed to that  inability by combining 
with those who demanded these 
duties on wool. He hash ten ex­
cluded by our tariff from twro-thirds 
of the wools of the world,and while 
every other branch of American 
industry has advanced with resist­
less step, the woolen industry, 
coddled and protected and made 
the pet of tariff legislation, has 
lagged in*the rear.

The imperial’march of invention 
which has carried almost every 
other American industry beyond 
the reach of hurtful competition,has 
failed with this. Sir, I have no 
doubt, speaking in the light of ex­
perience, that with wool on the 
free list and moderate duties on 
finished products, we shall have 
such a growth of manufacturing 
in this country as will steady and 
improve the market for American 
wool, and greatly cheapen the cost 
of woolen goods to the American 
people.

“ What, in your judgement,  will 
be the effect of placing wool on the 
free fist?”

“ I t  will reduce the price of all 
fine wools fully one-third. Last 
month I bought Montana wool at 
10 1-2 cents. At that  price it cost 
me about 42 cents ready for the 
cards. To-day the Australian 
scoured and processed wool is a 
third cheaper than the “ Montana 
brand.”

“ Then, why don’t you advocate 
the cheaper wool?”

“ The threat of the free list has 
depreciated the value of the wool 
clip for 1893 $36 000,000. That  
means that the wool producers 
have $36,000,000 less with which 
to buv my goods than they would 
have had but for the depression 
caused by/ the unceartainty of 
business. I don’t want free raw 
material and no marko*; I prefer 
to pay a higher price for my mate­
rial and to have a market for my 
products.”

So it appears that  the very 
shadow of free trade has taken 
$36,000,030 out of the pockets of 
the American sheepmen. Who 
has been hern fifed by this t remen­
dous loss? Not a soul under heaven. 
The value was simply destroyed, 
as though consumed by fire or 
sunk in the sea! And the larger 
manufacturers of woolen goods 
protest against free wool as a 
damage to their trade that more 
than offsets the benefits? It  was 
supposed hitherto that free wool

The fear of 
free wool has cost the flockmasters 
of this country $100,000,000. Sheep 
have been slaughtered by the 
millions, and the value in all 
classes of sheep have dropped one 
half. With sufficient protection 
we can increase our flocks to 100,- 
000,000, giving employment  to 2,- 
000,000 more men, increase the 
value of our farms $50,000,000,and 
give a home market for $150,000,- 
000 in hay and grain, thereby rais­
ing the price of these products.—

A  S r in g  o f  C o n u n d ru m s .

Senate Tu t • iff, Ii ill.

Washington, March 5 —The 
senate finance committee made no 
report of the tariff-hill to-day, as 
had been promised and generally 
expected. I t  is said that the reas >n 
for this was because changes are! 
being forced on the bill all the! 
time and 4t was found impassible 
to wind up the business. It is 
not known when the committee 
will report, though there are hope­
ful democrats.who say it may come 
in tomorrow.

The true reason why the report 
was not made is this: Tne com*
mittee having it in charge has been 
informed and believes that the re­
publicans have concluded to vote 
against every amendment  offered 
i>y any democrat in the senate. 
Those senators who said two days 
ago that the democratic opposition 
to the bill would be able without 
the republicans to pul ail sorts o( 
protective duties in the bill in the 
senate and that afterward the con­
ference committee would take off 
ihese duties and put the hill a» 
a non-protective bill straight
through, these democratic protec­
tionists have suddenly become 
alarmed. For if a bill, cleaned oi 
protective features, were put be­
fore the senate there is no doubt 
that, the Louisiana, Maryland, Al­
abama, New York and Mew Jersey 
senators and Brice of Ohio would 
most certainly offer amendments 
to it in the nature of protective 
duties for coal, sugar, iron ore and 
other articles. If  the republicans’ 
campaign on the bill were carried 
out these amendments would be 
voted down, and some of these 
democrats would then have som 
ground, which they are eagerly 
seeking, to vote against the bill on 
its final passage.

I t  will require hut a very few 
votes against the bill from Jbe 
democratic side to defeat it. The 
populists cannot ba depended upon 
They profess to he anxious to 
reform the tariff’, but each is seek­
ing some excuse to defeat the bill, 
as it will contribute to the growth 
of their party if the democrats do 
not pass a tariff bill. Senator 
Peffer does not want the sugar 
bounty law repealed because of the 
sorghum industry in Kansas, and 
Senator Allen does not want it re 
pealed because of the beet indus 
try in Nebraska. So these two- 
can be counted against the bill.

The understanding, therefore, 
to-day is that the finance commit­
tee has concluded to again consider 
the propositions to put a tariff on 
sugar, iron ores, coal and lead,and 
It looks now as if such a tariff will 
have to be laid on them to secure 
the votes of these protection demo 
crate. In other words, to save the 
bill the eonstituences of several 
senators will have to be given 
taxes gathered from the people. 
The dissatisfaction and anger by 
sure-enough democrats over this 
status of affairs is great and deep.
