A fuction Sand Dredge.

A notable work in its line is de-
scribed in The Engineering News—
namely, a sucticn q.a'ld urodge with
a capacity of 4,000 tons per hour,
built by the Jav 1 Construction and
Armament company of Barrow-in-
Furness /]anﬂland for operations oxn
the Mersey bar. The sand pumping
machinery consists of {wo centrifu-
g*a];p'umpb with 36 inch suetion and
delivery pipes. These puinps are on
gach side of a well and draw from a
