Novelist Howells Says They Harely Tell a 
Good Story.

In “ Tribulations of a Cheerful 
Giver,” in Century, W. D. Howells 
gives the following experiences with 
the hogging fraternity:

I must say that his statement of 
his own case is usually incoherent 
and sometimes seems even a littlo 
fabulous. The poor fellows have 
very little imagination or invention. 
They might almost as well be real­
istic novelists. I find that those who 
strike me for a night’s lodging when 
they stop me in the street at night 
come, as a rule, from Pittsburg and 
are iron workers of some sort. The 
last one said he was a puddler, “ a 
skilled mechanic,”  ho explained, 
“ what is called a skilled mechanic,”  
and of course he was only watching 
for some chance to get back to Pitts­
burg, though there was no chance of 
work, from what he told me, after 
he got hero. On the other hand, I 
find that most of those who ask by 
day for money to get a dinner are 
from Philadelphia or the rural parts 
of eastern Pennsylvania, though 
within six months I have extended 
hospitality—I think that is the right 
phrase—to two architectural drafts­
men from Boston. They were both 
entirely decent looking, sober look- 

j ing young men who spoke like men 
of education, and they each grate­
fully accepted a quarter from me. I 
do not attempt to account for them, 
for they made no attempt to account 
for themselves, and I think the effect 
was more artistic so.

I am rarely approached by any 
professed New Yorker, which is per­
haps a proof of the superior industry 
or prosperity of our city, but now 
and then a fellow citizen who has 
fallen out asks me for money in the 
street and perhaps goes straight and 
spends it for drink. Drink, how­
ever, is as necessary in some forms 
as food itself, and a rich, generous 
port wine is often prescribed for in­
valids. These men, without excep­
tion, look like invalids, and I have 
no doubt that they would prefer to 
buy a rich, generous port wine if I 
gavo them money enough. I never 
do that, though I have a means of 
making my alms seem greater, to 
myself at least, by practicing a little 
cordiality with the poor fellows. I 
do not give grudgingly or silently, 
but I say, if I give at all, when they 
ask me, “ Why, of course,” or, “ Yes, 
certainly,”  and sometimos I invite 
them to use their feeble powers of

A Novel Tse For tlio Sand Blast.
The sand blast is now regularly 

used by a London firm in engraving 
lithographic stones. The whole sur­
face of the stono is first impregnated 
with grease, so that if inked it will 
print a uniform black. The sand 
blast is then allowed to play on the 
surface under most careful control. 
Its action is to remove entirely the 
grease from all portions that are not 
to print—that is to say, intended to 
show white, to granulate or more or 
less destroy it upon those parts 
which are to give different tones or 
shading and to leave it intact upon 
those that are to print black. All 
that remains of the original greased 
surface alone prints, the stones be­
ing wet, as usual, prior to inking for 
every impression.

Sheriff McConnell, and depu­
tes Fulcher and Birtrong arrested 
Ransy and Tom Holland, in 
Sonora Wednesday on a charge of 
robbing a store at Valentine, Tex­
as, on August 16ih. The follow­
ing taken from the Marfa^’ttmv 
Era of August 17th gives the par­
ticulars of the robbery with which 
they are charged. .

Last night a few minutes after 
10 o’clock two masked men walk 
ed into the store of W. Keesey, at 
Valentine, and held up J.J.Edgar, 
who was in charge, and a man by 
the name of Marlin, who was sit­
ting in the store with him. Mr. 
Edgar was just about to close the 
store for the night, when the men 
walked in and threw six-shooters 
in the faces of him and his com­
panion, and ordered them to hold 
up their hands, which they did 
with no unnecessary delay. One 
oi the “robbei-3 then proceeded to 
shut and lock the front door and 
then they asked who was in the 
hack room. They were informed 
that two men were in there asleep. 
Edgar was then forced to open the 
safe and pull out ail the money— 
something over 8400—in a bag. 
He was aiso requested to throw in 
some jewelry out of the show case 
and what valuables he had about 
him. Mr. Martin was also asked 
to give up what email change he 
had about his person. In the back 
loom.of the store ITolly Hester, a 
young man clerking in the store, 
was in bed, but not asleep, and 
inspector E. E. Townsend, of the 
customs service, was laying on 
the floor asleep, bis Winchester 
and cartridges beside him. Hester 
beard the command to hold up 
their hands, and got out the back 
way, scaled the adobe wail and 
gave the alarm, but failed to 
awaken Townsend before leaving. 
The robbers got the boodle, came 
to the back room, aroused Town­
send and robbed him of his arms 
and valuables. They then made 
their way out th6 back door and 
to their horses, hitched some 
place back of the store.

John 
Humphris and Deputy U. S. Mar­
shal Cline came on to Maria on 
the train, and left at once for Foil 
Davis. Sheriff Chadborn and 
posse are in the mountains to-day, 
and it U hoped that- the robbers 
will be captured. The trail start­
ed north from where the horses 
were, but it is thought that is an 
indication that they went the other 
way.

CATCHING COD.

Life 13  No Joke to Men W ho W ork on 
Fishing Smacks.

Cod fishing nowadays means work 
night and day while on tho trip, 
very little time being given to sleep.

The most common way of catching 
cod now employed is by trawls, 
which have taken the place of hand 
lines. A trawl is made of three lines 
of about 50 fathoms each, or about 
1,000 feet in total length. On these 
long lines at regular intervals are 
fastened short pieces of line about 
two feet in length, to which are at­
tached tho hooks. On an ordinary 
trawl there are from 400 to 500 
hooks.

An ordinary fishing smack carries 
about 15 trawls. When the fishing 
ground is reached, the crow is sent 
out in the dories at an early hour, 
and the trawls, after being baited, 
are sot and moored with buoys, on 
which are placed flags, so that they 
may ho readily found. By the time 
the last trawls are set the first are 
ready to ho pulled in. Then tho 
boats go hack, and tho crew com­
mences to haul in tho half mile of 
line.

As the first trawl is hauled in it is 
carefully coiled in a tub so that tho 
hooks will not become tangled up 
and prevent it from running out 
smoothly, and the fish are unhooked 
and thrown into tho boat. Some­
times a trawl will ho hauled, and 
only four or five fish will ho caught, 
and at other times 100 or 200 will be 
taken from a single trawl.

The trawls are then set again, and 
tho fish already caught are taken to 
the smack and thrown into the well. 
A second hauling, and then it is time 
to go to the smack for supper. After 
supper the crew set to work repair­
ing trawls, replacing hooks that have 
been lost and then baiting them for 
tho morrow’s fishing. Baiting 7,500 
hooks before going to bed is no small 
matter, and when tho job is finished 
the crew are ready to turn in, to he 
called out at 3 a. m. to begin their 
day’s work again.

Tho spare time of tho crow is taken 
up in opening clams to ho used in 
baiting the hooks. Whilo tho boats 
are off with the trawls the cook is 
left in charge of the smack, and lie 
fishes with a hand lino from tho 
deck. What fish ho catches in this 
manner he gets paid for by tho piece. 
Sometimes tho boats will be away 
from tho smack nearly all night. 
Trawls get tangled, and lots of ox- 
tra work is necessary. This routine 
is gono through daily until enough 
fish have been caught to pay for 
coming to market.

Tho smacksmen aro seldom trou­
bled Twice with xho same guest, as a 
visitor usually gets satisfied after 
helping to haul two or three trawls. 
Smacksmen are well paid in com­
parison with other classes of sailors, 
but they earn ail they receive.— 
New London Day.

“ M elancholy” M cCullom ’s Oratory.

The 
hot sun accomplishes the drying in 
a short while, and then the prunes 
are carefully packed for traveling 
and are transported from the fields 
to bo relished in all parts of tho 
world. From recent statistics it ap­
pears that California produces at 
least 20,000,000 pounds of raisins an­
nually. There are more than 200,- 
000 acres in California under vines, 
and those yield 15,000,000 gallons of 
wine.—-Philadelphia Press.
