How te Malke a Iiirrsr,

A simplified process for slivering
glass is described by MM. Augusto
and Louis Lumiere in Lo Journal
do Physique. Take 100 parts by vol-
umo of a 10 por cont solution of ni-
trato of silver, and add, drop by
drop, a quantity of ammonia, just
sufficient to dissolve the precipitato
formed, avoiding any cxcess of am-
monia. Make up the volumoe of the
solution to ten times the amount by
adding distilled water. The reducing
solutan used is the formaldehyde of
'The 40 per comnt solution
is diluted to a 1 per cent solution.
The glass to bo silvered is polished
with chamols lesther, and tho bath
18 mads up immediatoly before uso
by mixing two pars hy volume of
tho silver solution with one of for-
maldehyde. The solution must be
paured right ever the surface with-
o t stopping. ‘Afteraboutflve or ten
n inutes, at 2 temperature between
1% degrees and 19 degrees C., all tho
silvor in the solution is deposited on
the glass in a bright layer, which is
‘then washed in running water. It is
then varnished if the glass side is to
be uzed, or polished if tho free sur-
face is requirad for reflection.

aclr, and as the ‘‘retrenchment and
reform’” Leg's ature which met
last Jonuary saw fit tc cut down
the clerical force of the Treasury
Department it is impossible to ac-
knowledge all of these let ers in a
day. As a conscquence the de
partment is now receiving a larg~
number of letters daily asking why
receipts have net been sent for the
remittances made, many of the
letter writers being afraid that
their remittances have miscarried
and that their lands will forfeited.
To save these pecple worry we
are authorized to state that the
receipis are being made out as fast
as possible and fcrwarded to the
proper parties, and within forty
days it is hoped that this work
will be completed.

Another thing that causes delay
is that a good many of these mak-
ing remittances send them to the
Land Officeinstead of the treasury
department. The Land Commis-
sioner must then forward these
remittances to the Treasurer and
write a letter with each. This
entails extra unnecessary work on
both the Land Office and Treasury
Department,thus necessarily caus-
ing delay.
