just closing receipts of sheep at 
all markets have been the largest 
of the the season, and with only 
a limited demand prevailing,prices 
h^ve broken badly since one week 
ago. At the close to-day the 
market indicates a decline of 
strong 40c., since one week ago, 
with a rather gloomy outlook sur­
rounding the future.

DISCIPLINE IN THE NICK OF TIME.

A  W a r  Story W ith  a M oral For the S©s- 
eoth New  York Heavy Artillery.

It was tbo major’s turn to “ make 
S'talk. ”  lie hit at the end of bis 
mustache for a few minutes while 
the assembled company impatiently 
murmured. “ Come, major,”  cried 
one of the younger officers. “ Some­
thing about, the war that came under 
your own experience.”

AN ESSAY? ON “ STOVEPIPES.”

A  Form  of H «bi1 :Covpringr W ith  Neither 
Excuse Nor Explanation.

The tall, cylindrical bat is perhaps 
the most hideous) the most, uncom­
fortable, the most inconvenient, the 
most perishable and, the most tena­
cious of all articles of headgear 
known to history.

Our male ancestors woro odd land 
unhandsome things—shoos whose 
prolonged tips were attached to the 
knees, ruff- about four feot in diam­
eter, tights of incredible tightness-, 
etc.—but these foolish fashions never 
lasted long. Men wearied of them 
or were laughed or preached out of 
them. But the tall hat sits a3 tight 
and eternally as Theseus on tho hu­
man skull. Like the corset on wom­
an, and far less excusably, it seems 
to be a permanent institution.
1 True, we are more emancipated 
than our sires, who played golf, and 
even cricket, in orthodox tall hats. 
Advanced thinkers wear deer stalk­
ing caps, round cloth caps, socialist 
cr Bible reader flat shaped soft black 
felt things, and the Tyrolean or 
Monte Carlo hat, which a lad}' de­
scribed as more brigand than social­
ist. In the country tall hats are little 
worn now, except by elderly physi­
cians and solicitors.

Thus there are seeming tokens oi 
the decline of the tall hat, but it 
holds its own firmly in London and 
Paris. An eminent statesman wears 
his mostly in his hand, to cool his 
intellectual brow; still ho wears it. 
Few persons who do not positively 
pose as “ enemies o f society”  or 
“ friends of the people”  (terms curi­
ously interchangeable) Lave the 
courage to wear any other headgear 
in town, even at Lord’s. Yet no mor­
tal has a good word for tho tall hat, 
exoept do< tors who carry stetho­
scopes in theirs.

Even in church tho tall hat is a 
nuisance, and gets bruised and dusty. 
In a drawing room it is a source of 
embarrassment or a refuge of shy­
ness. It  is hard to keep on tho head 
in a wind, and when it is blown off, 
it flies before tho gale like a ship at 
sea. Its one aesthetic merit, if it has 
one, glossiness, is out of place and 
fugitive.

Tall hats are so alike that they are 
often changed at clubs. So evanes­
cent are the glories of the topper 
that a self respecting person ought 
to have a now one every day. The 
wretched cylinder heats the brows 
and produces baldness. In brief, the 
tall hat has a thousand faults and 
not a single redeeming virtue. It  is 
a badge of class, but not a pictur­
esque badge, like the sword.

Our modern hats are fearfully and 
wonderfully made of fine tw ill mus­
lin or calico, stiffened with shellac. 
The black shiny outside cannot be 
made in England, and is procured 
from France. Tho processes of mak­
ing up require very skillful work­
manship. They are difficult, and we 
may wish, with Dr. Johnson, that 
they were impossible. But what 
would hatters do if  hats went out? 
The popular belief in thoir lunacy is 
not accounted for, and tho Folk­
lore society might examine the an­
tiquity and origin o f the supersti­
tion. Hats are among our articles oi 
export, and it is odd that nation« 
which do not even make them should 
wear them. However, we ought not 
to grumble at a singular and to us n 
profitable aberration. I f  the original 
hatter who invented tho tall hat was 
insane (as tradition indicates and 
reason suggests), his delirium has 
been catching. Few can throw tk 
first stone at the hatter, and, indeed, 
wo presume that he seldom wears 
his own hats.—London News.

WHY PEOPLE GO MAD.

Analysis oi tho Casu-8 of Nine Thousand 
Men and Women.

Rarely can one find a more de­
pressing story of human ills than 
that which is told in tho annual re­
port of the state commission in lu­
nacy, given out by the state ¡winter 
in Albany.

In the table showing the causes 
which sent 10,208 people to tho coun­
try asylums during tho six years 
covered by the statistics may bo 
found some curious statements. 
Thus, in spite of tlio supposed dele­
terious influence of cigarette smok­
ing, but one man and one woman 
were driven insane by the habit, but 
excessive smoking of tobacco in oth­
er forms sent 19 men and 3 womoa 
to tho asylums. One woman becamo 
insane through the extraction of her 
teeth, and one girl lost her mind 
through fear of punishment. An in­
tern x̂ era to desire to acquire knowl­
edge forever stoj)ped the studies of 
20 men and 12 women. Overwork 
broke down tho minds of 252 men 
and 430 women. Intern prance in a l­
coholic drinks accomplished the un­
doing of 1,227 men jml 212 women. 
No other cause claimed so many vic­
tims among men. Besides these, 
there were some 200 who became in­
sane through drink complicated with 
some other cause, and it is a curious 
mot that one e f  mess was a man 
who drank ‘essence off peppermint. 
The opium habit claimed 17 men and 
22 women. Under the head cf 
“ moral causes”  are grouped such 
troubles as loss, of friends, religious 
and political excitements, disap- 
pointments, and so on. These causes 
crazed 902 men and 1,294 women.

It  seems rather strange, but one 
man becamo insano through “ m ili­
tary hardship. ”  The use of hair wash 
unseated ono woman’s reason. One 
man became insane becauso of the 
heat of tho furnaces undor the boilers 
ho was firing.

Tho table of causes compiled from 
the New York asylums goes into 
greater detail. It shows that 13 men, 
but not one woman, becamo insane 
through disaxjpointinent in love dur­
ing the six years. Ono man went in­
sano because his w ife eloped, but 
the women who lost thoir husbands 
in like fashion must have taken a 
more sensiblo view of tho matter, 
for not ono wrns sent to an asylum. 
More remarkable still is the fact 
that under tho head of “ domestic 
troubles” thcro wore registered 59 
men and not ono woman. Six men, 
but net ono woman, became insane 
through fright. So, too, hair dyes 
turned the brains as well as the hair 
of two men, but not one woman. 
Mesmerism also affected ono man, 
but no woman. Jealousy was the 
undoing of one man, but of no wom­
an.

On the other hand, overwork by 
itself destroyed the minds of 44 wo­
men, But of no man. Overwork and 
intemperance combined, however, 
landed 134 men, but not ono woman, 
in tho asylums. Intemxierance alono 
called for 976 men and 610 women 
—this out of a total of 9,146 men and 
women admitted to the asylums dur­
ing six years. Overstudy deranged 
the minds of 11 men and no woman. 
Koch’s jyrnph ruined 1 man, and 
1 man became insane from a “ dog 
bite.”  The effects of what is oalled 
the “ opium habit”  made 4 men 
insane in the six years. No cases of 
women are recorded under this bead, 
but under the title of “ morphine 
habit”  3 women and no man are 
mentioned.—American Medical Re­
view.

How to Treat Leaky Valves.
“ Practically speaking,”  says The 

Wheel, “ no valve indefinitely pre­
vents si? iroio escaping from a tim,. 
Given a good valve, in fact, given 
the best of valves, no tire can go 
without pumx>ing until it has be­
come deflated through tho accident 
of puncture or the oxiening of the 
valve itself. Should a perfectly 
sound tiro need rexiumifing once a 
week or oftener, it is time to give 
the valve an overhauling. The ma­
jority of slight hut vexatious leak­
ages aro duo to the valve and not to 
the tire. When you go into a valve 
investigation, remove tho dust cap 
and touch the end of the valve with 
saliva; watch then i f  a bubble forms. 
I f  this fails and the leak continues, 
take out the air tube, slightly in­
flate it and immerse the entire valve 
in water. Having made uj) your 
mind that the valve is to blame, 
first try tightening up the nuts and 
screws. I f  this fails, open tho valve 
and clean out carefully anj' grit that 
may possibly have found its way 
into the department of tho interior. 
I f  rubber is used there, renew it. 
Be careful in screwing up tho nuts 
not to apply too much forca, and 
where milled edges exist use only 
the fingers for tightening purposes.5 ’

It  Sits In  a Box, but It  Pays Its W ay  Like 
Plainer Folk.

There is, apparently, a poTjulqr be­
lief that members of the royal fam­
ily do not pay for their theater boxes. 
As a matter of fact the royal box is 
almost invariably paid for at tho 
same rate as it would be by any or­
dinary ¡fiajgoor.

It is harpy necessary to say that 
tho Prince of Wales, who is tho most 
ardent ¡oLiygoer of the royal fam­
ily, does not himself drive u[o to the 
box office, or even send his equerry 
or secretary to engage the royal box. 
Tho matte» is arranged as follows: 
Tho principal of ono of the Bond 
street “ libraries, ”  as the west end 
theater ti^rot offices are somewhat 
anomalously Known, is x>eriodically 
summoned to Marlborough House, 
and takes With him a list of all the 
ificces beinjg ¡ffayed. Tho xirince goes 
through tile list, and selects the the­
ater or theaters which he ¡iroposes 
to visit dujring the next few days, 
and nstrujctions aro given to tho 
“ library”  fo  engage the royal box 
for the Bigiits named at the theaters 
selected. Both the Prince of Wales 
and tho Duke of York—who, next to 
his father, is the most important 
royal x>atron of tho drama—are said 
to bo remarkably well informed on 
the merits of the different xfieces be­
fore thoy have seen them, and this 
is not due so much to reading xiress 
oifinions as to consulting friends and 
acquaintances who have seen the 
Xfiays.

Theater managers sometimes find 
themselves in a very difficult. ¡posi­
tion when they receive an intima­
tion that tlie royal box is required 
for a night for which it has already 
been engaged by a private individ­
ual. Cases Lave been known when it 
has been iaqiossible to refuse tho 
box to royalties, and therefore it has 
been necessary to let it twice over. 
When the first purchaser has arrived 
he has been asked to aoeexit anot.hei 
box in exchange, and sometimes he 
has not shown that spirit of loyalty 
which is supposed to be characteris­
tic of all Englishmen.

There are certain rules of etiquette 
usually observed in the principal 
west end theaters when members of 
the royal family attend. When the 
box has been secured through one of 
the “ library”  ticket offices, the man­
ager Of tbA joffice'atter4s hnusplf tn 
escort tho royal visitors from their 
carriage to tho box, in place of the 
usual theater attendant, and, the 
business ma nager of the theater re­
ceives them at tho door as the rep 
resentative pf the management. In 

1 theaters of modern construction 
there is a handsomely furnished ro 

l tiring room attached to the royal 
| box, in which it is usual to xfiao 
' cigarettes nfid coffee. When a prin- 
oess forms ono of tho party, a bou- 

' quet is usually x>ut on a chair in tho 
retiring rocni, which (tho bouquet,

| not tho cha ir) her royal highness 
I takes with her into the box. The I 

programmes placed in the royal box 
' on these occasions aro invariably 
printed on white satin.

| The Prince of Wales often sends 
for some member or members of the 
company, or tho manager, between 
tho acts, and converses with him 
in the royal retiring room. This is 
generally accepted as tho strongest 
evidence that his royal highness has 
enjoyed the piece. The prinoo has a 
great objection to any demonstration 
in tho theater when he enters oi 
loaves; consequently, excoxit on the 
occasion o f some great gala perform­
ance, ho doejs not wish the orches­
tra to play “ God Bless the Prince of 
Wales,”  as is generally done on oth­
er public occasions when his royal 
highness enters. It may bo mention­
ed that tho Prince of Wales and the 
other members of the royal family 
are remarkably ¡mncfcual in the time 
of arriving at the theater, and it 
hardly ever happens that tho curtain 
has to be raised after the usual hour

They R eta ined  the Character c f  E n glish ­
m en In  the V irg in  Forests.

Virginia, tho oldest of the colonies, 
was least to bo distinguished by any 
private character of her own from 
tho rural communities of England 
herself. Her population had come to 
her almost without selection 
throughout every stage of quick 
change and troubled fortune that 
England had seen during the fateful 
days since James Stuart becamo 
king; and Englishmen in Virginia 
were in no Way radically distinguish­
able from Englishmen in England, 
exceiit that they wero provincials 
and frontiersmen. They had their 
own tasks and ways of life, indeed, 
living, as they did, within the old 
forests of a virgin continent, upon 
the confines of tho world. But their 
tastes and temperament, sifita of 
change and seclusion, the}7- had in 
common with Englishmen at homo. 
They gave leave to their oifinions, 
too, with a liko downright confi­
dence and hardihood of belief, never 
doubting they knew how practical 
affairs should go. They had even 
kojit the English character as they 
had received it against the touch of 
timo and social revolution, until 
Virginians seemed like elder Eng­
lishmen.

England changed, but Virginia did 
not. There landed estates spread 
themselves with an ample acreage 
along to tho margins of tho streams 
that everywhere threaded the virgin 
woodland, and the planter drew 
about him a body of dexiendents who 
knew no other master; to whom 
came, in their seclusion, none of that 
quick air of change that had so stir- 
rod in England throughout all her 
century of revolution Borne were 
his slaves, bound to him in ¡lerxietual 
subjection.

Others were his tenants and look­
ed upon him as a sort o f patron. In 
Maryland, where similar broad es­
tates lay upon every shore, tho law 
dubbed a great ¡iroperty here and 
there a “ manor,”  and suffered it to 
boast its separate court baron and 
private jurisdiction. Virginia gen­
tlemen enjoyed independence and 
authority without need of formal 
title.

There was but one center of social 
life in Virginia—at Williamsburg, 
the village cajfital, whore the gov­
ernor had his “ palace,”  whero stood 
tho Colonial college, where there 
wero taverns and tho town houses 
of sundry planters of tho vicinage, 
and where there was much gay com­
pany and not a little formal cere­
monial in tho season. For tho rest, 
the Old Dominion made shift to do 
without towns. There was no great 
mart to which all the trade of tho 
colony was drawn. Ships came and 
went ux̂ on each broad river as upon 
a highway, taking and discharging 
freight at the private wharfs of the 
several xfiantations, for ever planter 
was his own'merchant, shipping his 
tobacco to England and importing 
thenco in return Ins riTnTKnryYtuT 
tools, his household fittings, his 
knowledge of the London fashions 
and of the game of politics at Lome. 
His mechanics ho found among his 
own slaves and dependents. Their 
“ quarters”  and tho offices c f his 
simplo establishment showed almost 
liko a village of themselves whero 
they stood in irregular groups about 
his own square, broad gabled house, 
with its airy hail and homelike liv ­
ing rooms. He might have good 
plato upon his sideboard and on bis 
table, palatable old wine in his cel­
lar, and on tho walls about him por­
traits of tho stately men and dames 
from whom ho took his blood and 
breeding. But there was little luxury 
in his life. Plain comfort and a 
homely abundance sufficed him. He 
was a gentleman, owned all he saw 
around him, exercised authority and 
enjoyed consideration throughout 
the colony, but he was no induce. 
Ho lived always in tho stylo o f a 
Xuovincial and a gentleman com­
moner, as his neighbors and friends 
did.—New York Advertiser.
