Canton, Ohio, Sept. ; 4 —Just 
at 11 o’clock a train of eleven 
coaches steamed into U13 Canton 
station of ihe Cleveland Terminal 
and Valley railway. It wrought a 
delegation of 1000 residents of 
Cadiz and Harrison counties. The 
crowd is largely composed of 
farmers and wool growers, and 
represents one of the foremost 
wool growiug sections of the coun- 
try.

Gen. Hollingsworth ex-attorney 
general of Ohio, spoke at length 
on protection and the importance 
of Harrison county as a wool 
growing center. Goy. McKinley 
then responded as follows:

I Mr. Hollingsworth, ’adies and 
VgentErnen: 1 ccninj ta very spe­
cial honor to have ».sit irom
my fellow-citizens composed for 
the most part of the farmers of 
Harrison county. Your county 
has long been noted as one of the 
great agricultural sections of the 
state, especially devoted to that 
branch of agriculture known as 
sheep raising and wool growing. 
It Is not; so profitable, I believe 
now, as formerly.. ¿.(Laughter and 
applause and cries oh ‘‘No, No!”)
I guess not. The last three 
have been years of great trial, not 
only to the wool growers of your 
county but to the entire country. 
You have seen your flocks disap­
pear and your fleeces diminish in 
value to an extent that prior to 
1892 you would not hav8 believed 
possible. I remember in 1891 to 
have delivered an address in the 
city of Cadiz to the assembled 
farmers of Harrison county in 
which I undertook to predict what 
would happen if we should have 
free wool in the United States. 
There were a few men in that 
audience who believed my pre­
diction then. What do you think 
of it now farmers of Harrison 
county? (Cries of “ We think it 
all right.”) In 1892 you had ac­
cording to your banners displayed 
here to-day, 153,503 sheep of an 
average value of 85 per head. In 
1896 you have but 92,000 sheep 
worth about SI.50 per head. In 
1891 you received from 30 to 32 
cents per pound for your wool. In 
1896 for the same grade of wool, 
from 14 to 16 cents per pound. 
This enormous loss to the great 
industry is truly alarming, and 
calls for serious consideration and

be•errrpiutiipb * v'j' can
found. And H e 6»^^ emedy »76 
have in the United States is by 
the ballot and if it is protection 
you want, you know wnat party 
carries the banner of protection. 
(Applause. Prior to the enact­
ment of the Wilson tariff Jaw you 
had enjoyed almost without inter­
ruption from the beginning of the 
government a tariff on your pro­
duct to protect you from the com­
petition ofcheaper lands and the 
labor of other countries. By that 
act your products were made free 
and opened up to the unrestricted 
competition of all the wool of the 
world. What makes that act 
more indefensible is, first, that it 
was wholly unnecessary, and 
second, that it was singling out 
one of the greatest industries of 
the country for immediate sacrifice 
leaving other industries having no 
greater claim upon the considera­
tion of the government practically 
unharmed, (Cries of “ That’s 
right!”

No class of our citizens have 
suffered so much from that tariff 
Uw as the wool growers of the 
United States, and none were 
more deserving of generous treat­
ment than they

- '■ - f ^ ^ w u f e u r e  the recogni 
Eon to which you were justly ei - 
tilled, and your product was made 
the v ic t im  of free trade. (Cries oi 
“That’s right.” .

In all the years in which the 
republican party was in power 
you knew that it gave protection 
to wool, and in me act ui lbyj 
gave to that industry increased 
protection. That law, the law 
of 1890, gave to every agricultural 
product of this country every 
farmer’s product in this country 
the best protection ever hau 
before. Every protection that 
could be given to them against out­
side competition and to preserve 
the home market was always 
generally accorded by the repubii- 
can party. (Great applause anti 
eries of ‘-That’s right. ”)U cloth- 
ed with power in ail branches ol 
the government it will give to this 
oreat industry fair and just protec­
tion with all other industries oi 
the country, but my fellow-citi­
zens, what we want whether we 
produce wool or any other agri­
cultural product, what we want is 
to preserve the splendid home 
market to our American produc­
ers. (Great applause.) It is the 
best market in the world, ihere 
is no other market like it, and 
upon every principle of justice 
and fair play it belongs to us, and 
nobody else before us. (Applause 
and cries of ‘‘That’s right.” I he 
home market is better by opening 
our factories and giving employ­
ment to idle workingmen. Put 
every idle man in the country to 
work and our consumption will be 
increased, and when your con­
sumers are increased then youi 
market is ¡ m p - u  - -A  
ter the price you receive for 
your product. (Cries of ‘ Good, 
good.” You remember that in 
1892 it was repeatedly stated 
that free wool would increase 
the price of wool to the Ameri* 
can wool-grower. Now they tell 
you free silver is the panacea 
for your ills, and you have the 
game money in circulation now 
that you had four years ago, 
b>a,t the wool,; growers have 
not got as much of it as you had 
then. (Cries of “ That’s right.”) 
As free wool degraded your indus­
try, so free silver wiii  ̂ degrade 
your money. (Cries of “ Ihats  
right too.”) You have already 
been fleeced further by the loss of 
your flocks, and you dont propose 
to be fleeced further by loss on 
your money. We have opened up 
our mills to the wool of the world, 
and both the wool and the woolen 
mills have suffered. The Ameri­
can farmer has seen his wool dis­
placed by the foreign clip. The 
American manufacturer has seen 
his goods disappear from the 
American market to give place to 
the foreign market. The Ameri­
can farmer has thus lost directly 
in the price of his wool and al­
most as severely by the blow 
dealt to the home market for 
agricultural products, though  ̂ the 
diminished consumers resulting 
from idle mills. The American 
farmer will not tamely submit to  
this injustice and wrong. (A voice 
—We don’t intend to in Harrison 
county.) The American working­
man in the woollen mills will in­
dignantly repel that ^legislation 
whose effect is to degrade his 
labor. (Applause and cries of 
“ He will on the 3d of Novem­
ber.”)
