Some Statistic* on the Possibilities of Fig- 
nrl^.g In Accidents.

What a thing it is to know when 
you are going to be killed or injured 
in a railway accident, or run over 
by an omnibus, or knocked down 
by a scorcher, or to be hit on the 
head with a brick, or to meet with 
any other disagreeable experience! 
Any on8 can predict these things by 
merely consulting the government 
reports and making his own deduc­
tions.

The way to tell how and when yon 
are going to bo injured in a railway 
accident is to study the law of aver­
ages—a wonderfully true prophet, 
with mathematical principles much 
too advanced to be set down in de­
tail here.

Taking the average cumber of 
people killed in train accidents in 
Great Britain every year as 20 cui 
of 16,000,000 individual people who 
travel by train, the law says you 
must be killed after you have trav­
eled 1,500,000 miles, which may bo 
accomplished in from 25 to 30 years, 
provided you travel in more than 
three trains a day.

But if  you wish to be present at 
an accident without being killed, 
you would need to travel only 645,- 
000 miles, making at least two jour­
neys a day. Thus, an engine driver 
r, or guard ia bound to meet with an 
accident of seme kind after he hat» 
traveled (as he often has) from, say, 
London to Liverpool or Manchester 
and back, or to Exeter or Swansea 
and back, daily (excepting Sundays) 
for five years. Years ago the per­
centage of accidents was much 
greater, and a busy commercial trav­
eler eong:\lered himself very lucky 
i f  he escaped being present at an ac­
cident after three or four years* 
journeying.

Take cycling accidents. The stat­
istician of general accidents w ill 
tell you that out of a hundred cy­
clists you may count in the streets 
on a Saturday afternoon seven of 
them w ill collide with passing ob- 
jeots, three w ill meet with other 
more serious accidents, and one will 
be very seriously hurt. I f  you were 
to stop again to count 9,5GO cyclists, 
by the time the last man had passed 
you ono of the number would have 
been killed. In whatever part of 
the country you may be this rule 
as to the percentage of accidents 
w ill apply.

As with cycling, so with football. 
G ive the statistician the number of 
matches fixed and the number of 
players and one or two other details, 
end be w ill tell you, within half

a dozen cases, how many misnups 
w ill happen. Or ho w ill tell you 
that, working on the average that 

persons are run over and killed 
in the streets of London every 24 
hours, your turn must corns in 65 
years, provided you live in London 
all that time and spend at least an 
hour walking about the streets daily.

When any great building is about 
to be erected, the authorities are 
fu lly prepared for the number of 
lives that will be lost in its con­
struction. In the building o f the 
Forth bridge it was predicted that 
50 men would lose their lives during 
the six years it would take to build 
The actual number wa3 50, but it 
was a couple of months more than 
wras ajitieipated before the bridge 
was finished, so that the calculation 
was practically correct.

It is a part o f the duty of the chief 
accountant in an insurance office to 
calculate ns near as ho can the num­
ber of claims through death that 
will be mad© upon him during the 
year, and, provided nothing extra­
ordinary happens, like an epidemic, 
he w ill state almost to a penny the 
amount of money that will have to 
be paid in claims.

I f  you are an ocean traveler, it 
would be better for you to pick out 
a certain ship and stick to it, for the
