Speaking 
of the work clone in the various 
crept* r tinea *-s at, the college, ' ail'd 
especially that of Prof. Maliy the 
entomologist of the college, he 
said that Prof. Mally w. s now 
very busy in north Texas looking 
after the wheat pest, which made 
its appearance some time ago in 
the north Texas counties, and un­
less something is done to eradicate 
it, it will prove very destructive 
to the wheat crop in that section 
of the slate this year. President 
Foster is also highly gratified at 
the work done by the state 
veterinarian, Dr M, Francis, this 
year. Dr. Francis has inoculated 
several hundred head of cattle for 
Texas fever this year, and the 
less up to date has been very 
small in deed. Dr. Francis has 
nung on to the Texas fever prob­
lem with bulldog tenacity, until 
now his efforts have been crowned 
with success and it is practicable 
to bring young northern cattle to 
Texas, and with proper care and 
feed save most of them. If  the 
people of Texas only knew the 
great work being done by this 
college in educating the youth oi 
Texas along industrial lines, there 
would be nothing in reason asked 
for by.them, in the way of needed 
supplies, but that it would be 
forthcoming.
