l and office shall ,  on applicat ion 
therefor,  furnish any cit .zen a 
copy of said list for as m m y  coun­
ties as appl ied for making  a rea­
sonable c l a rge  for such list or 
lists,  and she commissioner  of the 
general  land office shall  file the 
re turn receipt for said registered 
let ter  among the papers  of his 
t ffi -e and keep the same for future 
reference; and  said commissioner 
of the general land office shal l  also 
notify said clerk of each and every 
sale as soon as said sales are made.  
Upon receipt of said list, or any 
notice required to be given under  
the  provisions of this act the 
county clerk receiving the same 
sna il  forthwith file and record 
said list in a well bound book 
ke p t  for that  purpose,  and there­
after  when notified of the sale oi 
any section of l and therein des­
cribee, he shall enter  opposite the 
descript ion of the land so sold the 
na m e  of the purchaser  and the 
da le  when sold; arid the said list 
bo furnished said clerk,  and said 
hooks shall  be considered public 
records and open to public insure

tion, and it is hereby  mr.de the  
duty of the county clerk to exhibi t  
said book and the records to any 
person wa » shall  apply  to him 
therefor.  For  the purpose -  id 
f u rn i h i ngt he  several counties io 
¡his state and the clerks thereof |  
with a revised list of ail tee unsold ! 
lands in this stale,  as p rovided in j 
this act, the commissioner  “of the j 
general land office is hereby ' 
authorized to employ four expert,! 
clerks at a sa ary not to exceed \ 
$100 per  month each; provided.  1 
their services shall  be di continued 
when s a i l  list shall  have  been 
made, and provided the employ ­
ment  shall  not  exceed six m >nths.

Tne sum of twenty tour hundred 
dollars,  or so much thereof as may 
be necessary,  is hereby appropr i  
ated out of any funds in the 
treasury,  not  otherwise ap p ro p r i ­
ated, for the purpose of carrying 
into tifeCl the provisions of this 
act.

In case any county clerk of any 
county in this state on receipt  oi 
the list of unsold lands or notice 
concerning the same,  hereinbefore 
provided to be sent  to him by the 
commissioner  of the general land 
office, shall  fall to file, record or 
exhibi t  the same a3 hereinbefore 
provided,  he shall  bo deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor,  and upon 
conviction thereof shall  be fined in 
any sum not less than  one bun 
dred dollar's nor more than five 
hundred  dollars .

Section 2. Any person desiring 
to purchase school or asylum laud 
shall make a separate applicat ion 
fur each tract  appl ied for, ad­
dressed to the  commissioner  of the 
general land office, describing the 
lands sought to be purchased 
which appl icat ion shall  he acoom 
panied with the affidavit of the a p ­
plicant in effect tha t  he desires to 
purchase the laud for a home and 
has in good faith sett led thereon,  
except  where otherwise provided 
by law; and he shall  also swear 
tnat  he is not acting in collusion 
with others for the  purpose of 
buying land for any other person 
o corporation,  and tha t  no other  
person or corporation is interested 
in the purchase thereof, He  shall 
accompany said applicat ion with 
his obligation to the state, duly 
executed,  binding the  purchaser to 
pay to the state on the 1st day oi 
November  of each year  thereafter,  
until the whole purchase  money is 
paid one fortieth of the aggregate

price with interest  at the rate of 3 
per cent per annum on the whoh 
unpaid purchase money,  which in- 
tere t shall also he payable on the 
first d y of November of each 
year.  ¡Said applicat ion,  oath and 
obligation shall  be filed in the 
office or the county clerk of the 
county in which the land applied 
for or a p irt thereof  is s i tuated,  or 
of the county to which said county 
i i  at tached for judicial  purposes,  
but the clerk shall  not  file such 
applicat ion unt i l  the  application 
shall  have desposi ted with him 
the first p aym en t  of one-fourt ieth 
of the aggregate purchase  money 
for the par ticular  t ract  of land.  
Upon the r ece ip to r  said appl ica­
tion and first payme nt  the county 
clerk shall  indorse  officially on 
.the appl icat ion the day and the 
hour of filing,., and record the  same 
in full in a well bound book kept  
for tha t  purpose,  and shall  also 
note on his record of unsold lands 
the name of the  appl icant  and the 
date the appl icat ion is filed and as 
soon as the applicat ion is recorded, 
the book and the page^ Where re ­
corded,  The  county clerk shall 
record the applicat ion and obl iga­
tion without delay,  recording ail 
applicat ions in the order in which 
they are filed, and shall  forthwith 
t ransmi t  them when recorded to 
trie commissioner of the genearl 
land office and the first payment  
to the state t reasurer .  All appl i ­
cations shall take effect from the 
t ime they are filed in the office ol 
the c.Uiity clerk of the  proper  
county; and for filing and record­
ing, each applicat ion and noting 
the name of the appl icant  and  date 
of applicat ion on the record of u n ­
sold lands ai d t ransmit t ing it to 
the gant r  *1 land office and the first 
payment  to the state treasurer ,  
and all other  services connected 
therewith,  the clerk shall  be en- 
t tled to a fee of SI for each ap p l i ­
cation, to be paid by the app l i ­
cant. Any failure or refusal oi 
the county clerk to perform any 
duties required in this section 
shall  be an offense and upon con­
viction he shall  be fined not  less 
than SI00 nor more than $5)0.

Section 3. The  commissioner  of 
the general land office is hereby 
prohibi ted from selling to the 
same party more than four sections 
of land, and all applicat ions to 
purchase land shall  also disclosethe 
prior lands purchased by the a p ­
plicant  from the slate if any since

Section 5. The  following coun­

shall be* rejected;  provided this 
shall not apply to sales made to a

than abandonment and where the 
purchaser  h imse lf  was not at 
fault. Every purchaser shall be 
required within three years after 
his purchase  to erect permanent  
and valuable improvements  on the 
land purchased by him,  which im 
proyements  shall  he of the reason­
able marke t  value of $300. If any 
purchaser shall  fail to reside upon 
ind improve  in good faith the land 
purchased by him as required by 
law, he shall forfeit said land and 
all payments  made thereon to the 
state, to the same extent  as for 
non payment  of interest ,  and such 
land shall  be again upon the mar 
ket as if no such sale and forfeiture 
had occured, and al l^prfei tures for 
non-occupancy shall  haye the 
effect of placing the land upon the 
marke t  without and action what ­
ever on the par t  of the commis­
sioner of the general land office 
and if any  purchaser  shall  be 
forced to yield possession of the 
¡and purchased by him from the 
states on account of any writ  or 
other judicial  process issued from 
* court  of common jurisdici ion oi 
to be compel led to temporar ily 
yieid his possession from a weil 
grounded fear of dea th or serious 
bodily7 injury ,  such absence shall 
uot work the forfeiture provided 
by law lor non-occupancy; but no 
write or injunction shall  is?ue in 
any case involving the title or 
possesion of lands herein r&ferred 
to where the appl ican t  ha3 an 
adequate remedy at law by se­
questrat ion or otherwise.

Section 4 Any person desTrlrrg 
to lease any portion of the lands 
belonging to any of the iunds 
mentioned in this act shall  make 
application in writ ing to the com­
missioner of the general  land of­
fice, specifying and describing the 
part icular lauds he desires to 
lease; and thereupon the commis­
sioner,  ii the lands appl ied for arc 
subject to lease, and not in im 
mediate demand for actual se t t l e ­
ment,  shall notify t ie appl ican t  in 
writing who first files writ ten ap ­
plication thereof tha t  nis p roposi ­
tion to lease is accepted,  and 
thereupon ne shall  execute to thn 
lessee in the name and by the 
authori ty of the state of Texas a 
lease of said lands for such time as 
may be agreed upon,  not to exceed 
five years,  and when satisfied that  
the lessee has paid to the t reasurer 
of the state the rent  for one year 
in advance,  he shall  del iver  to the 
clerk of the county court  of the 
county in which the land i3 s i t u ­
ated. or of the county to which 
said county is at tached for judicial 
purposes,  and it shall  be the duty 
of the cleak to record in a well 
bound book kept  in his offije, 
open to public inspeciion,  a m e m ­
orandum or abstract  of said lease, 
showing the number of the survey 
or surveys leased, the name of the 
original grantee,  the amount  leas ­
ed, the name of the lessee, the 
date of the lease and th e _ jqmWrHT 
of years it ha» to run; and for en ­
tering said memorandum the cierk 
shall  be enti t led to a fee of 25 
cents. Upon p aym en t  of said fee 
the clerk shall  del iver  the lease to 
the lessee and no other record of 
leases hereaf ter  made shall  be 
required except  eaid m e m o ra n ­
dum.  When any of such leases 
are filed for record the clerk shall 
make the memorandum or abstract 
above provided for. All lands 
which may be leased shall  be sub­
ject to sale at any t i m », except  
where otherwise provided herein.

This provision in regard to the 
sale of leased lands shall apply to 
leases heretofore made  as well 
as to those hereaf ter  to be made.
Any section or part  of a section 
which may be leased shall  not be 
sold except  to the lessee, nor shall 
the lessee be dis turbed in his 
possession thereof  during the term 
of his lease, when he has piaced 
on such section or p ra t  cf suction! lessee’ fails to pay the annual  
improvements  to the value of two ¡ rental  due the state within sixty 
hundred  dollars.  j days after it becomes due. And

of the general land oiiee, and noties 
given to the countv clerk, it shall not 
be necessary to give the clerk any 
further n .dice in order to p it the land 
on the market, but it shall be consider­
ed as already on the market and sub­
ject to sale. During said period of 
sixty days the commissioner of the 
general land oilice shall suspend action 
upon any application to lease said lan I. 
and shall award it upon any legil appli­
cation to purchase made during said 
time. And that the part}* purch ising 
any of iaid hinds, whether inside or

within the inclosure of another, shali 
not-turn loose any stock within the in­
closure until he shall have provided 
su heient water for the stock so turned 
loose, and any violation of tlrs pio- 
vision shall be an offense and upon con­
viction the party so offending shall be 
fined one dollar for each head of stock 
so turned loose, and each thirty ua\s 
violation shall constitute a separa e 
offense.

If  no applaction to purchase  has 
been filed in the proper county 
c le rk’s office within sixty days 
after the expirat ion of the lease, 
then the former leeea shall  have a 
preference right  over any one else 
for thi r ty  days thereafter  to re 
lease eueh land or any par t  the re ­
of, but his lease shall  run from the 
expirat ion of his old lease.

Hay lozenges are the popular 
confectionery among army horses 
in the Philippines and South 
Africa. The food is a Yankee ¡in­
vention called into existence by 
the circumstance of war in a uuuu- 
try lacking good roads. Hay put 
up in the ordinary hale cannot be 
transported on horseback, because 
of its weight and bulk. I t  is 
therefore compressed by powerful 
machinery into disks a foot or 
eighteen inches in d ameter and 
two inches thick. The disks are 
packed into rolls, like the lozen­
ges the trainboys se’l, anp hung in 
slings from the horse’s back, one 
on each bide. A single lozenge, 
when broken up and opened out, 
makes a meal lor a horse or mule, 
and will cure him of that hungry 
feeling as quickly as a mangerful 
of fresh hay. Toe compactness of 
the new bale also means a great 
saving in freight.

In response to an inquiry re­
garding the effects cf loco weed on 
live stock in Colorado from Secre­
tary Martin ol the National 
Association, Dr Charles Gresswell 
consulting member of the sanitary 
committee of the association re­
plied as follows.

“ Relative to the effects of 1 »co 
on the live stock of Colorado. I 
beg to say that it is impossible to 
estimated the actual loss from this 
source, as stockman have been so 
long familiar with its effects and 
the practical uselessness ot any 
means of preventing it, that they 
have long since ceased to report it 
to the sanitary authorities.

“ The custom ie. as far as possi- 
ble, to keep stock away from it, 
and in enclosed pastures some 
effort« have been made to uproot 
it, Where cultivation and irrigv  
tion are in vogue the weed dis­
appears. Practically it only in ­
vades the open range and con­
sequently only range stock,

“ Sheep can be herded away 
from where it is prevalent, or the 
losses among them would be yery 
serious. In cattle the loss in 
some sections is heavy, but noth­
ing like so had in Colorado as in 
some portions of western New 
Mexico

“ The rule with cattlemen is to 
take tbe affected animals up and 
feed them as rapidly as possible 
for the butcher. In horses the 
loss is worse, as nothing whatever 
can be done lor an affected animal 
It is true that some cases can to 
all outward d^ppearance be cuied 
by taking up and feeding grain 
and administering bromides, but 
the cure is not complete and at 
any time the brain, under special 
forms of excitement, will after­
wards show signs of the previous 
mischiel: As few horses on th
range are worth more than $25 per 
head unbroken (and only range 
horses can come in contact with 
the weed,) it will readily be seer 
how useless treatment is. Ia  the 
first place, it will cost as much as 
they are worth to attempt to cure 
them, and when partially cure 
they are always a menace to those 
who use them, and their trouble 
appears just at those times when 
a horse should haye full controll 
of his senses.

“ Some fe w years ago Dr. Ruedi 
experimeted considerably in the 
d ir e c t  »or* O f a  ( ' a r e  fo r  B o o e d  
horses, and I believe really found 
an antidote to the poison; but hie 
results were of no practical^ykiue, 
as the disordered brain, even 
all the poison was ^lirAfnated. 
would not allow of a complete and 
perpetual cure. On general prin­
ciples all locoed horses should be 
shot.

“ The only preventive is, of 
course, the elimination of the 
weed itself, and as tbe range 
country settles up and becomes 
fenced it will in time pay to eradi­
cate it; but at present, I take it 
to be sn e  of the natural penalties 
of the range business, and must 
always be considered a factor on 
the debit side in estimating results 
from the use of the public range,

“ Larkspur, aconite, ergotized 
grasses, loco and other poisonous 
plants combined, probably causo a 
loss of two percent per annum of 
the total valuation of the live 
stock on ranges in Colorado. I 
base my estimate on 6,C00 head of 
cattle run for three 3’ears, on 
which as nearly accurate records 
as possible was kept, ail animals 
dying being carefully examined to 
find cause of death ” —Denver 
Record Stockman.

The report of the logs among 
livestock throughout tbe counties 
between Mitchell and El Paso 
makes a good showing. The loss 
this year has been very light and 
mostly caused hy blackleg. Only 
a few stock have died through 
starvation. Tbe reason for this is 
stockmen have learned how to 
stock their pasture». They have 
learned that in an agriculture 
district it may do to put 65 head 
of cattle on each »action, but in 
ibis great grazing county 25 head 
should be the outside limit. Mr. 
Huling, who ranches near Toyab, 
pays 20 head is his limit; U. P. 
R.iburtsou says that on his ranch 
in Ector county, he dare not run 
more than 25 head, while in Mit­
chell county 30 head is the »afe 
limit. E F. Dawson saya 15 head 
¿8 sufficient in tbe sand hill 
euuuiry where be ranches, If  tbe 
cow business could be heard in our 
legislative hail by unprejudiced 
legislators this semi annual change 
in our land system would not he 
and the meu wbo have made this 
country what it is would be able 
to run their cattle over their own 
land instead of being renters. Had 
these lands beeu sold the grass 
would have been preserved by no 
ranges being overstocked. Grasses 
should be allowed to seed in such 
places where the range has been 
over-run. When this is done the 
range will be made to carry 30 
head of cows per section.— Mid 
laud Gazette.
