S eco n d  Session  D eg u u — L a w i  P assed  by  

th e  F i r s t  E x t r a  Session.

So n o r a ,  T e x a s . Sept. 14, 1901.
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°s McGarry, the original of
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Austin, Sept. 7.—The legislature got 
started off on the second special session 
Thursday without doing anything mo­
mentous. A bluff was made at economy 
in a proposition to out off all but two of 
the house committee clerks,but the sug­
gestion prevailed that it would be well 
to wait and see if the governor would 
submit some subjects of general legisla­
tion, in which event there would be 
Bomething for surplus clerks to do.

The governor says very emphatically 
to all visitors that ho will not consider 
the submission of any additional matters 
until the appropriation bill has been 
passed. Then he may think about it. 
He will not o6nsent to submit the judi­
cial district bill at this time. That 
meaus that the house will have nothing 
but the appropriation bill to work on 
for the next two weeks, but no one 
take£ the proposition to reduce the cler­
ical forces seriously.

The appropriation bill introduced ia 
the house carries an appropriation of 
$5,650.000. |

Both houses adjourned to Monday in 
order that committees could report by 
that time.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 30 — 
There is a continued'demand for 
horses in South Africa for both 
agricultural and war purposes, 
and American horses are prefer­
able because of their size.

‘ Most of the horses and mules 
imported for army use into South 
Africa are purchased in the United 
States,” says Consul General 
Stowe, of Cnpe Town, in a report 
to the' State Department. ‘ ‘Ani­
mals brought from other coun­
tries stand the climate well and 
require but little rest after landing 
befoie being put to work, but their 
lack of size and strength renders 
thtm unsuitable for farm and city 
use. The veldts of South Africa 
are doited with carcasses of horses 
that have fallen by the wayside, 
overcome by fatigue, starvation or 
sickness. Mules are more hardy, 
especially American mules, which, 
owing to their size, strength and 
adaptability to all kinds of work, 
arealways in demand.

‘‘Although many horses and 
mules have been imported into 
this colony during the war, many 
more will be needed. By the time 
hostilities have entirely ceased 
there will be a dreath of these ani­
mals. Many farm horses have 
commandeered, and those undis­
turbed by the military authorities 
are sadly in need of recuperation. 
There has been one sale by the 
authorities of horses and mules 
unfitted for army use. Thèse ani­
mals were offered at a low price 
with the object of benefiting the 
farmers who have suffered losses 
of liye stock during the war. With 
a little care many of them could 
be restored to health. The need 
of thé army has been so urgent 
that many of the horses were not 
allowed sufficient time to recoyer 
from the effects of the ocean voy­
age before they were put to work 
Horses that have become accli­
mated are said to be ‘salted.’

“ An American firm in this city 
haB built up a large business in 
the sale of American horses and 
mules Among its importations 
haye been a number of excellent 
carriage horses. On arrival the 
animals are allowed to rest, are 
well taken care of, and generally 
become acclimated without r-uffer- 
ing. The company owns com­
modious Stables at Cape Towin 

‘‘After the war is over the 
luuiiieis ui ousmess in this 

line will be greatly increased, not 
only in Cape Colony, but in the 
Transvaal, the Orange River Col­
ony and Natal. Cape Town is a 
good piace at which to Bfhd and 
care for stock befor shipment else­
where. Prices are and will con­
tinue to be satisfactory.”

THERE IS NOW HOPE.

the' President IDsts Well Under the 
^ Circumstances and Has Been 
, „ Given Food—The Crisis Has 
? m  Almost Been Reached. X

Buffalo, Sept. 9.—The condition of 
President McKinley early this morning 
was satisfactory to the physicians. Not 
i  single bad feature developed Sunday 
imd the concensus of opinion was the 
president is in a fair way to ultimate 
recovery.

Every word that came from the big 
v'ueclad house on Delaware avenue 
Sunday, in which the stricken chief 
magistrate of »he nation lies battling 
for life, was reassuring and the chances 
of his recovery are so greatly improved 
that all of those who have kept pa­
tient vigil at his bedside feel strongly 
that his life will be spared.

T lie developments of Saturday night 
and Sunday were dreaded, but hour af­
ter hour passed and the distinguished 
patient, struggling there beneath the 
watchful eyes of physicians and trained 
nurses showed not an unfavorable symp­
tom. Five times during the day the 
eminent doctors and surgeons assembled 
for consultation and each time the ver­
dict was unanimous that what change 
had occurred was for the better. Not 
the slightest premonitory sympton of 
peritonitis appeared.

All the effects of the ether which was 
administered when tho operation was

performed on the exposition grounds, 
had disappeared Sunday morning and 
the prerideut’s mind was perfectly clear 
during the time he was awake. Sunday 
for the first time he had natural sleep. 
While he was still more or less under 
the influence of the auasethefcic his 
«lumber was restless and disturbed aud 
did him little good. Sunday between 9 
and 4 o’clock he had the solace of natn- 
ral slumber for about four hours and 
the physicians seated that his sleep had 
been quiet and reposeful and helped the 
«ufferer a great deal.

Sunday also for the first time, nour­
ishment was administered. It was in 
liquid form and was injected hypoder­
mically to avoid the possibility of irri­
tating the walls of tho stomach. The 
exterior wound is progressing satisfac­
torily.

All of the members of the cabinet are 
here now except Secretaries Hay and 
Long, but both are expected. The cab­
inet officers are holding no formal meet­
ings, although there are some matters 
of public business which they daily dis­
cuss informally and the possible contin­
gencies should the president grow 
worse, are also thoroughly canvassed. 
They do not believe there is the re- 
tnosfc possibility that Vice President 
Roosevelt will be called upon to exer­
cise functions of chief magistrate under 
the disability clause of the constitution, 
while the president lives. Vico Presi­
dent Roosevelt would not bear of such 
a course. Still in the event of grave 
international complications an emer­
gency might occur that will force 
action.

The messages of sympathy continue 
to come from all over the United States 
and all over the world and iu fact have 
fairly overwhelmed Secretary Cortel- 
you. Two more white house stenogra­
phers have been sent for and upon their 
arrival some of the more important 
messages will be mad© public. Almost 
every government in the world has booa 
heard from.

Buffalo* Sept, 9.“ President McKinley 
was shot aud seriously wounded by a 
would-be assacsin while holding a re­
ception in the Temple of Music at the 
Pan-American exposition a few minutes 
after 4 o’clock Friday afternoon. 
One shot took effect in the right breast, 
the other in the abdomen. The first is 

j not of a serious nature and the bullet 
I was extracted. The latter pierced the 

abdomen wall and has not been located. 
It is the opinion the president will re­
cover.

It was shortly after 4 p. m. when one 
of the throng which surrounded the 
presidential party, a medium-sized man 
of ordinary appearance and plainly 
dressed in black, approached as if to 
greet the president. Both Secretary 
Cortelyou aud President Milbarn noticed 
that the man's hand was swathed in a 
bandage or handkerchief. Reports of 
bystanders differ as to which hand. He 
worked his way amid the stream of peo­
ple up to the edge of the dais until lie 
was within two feet of the president.

President McKinley smiled, bowed 
and extended his hand in a genial spirit 
when suddenly the sharp crack of a re- 
revolver rang load and clear above the 
hum of voices. Then there was com­
plete silence.

President McKinley stood stock still 
with a look of hesitency, almost of be­
wilderment, on his face. Then he re­
treated a step while a palor began to 
steal over his features. The multitude, 
only partially aware that something se­
rious had happened, paused iu surprise 
while necks were craned and all eyes 
turned as one to the rostrum.

Then came a commotion. With tho 
leap of a tiger three mon throw them­
selves forward, as with one impulse and 
sprang toward the would bo assassin. 
Two of them were United States secret 
service men who were on the outlook 
and whose duty it was to guard against 
just such a calamity as had here be­
fallen the president and the nation. 
The third was a bystander, a negro, 
who had only an instant previously 
grasped the hand of the president. As 
one man the trio hurled themselves up­
on the president’s assailant. In a 
twinkling he was borne to tho ground, 
his weapon was wrested from his grasp 
and strong arms pinioned him down.

The crowds that a moment before had 
stood mute and motionless as in bewil­
dered ignorance of the enormity of the 
thing, now as with a single impulse 
surged forward, while a hoarse cry 
welled up from the thousand throats 
and a thousand men charged forward to 
lay hands upon tho perpetrator of the 
crime.

For a moment the confusion was ter­
rible. The crowd tuuguti -
gardless of consequences. Some

the route of his assailants journey from 
the scene of his crime to police head­
quarters. The trip was made so quickly 
that tho prisoner was landed safely be­
fore his presence was noticed.

As soon as it was known the assailant 
had been taken to police quarters the 
crowd surged that way and soon 50,000 
people were in that vicinity. The cry 
of “ Lynch him!” was yelled by some 
one and then taken up by the multitude 
and had it not been for the prompt 
measures taken by the police the cry 
would have been carried out, I

The prisoner at first was sullen. Then 
he gave tho name of Fred Neimau, and 
finally owned his real name was Leon 
Czolgosc; that he was born at De­
troit and that his home now was at 
Cleveland. 1

The would-be assassin is a Pole, 28 
years of age, stands 5 feet 9 inches high, 
weighs 160 pounds, has dark brown 
hair, blue eyes, smooth face, regular 
features and a prominent nose. He 
«peaks very good English.

Buffalo, Sept. . 9.—Leon Czolgoso 
the self-confessed assassin, has signed a 
confession covering six pages of foolscap 
which states that he is an anarchist and 
that he became an enthusiastic member 
of that body through the influence of 
Emma Goldman, whose writings be had 
read and whose lectures he had listened 
to. He denies having any confederate 
and says that he decided on the assassi­
nation of the president three days ago 
aud bought the revolver with which the 
act was committed in Buffalo. He has 
seven brothers and sisters in Cleveland, 
and the Cleveland directory has the 
names of about that number living on 
Hosmer street and Ackland avenue. 
Some of them are bu tchers and others 
in different trades.

The incision 
was hastily closed and after a hasty 
consultation it was decided to remove 
the patient to the home of President 
Milburn. This was done. At the Mil- 
burn residence, the task of probing for 
the bullet which had lodged in the ab- 
domeu was begun by Dr. Rosewell 
Parke, but the ballet was not located.

When it was decided to remove the 
president from the exposition hospital 
to the Milburn residence, the news 
was broken to Mrs. McKinley as gently 
as possible. She bore the shock remark­
ably well aud displayed the utmost for-1 
titude.
