Texas A & M University Press has
just released Ben Pingenot’s new
biography of Charles A. Siringo.
Entitled “‘Siringo’’ (260 pp., photo-
graphs, notes, bibliography, index.
$29.50), it is the story of one of the
most colorful characters to come out
of the American West.

_ Charles Angelo Siringo began life
on a raw and sparcely settled Texas
frontier five years before the Civil
War, and died nearly three-quarters
of a century later in the sprawling
west coast metropolis of Los
Angeles. In between his birth and
death, he overcame a Dickensesque
childhood to become a cowboy and
longhorn trail driver, a merchant, a
detective, a rancher, a state peace
officer and a prolific author.

Over the span of his life, he came to
know everyone from ‘‘Shanghai’’
Pierce, Billy the Kid and Pat Garret,
to ‘‘Bat’’ Masterson, Pawnee Bill,
Clarence Darrow, Will James,
Charles M. Russell, William S. Hart,
Will Rogers and others, not to
mention an assortment of state
governors, state and national public
officials and a panoply of Western
bad men.

Siringo’s fame is largely due to the
fact that he wrote about himself so
much, and although he wrote in a
natural, amusing and unassuming
style, the image he created is a
self-serving portrait of a bold,
gregarious and fiercely infependent
man of the West.

At age 30 he wrote his first
autobiography entitled ‘‘A Texas
Cowboy; or, Fifteen Years on the
Hurricane Deck of a Spanish Pony.”’
His book was immensely popular and
remained in print for over 40 years.
In fact, it is still in print today. Soon
after writing ‘A Texas Cowboy’’,
Siringo went to work as a detective
for Pinkerton’s National Detective
Agency, and for the next 22 years he
chased outlaws throughout the West.

After retiring to his ranch near
Santa };e, New Mexico in 1907, he

became embroiled in a bitter lawsuit
with his former employer when he
tried to publish an account of his
experiences as a Pinkerton detective.

In 1922, he left New Mexico for
southern California. Fascinated by
Western movies and caught up by the
myth his own writings had helped to
create, he spent the last years of his
life in Hollywood.

‘“‘Siringo’”> is based on a large
number of original historical sources,
and is an intimate and personal
examination of the man behind his
own self-created image.

Although Pingenot’s biography
shows Siringo as a unique individual,
he is also revealed to have been
flawed in ways common to the
human condition; that he was a man
whose character was not only
complex but sometimes even
contradictory.

Charlie Siringo’s life is told from his
evolution as a twenty-two-year-old
wild and carefree cowboy to that of a
clever, audacious and purposeful
cowboy detective. ‘‘Siringo’’ details

the high points of his career with the’

Pinkerton detective agency, and
examines his adventures, as well as
his attitudes and convictions, setting
these against the political, social and
moral background of American
thought in the late 19th and early
20th centuries.

It is also the story of Siringo’s life
after leaving the Pinkertons, of his
controversies with the agency, his
years as a Santa Fe rancher and New
Mexico Ranger. it is a personal story
of love and romance, of human
understanding and humane
tenderness, of enduring and
compassionate friendships, and of
success, disappointment and failure.

Finally, it is the story of an ill and
aging frontiersman struggling for
survival in an urban environment; a
nineteenth century man who had
become an anachronism in a
twentieth century world that had
passed him by.

Ben Pingenot, author of the
recently released ‘‘Siringo”’, traveled
to San Antonio Wednesday to speak
before the national organization,
“The Westerners’’. He will also
speak July 11 to ‘“‘Friends of the
Library’’ in Del Rio.

Ben has always had an avid interest
in history. He calls himself “a
life-long student in the study of
Historic events.”’

“‘Siringo”’ is the second book
published by Ben Pingenot and can
be found at Walden Bookstore in Del
Rio, later this month.

Tootsie Herndon, speaking in
behalf of the Spofford residents, said
that they would agree to any
reasonable changes the Brackett
Mayor had problems with. For the
time being, Spofford residents are
grateful that they may soon have an
adequate water supply.

“A lot of people just don’t
understand how bad it is out here!‘¢
stated Tootsie. ‘‘Maybe this will help
clean up the contamination,”’ she
added.

The next step will be to run trunk
lines from Brackettville to Spofford.

The 72 year
old Mayor is the overseer of the
project and has been doing much of
the work himself.

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A local man has learned the hard
way that the ‘‘good neighbor’’ policy
of the good old days does not apply
in some cases nowadays, at least for
some people. Thomas Kerr, an
employee of Rio Grande Electric
Co-Op, left his wallet lying on the
cashier’s counter of a local cafe after
paying for a meal and by the time he
missed it and returned the wallet had
disappeared.

The incident occurred on Saturday,
June 10, and the unscrupulous
thieves that took the wallet took
quick advantage of the credit cards
and approximately $150 in cash
contained in the wallet. Investigation
into the matter has determined that
illegal charges totalling at least $300
were made on the same day the wallet
was taken. It is possible that more
charges will turn up as time goes on.

The credit card companies have
assigned an investigator to the case
and through coordinated criminal
investigation the culprits may soon
be brought to task for their crimes.
We do have two primary suspects in

the theft and credit card abuse and-

they will be brought in for
questioning as soon as the case has
progressed a little further. .

U.S. Border Patrol Agents Cash
Letsinger and Caesar Arguelles
discovered a suspected stolen tractor
while on routine patrol just east of
Spofford on Monday, June 19. They
contacted the Sheriff’s Office and
related their suspicions and further
investigation by this writer
determined that the large John Deere
tractor had indeed been stolen from
the Alta Verde Industries near
Quemado.
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The tractor was abandoned at the
exact location of a previously located
stolen tractor ~which leads
investigators to believe that at least
one of the suspects in this case might
be linked to the prior theft.

Tracks of several persons were
found leaving the scene of discovery
of the latest theft and shortly before
noon Border Patrol Agents had
apprehended 11 illegal aliens from
Mexico. During questioning after
their capture, they admitted taking
the tractor and abandoning it near
Spofford. The owners of the
recovered tractor denied prosecution,
which is just as well.

The case would have been difficult
to prosecute due to lack of evidence
as to who actually took the tractor
and did the driving. Border Patrol
Agents have indicated that some of
the ‘‘wets”’ will be prosecuted by the
federal government for illegal entry
and will possibly receive some jail
upon conviction for that crime.

A two car accident that occurred on
Ft. Clark Road, near the entrance to
the Oaks section of Ft. Clark, was
investigated by this writer Monday
afternoon, June 19, at the request of
Ft. Clark Security Chief Curtis
Smith. The accident involved a 1978
Chevrolet Luv pickup driven by
Domingo Montoya of Brackettville
and a 1987 Ford pickup belonging to
Ft. Clark Security and driven by
Rosa Baker.

The patrol vehicle was making a left
hand turn off Ft. Clark Road to a
service road when it was struck in the
left door and side by the Montoya
vehicle when Montoya attempted to
pass. No citations were issued due to
traffic laws not applying on Ft.
Clark, however, Montoya was
arrested at the scene by this writer
after a routine check through TCIC
led to a ‘‘hit’”’ (wanted person) on
Montoya for parole violation.

Both vehicles were drivable after the
accident and no one was injured.
Montoya was transported to the
county jail and booked on the
warrant from the Texas Board of
Pardons & Paroles. He is still in
custody at the time of this writing
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awaiting a final decision from the
parole board on the disposition of his
case.

We received a ten BOP (Bureau of
Prisons) prisoners from the Uvalde
County Sheriff’s Department
Tuesday, June 20. Uvalde County
also has a federal prisoner program
but had become overfilled with
prisoners for various reasons and
were forced to cut back on prisoner
population.

We negotiated approval from BOP
to take Uvalde’s overflow as we were
low on federal prisoners due to
several being released the past couple
of weeks. With the 10 received from
Uvalde County on Tuesday, we are
now up to 26 federal prisoners and 3
state (county) prisoners. This number
puts us slightly over our capacity of
28.

Currently we are receiving $28 per
man day in prisoner care fees at the
county jail. Kinda helps buy feed and
hay!

A dirt bike motorcycle, that was
reported stolen from a Ft. Clark
resident almost a year ago, has been
located and recovered in Del Rio.
The case remains under investiga-
tion, however, due to complex issues
related to who is the actual owner
and evidence that indicates that a
family member may have sold the
dirt bike without the knowledge and
approval of the owner.

The bike, valued at almost $1,000
will be held by the Val Verde County
Sheriff’s Department until all the
details in the case can be straightened
out and cleaned up. A hearing before
a Val Verde County Justice of the
Peace will be necessary before the
bike can be released. At this hearing,
bona fide proof of ownership will be
required before the bike can be
released.

JUST FOR YOUR INFO: We have
entered into negotiations with the
U.S. Marshals Service and the
Bureau of Prisons for an increase in
daily prisoner care fees from the
current $28 per man day to $30 per
man day. It has been over 5 years
since our last increase and we feel a
$2 increase is well within reason, due
to increased costs in prisoner care
management at the county jail.

Should we reach an agreement, it
will go into effect at the beginning of
the new fiscal year (October 1, 1989)
and would increase our average
annual income from prisoner care
fees somewhere between $15,000 and
$20,000 per year if the prisoner
population remains stable at current
numbers.

“The Great Government Gun Grab”’

No country has ever fallen to a
communist revolution, but that its
citizens have not first had- their
firearms confiscated.” Despots and
tyrants throughout history have
advocated restriction of weapons for
citizens. The Nazis confiscated guns
when they came to power. And the
political left in America has been
campaigning for over 30 years, to
register, confiscate and completely
ban firearms ownership. Our
Founding Fathers saw firearms as a
bulwark against tyranny and talked
and wrote frequently (including in
the Second Amendment to the
Constitution) about how guns in the
hands of the citizenry were essential
in preserving the liberty of a free
people.

Now, led by a liberal Republican
President, his drug czar (William
Bennett), the BATF (Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms),
Congressional liberals, the liberal US
media, and the same political left
which is pro-Sandinista, pro-
abortion, anti-death penalty, pro-
disarmament, prosanctions against
South Africa, etc., the most
dangerous onslaught against gun
ownership in US history has now
moved into high gear.

A couple of years ago, the
gun-control movement coined the
emotionally negative phrase,
“Saturday Night Special’’, to launch
a campaign against hand gun owner-
ship (e.g. .357 magnums, .38 special,
.45 automatics, etc.). They were only
partially successful in certain states
and cities thanks to the efforts of
several large pro-gun citizens’
groups. Now, the anti-gun political
left (led by Handgun Control, Inc.
and the National Coalition to Ban
Handguns) has coined a new
emotional propaganda phrase with
which to incite anti-gun hysteria -
“‘the assault rifle’’.

In the immediate wake of the
Stockton, California murder of 5
school children by a maniac with an
AK-47, the political left across
America began to scream in well
orchestrated unison - ‘‘assault rifles
are evil and barbaric’’ and must be
banned. After a week’s national
media blitz on this theme, they began
to substitute for the phrase ‘‘assault
rifles’’, the phrase ‘‘semi-automatic
weapons’’ - which includes most of
the rifles and over half of the
handguns and shotguns in* America.
So the second phase was to launch a
cry for the banning of all semi-
automatic firearms.

(Writer’s Note: The only hunters
rifles which are not semi-automatic
are the older bolt action, lever
action and pump action models - a
tiny minority of all US rifles; and
revolvers. Even the popular World
War II .45 automatic is a semi-
automatic pistol. [Even bolt action
rifles and most shotguns are included
in the new anti-gun legislation.]
According to the US Defense
Department, ‘‘assault rifles’’ are by

definition ‘fully automatic.”

None of the foreign made rifles
banned by the Bush Administration
are fully automatic [these' have been
illegal since the 1930s), nor as they
““assault rifles’’. This was a scare/
propaganda phrase fabricated by the
leftist gun control groups and latched
on to by the media and the Bush
Administration.)

In March, The Bush Administration
moved to ban the importation of
certain foreign made semi-automatic
rifles (such as the Uzi, AK-47, etc.)
and in early April widened the ban on
importation to all foreign made semi-
automatic rifles, including .22
calibre. They pressured Colt
Industries, which has large military
contracts with the government, to
cancel production of the AR-15 (and
it did) and are pressuring other US
manufacturers to do the same. Bush
has even sent the BATF into gun
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stores across America for the past 30
days to photocopy Form 4473
records of anyone who has bought a
Semi-automatic weapon over the past
month or so. (This is called the
BATF Advanced Tracing Program).
(Writer’s Note: The BATF is the
““Gestapo’’ of gun control, which is
made up. of rabidly anti-gun
bureacrats who have, for years; -
trounced on the rights of gun dealers,
gun owners, hunters, etc. They will -
be Bush’s primary ‘‘enforcers’’.]
“This is the same George Bush who -
warned us last fall that if we voted
for Dukakis, we would get gun
control. Bush has given us the first
significant pieces of gun control
legislation since the 1968 Anti-Gun
Act (which liberal Congressman
Bush voted for).

Texas is an heir to the U.S.
Constitution only by adoption.

While the U.S. Constitution was
being signed Sept. 17, 1787, in
Philadelphia, Texas was claimed by
Spain and warring Indian tribes. It’s
first = indigenous constitution
wouldn’t come, however, until 1824
under Mexican rule.

Texas did not embrace the U.S.
Constitution until its 1845 annex-
ation, 58 years after it was signed in
Philadelphia.

So do Texas and Tom Green
County really have anything to
celebrate? Absolutely. The Constitu-
tion works for the people of Texas
and Tom Green County every day.

It works every time a newspaper
lands on a doorstep or a television or
radio station broadcasts news or
editorials, and prohibits Congress
from abridging freedom of the press.

A free press provides an indepen-
dent institution to investigate and
report on the workings of govern-
ment. A free press generates honest
analysis and critique of government
policy which are essential for an
informed electorate.

The Constitution works every time a
member of the clergy steps into the
pulpit. Because the Constitution
forbids Congress to establish a
religion or prohibit the free exercise
of religion, government is prevented
from using its purse strings or police
powers to manipulate churches for its
own ends,

Churches remain free to pursue
their spiritual mission with integrity,
and provide an independent moral
voice that powerfully affects public
opinion about government policies.

The Constitution works every time
individuals enjoy a particular movie,
book; video, magazine or musical
recording. Its protection of speech
and freedom of expression allows
every individual to select these
materials according to his own
personal judgment and taste.

The Constitution’s guardianship of
individual liberty is vital in a republic
with such a culturally and philoso-

‘phically diverse citizenry. i

The:Constitution also ‘works! every:=
time ‘citizens aré summoned for jury:

duty. Its guarantee of trial by jury is
an important safeguard against
government resorting to efficient,
time-tested methods of disposing of
political ~ opposition  through
politically motivated criminal
prosecution based on false charges.

Jurors simply cannot be relied on to
render the guilty verdicts sought by
such prosecutions.

The Constitution works when a
student in Tom Green County voices
concern about proposed mandatory
drug testing in the public schools.
Although such testing would facili-
tate identifying drug users, it would
invade the privacy of non-drug users
and - through inevitable testing
errors - misidentify and stigmatize
SOIMeE NON-USErs as Users.

‘Such mandatory testing would be
unconstitutional under most
conceivable circumstances as a
violation of the individual’s right of
privacy.

.The Constitution works every time
someone wants to make law
enforcement easy. The important
tnission of enforcing our laws cannot
be easy if the innocent are to be
protected and if the criminal justice
system’s treatment of the guilty is to
be proportionate to their offenses.

The requirement of probable cause,
the right to be secure against
uhreasonable searches and seizures,
the Miranda warning, the right to
notice of the charges against one, the
right to counsel, the right to confront
and cross-examine witnesses, the
right to be present at one’s trial, and
the right to public trials by jury all
protect the innocent.

Although most people indicated in
Tom Green County generally prove
to be . guilty, constitutional
protections are still necessary. Under
constitutional safeguards, the
innocent is usually acquitted before
the prosecution reaches the
indictment stage.

The Constitution works every time

the City Council. county com-
missioners, the state Legislature, the

lake board or any other body with
legislative powers enacts an
ordinance or statute.

[t limits the extent an ordinance or
statute can authorize the government
to intrude on citizens’ rights.

With thousands of bills introduced
at each regular session of the Texas
Legislature, it is not surprising,
however, that a few that exceed
constitutional limits get enacted.

‘In 1981, the Legislature passed a
law authorizing commissioners
courts in rural counties to declare in
their minutes that they believe that a
road across a particular tract of land
is public. The law does not require
that notice: of this declaration be

given to the landowner. The law
stated that if the landowner did not
file a lawsuit within two years and
prove that the road remained private,
the road would become public,
without any compensation being paid
to the landowner.

The statute plainly exceeded consti-
tutional limits and was void. The lack
of notice to the landowner was a
denial of due process. The com-
missioners court’s conversion of a
private road into a public one by its
mere declaration would be a taking
of private property tor public
purposes without compensation,
which also is prohibited by the
Constitution.

Fortunately, an appeal to the courts
to strike down the law was
unnecessary. Recognizing the
problem, the Legislature ammended
the law in 1985.

Probably no constitutional rights
are more frequently exercised than
the rights to speak freely and to
petition the government for redress
of grievances.

The Constitution works not only to
prevent government from abusing
citizens but, in a sense, to prevent
citizens from abusing government.
The Constitution safeguards our
republican form of government by
preventing the aggregation of power,
sufficient for tyranny.

There always have been, and always
will be, evil men seeking despotic
power. Such people’s names
regularly appear in history books and
in newspapers. Even good men and
women can be transformed by the
intoxication of power.

The framers of the Constitution
were students of human nature.
Though created 200 years and 1,400
miles distant, the Constitution works
in Tom Green County because
human nature remains the same from
the banks of the Delaware River to
the banks of the Concho.

The Constitution remains as vital
and important today as when the
framer’s ink dried on Sept. 17, 1787.
This we should celebrate.

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Second Nuclear Plant Fully

Operational

Early this morning, the South Texas
Project Unit 2 became the second
nuclear-powered generating unit in
the state to be declared in commercial
operation. The declaration was made
shortly after midnight.

With this achievement, the con-
struction and testing era of STP
comes to an end. Both of the plant’s
1,250-megawatt reactors are
producing electricity at full capacity.
Unit 1 began commercial operation
on August 25, 1988.

‘““With this declaration of com-
mercial operation, STP Unit 2 adds a
new dimension to energy
independence in Texas. In the early
’70’s, as we faced one of the most
Severe energy crisis in our nation’s
history, we made a commitment to
diversify our fuel base.

Today, we see the full realization of
that goal. In the future, this
achievement will help us better
defend against fluctuations in our
energy supply,’”’ said Tom Shockley,
president and chief executive officer
of Central Power and Light
Company. CPL owns 25.2 percent of
the plant.

‘“About a quarter of our electric
supply to our customers will be
produced by low-cost nuclear fuel.
Additionally with STP, South

Texans can count on an ample,
reliable - supply of electric power
which will help attract new business
and industry and build jobs.”’
Start-up testing on Unit 2 began in
March when it received a full-power
license from the Nuclear Regulatory
Commission. The unit must now be
certified in commercial operation by
the Public Utility Commission of
Texas.

Since Unit 1 began operation, it has
had one of the highest performance
records of new nuclear units in the
nation, Shockley said. The unit has
been ‘‘at power’’ for more than 100
consecutive days since it was returned
to service March 5, following a
maintenance outage. At full
capacity, both units produce enough
power for half a million homes.

The nuclear power plant in

Matagorda County has attracted
international attention as a state-of-
the-art plant with recent visitors
including engineers from the Soviet
Union, Japan and the People’s
Republic of China. A delegation
from France is expected to arrive this
week.

STP is owned by CPL, Houston
Lighting & Power Company, and the
cities of San Antonio and Austin.

State Money Available for Traffic Light
Syncronization

Governor Bill Clements announced
today that his campaign to improve
governmental efficiency, waged from
the Texas Capitol, is now being
moved to the streets.

Literally.

Clements announced today a $5.2
million program, administered by his
Energy Management Center,
designed to enhance traffic light
synchronization in cities and towns
across Texas.

“This common sense approach to
traffic management can save Texans

both time and money by improving
the flow of traffic in cities and towns
all across our state,”” Clements said.

“‘Cars and trucks use more gasoline
per mile in traffic than on the open
road. In fact, it has been estimated
that between 30 percent and 40
percent of fuel burned in high traffic
is burned while idling at red lights.”’

Clements said that less than half of
the estimated 13,000 traffic lights in
Texas are timed for maximum
driving efficiency.

The synchronization program will

be administered by the Texas
Department of Highways and Public
Transportation. Texas cities will
compete for a share of the synchroni-
zation funds under guidelines to be
established by the highway agency.

State funds can be used to supple-
ment up to 75 percent of a city’s total
synchronization effort.

Money for the program is being
obtained from oil overcharge funds
which have been refunded to Texas
as settlement for alleged oil company
violations of federal price controls
between 1973 and 1981.

wonderful for cleaning those tough
places such as spoked wheel corners,
ribbed running boards, etc.

Baby oil works great for cleaning
the soft, rubbery outdoor caulking
and the plastic screw - corner strips
around windows, seams, etc. It’s also
great for restoring the color to faded
plastic wheel fenders.

Legislature Passes Governor’s

Criminal Justice Task Force

by Governor Bill Clements

No other factor more adversely
affects the quality of life of all
Texans than crime. That’s why
criminal justice remains one of the
top priorities of my administration.

For the second consecutive regular
session of the Legislature, working
hand-in-hand with the legislative
leadership - Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby,
House Speaker Gib Lewis and others
- we have achieved the needed
advances first recommended by my
Criminal Justice Task Force.

These sweeping criminal justice
reforms will have a significant impact
on crime and punishment in Texas.

Our prisons are being strained by an
increasing crime rate and the de-
creasing ability of the prison system
to prevent violent recidivists from
repeating their offenses. Overcrowd-
ing has become the mechanism that
drives our corrections systems.

It has been imperative for us to
increase prison capacity in order to
keep violent criminals behind bars
and alleviate the backlog of state
prisoners in county jails: That’s why
I am pleased to report that the 10,800
new prison beds that I requested in
January were authorized by the 71st
Legislature. When these beds are
added to the 13,000 currently under
construction, the massive and
historic prison expansion that I
recommended in 1987 will be
completed.

Our efforts to ensure swift and sure
punishment for criminals this session
were not limited to prison expansion
alone.

The members of the 71st Legislature
also demonstrated their resolve to
conquer crime by approving a major
overhaul for the criminal justice
system.

These reforms will bring our state’s
corrections management into the 21st
century with the creation of a Texas
Department of Criminal Justice.

Further, drug testing will be
emphasized and continuing
education as a condition of
probation or parole will be required
for felons who lack basic reading and
writing skills.

It is imperatives that inmates who
leave the state’s custody have the
skills necessary to be productive
members of society. It is our duty to
do everything in our power to see
that they do not return to a life of
crime.

Other important recommendations
of my Criminal Justice Task Force
also won legislative approval, and
will soon become law. Here are some
examples:

*QOrganized crime statutes have been
enhanced to provide new tools to
prosecute drug kingpins and those
who conspire to commit major
fraud.

*New provisions have been passed
to make it more difficult for illegal
drug manufacturers to obtain the
chemicals required to produce
‘‘speed’’ and other dangerous drugs.

*Possession of child pornography
has been designated a felony offense,
making it easier to prosecute the
individuals who create the demand
for this type of obscenity.

*Judges will again be allowed to
impose a cost on felons as a
condition of probation that will be
used to apprehend other criminals
through the highly effective Crime
Stoppers program.

*Victims’ rights have been
strengthened by adding a Crime
Victim Bill of Rights in the Family

Code to protect victims of juvenile
crime.

*Assault on a peace officer has been
upgraded to a first-degree felony to
protect the officers who risk their
lives daily.

*In a major change, certain
recordings of oral statements made
by criminals to police officers have
now been cleared for admission in a
court of law.

*Fingerprints will now be recorded
on court documents of criminal
defendants to streamline the
admissibility of prior criminal
convictions.

*Funding has been appropriated to
the Texas Department of Public
Safety to implement a statewide
Automated Fingerprint Identifi-
cation System to better help law
enforcement agencies obtain positive
identification of suspected criminals.

These reforms will be added to the
anti-crime arsenal approved last
session which included granting the
state a right to appeal, determinate
sentencing for juvenile offenses, a
clarification of the good-faith except
to the exclusionary rule and
regulation of the precursor chemicals
used to manufacture controlled
substances.

We have now enacted a compre-
hensive strategy for restoring balance
to the criminal justice system. Our
strategy is based on the tried and true
experience of professionals in the
field and on the common-sense voice
of the people in our communities.

The Legislature should
applauded for its fine efforts.

In the family of butterflies, there
are no pest species so you can not
worry about having butterflies
gracing your garden with their bright
colorful appearance. Of course, it
helps to have a few of the nectar
bearing bushes living in your garden,
too. The same plants will attract bees
to further pollination.

The butterfly bush is a three to eight
feet tall shrub that bears long flower
spikes from summer to fall, and it
attracts both butterflies and bees. If
it’s not too cold in the climate in
which you live, this plant will survive
for another summer. Butterfly bush
bear lilac, red, pink, white, purple
and blue blossoms.

Other plants for your butterfly
garden are black-eyed susan, rose of
Sharon, gaillardia, mignonette, corn-
flower, rosemary, columbine,
lavender, primrose and
William to name a few. If their
plantings are scheduled at the right
time, your garden will be in
continuous bloom.

sweet:

Some butterflies actually have a
color preference of blossoms. There
are books in your local library to
read up on butterflies, especially for
the beginner.

You.may want to raise plants that
will ‘feed butterfly ‘‘larvae”. For
instance, the Monarch feeds almost
exclusively on milkweed leaves,
although most plants grown for
‘‘larvae’’ are a ragged sort and not
very attractive.

A great amount of these plants
would be required for feed, so if you
don’t Have much space you might
want to bypass feeding ¢‘larvae”
entirely.

Anything it takes to attract butter-

flies will pay off. Watching their:

habits and graceful flitting will put
you in a good mood, especially while
you are weeding and watering.
