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Sheriff’s Corner

Heads up action by U.S. Border
Patrol Agent Steve Stafford led to the
apprehension and arrests of two
suspects in an auto theft case
Saturday afternoon, June 1, 1991.

Agent Stafford was servicing his
patrol vehicle near a local grocery
store on Hwy. 90 in Brackettville
Saturday. afternoon at approx. 6:00
p.m. when he noticed two suspicious
acting Hispanic males dismount from
a 1990 Nissan Pathfinder 4 wheel
drive vehicle. The two men were
acting very nervous upon observing
Agent Stafford and as they fit the
profile of illegal aliens or alien
smugglers and were in a new vehicle
he ran a license plate check on the
vehicle through the Sheriff’s De-
partment. The report received from
the TCIC-NCIC computer network
indicated the vehicle to be stolen out
of San Antonio, Texas.

Upon receiving the ‘‘hit’’ ®h the
vehicle, Agent Stafford called for
assistance from the Sheriff’s *De-
partment with Chief Deputy David
Luna, Deputy Vito La Gioia, and this

writer responding to the call. Agent
Stafford followed the suspect vehicle
westbound on Hwy. 90 until respond-
ing units could reach him as back-up.
The vehicle was then stopped approx.
3 miles west of Brackettville on Hwy.
90 using ‘‘felony stop’’ Brocedures
and the two suspects were arrested
and transported to the Kinney Coun-
ty Jail. They were later identified as
Gerado Martinez, 36 (the driver), and
Ruben Campos, 34, both of San
Antonio, Texas. Both men were
booked into. the County Jail on
charges of Unauthorized Use of a
Motor Vehicle pending further in-
vestigation which led to the release of
Campos with no charges filed. Mar-
tinez was magistrated by County
Judge Tim Ward who set bond at
$10,000.00. Martinez posted bond on
June 4, 1991 and was released.

The 1990 Nissan Pathfinder has
been returned to its rightful owner,
Byron Yarbrough of San Antonio,
Texas. Mr. Yarbrough stated the
vehicle was taken without his per-
mission from the parking lot of the

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on the night of May 31, 1991. The
fact that the driver of the stolen
vehicle, Gerado Martinez, had a
Nissan key to the ignition in his
possession at the time of his arrest
which was not the original ignition
key still in the possession of Yar-
brough leads investigators to believe
that the case may be linked to an
organized auto theft ring out of San
Antonio. We are being assisted in the
investigation by DPS Auto Theft
Agent Ray Salinas of Del Rio, Texas.

Evidence in the case will be
presented to the Kinney County
Grand Jury at their next meeting.
Ironically, upon contacting the orig-
inating agency, the San Antonio
Police Department, we were told that
they WOULD NOT come to Brack-
ettville to pick up the suspects (even
though the crime originated in Bexar
County) due to their heavy work load
and lack of manpower. Instead we
were advised that if our District
Attorney did not wish to prosecute in
Kinney County that we could send
them copies of all reports related to
the arrests of the suspects and they
would then take the case to their
Grand Jury. If indicted, warrants
would be issued for the arrests of the
suspects. They were not very encour-
aging in their indications of a future
trial for the perpetrators of this
felony crime. Justice? In these days
and times more and more criminals
are getting by with their crimes
against society due to overcrowded
court dockets, overcrowded jails, and
the lack of manpower and money by
overworked and understaffed law
enforcement agencies.

While discussing this situation with
a local friend, he related to me the
way a newly elected judge handled
such a similar situation in a town
down in old Mexico.

As the story goes the town had an
ever-increasing crime rate that had
filled the local jail, taxed the local
police department to the limit on
money and manpower, and caused
the judge to start turning loose most
new criminals. In short, law enforce-
ment became a joke. Sound familiar?

Well, the new judge ran and won
his  election based on promises to
‘‘clean up’’ “the criminal problem

with little or no increase in expendit- ,

ures and no new burdens on the local
taxpayers. When he took office he

'dismissed all existing criminal cases,
emptied the jail, tore down the old

jail’ building, and built a new one
designed to hold only one prisoner.
His friends and critics thought he had
lost his mind and told him so. He
only nodded wisely and said, ‘“Time
will tell.”” =

It wasn’t l6ng until he tried his first
case and he sentenced the man to jail.
This of course filled the jail. Shortly
thereafter he held another trial and
the hardened criminal scheduled for
trial bragged around town to his
cohorts that he would be freed soon
as the jail was full. To his surprise,
the judge found him guilty and
sentenced him to jail. His lawyer
jumped up and cried out loudly,
‘““You can’t put my client in jail, its
full.”’ *The judge calmly replied,
“There will be room for him soon.’’
He then turned to the Chief of Police
and ordered him to take the prisoner

_already in jail out and execute him

immediately, which he did. The judge
then turned to the criminal and his
lawyer and said, “Now we have room
for you until the next case.’’ #

Needless to say the crime rate in
that town soon developed a rapid
decline. I don’t Know if that story is a
true one, but if not it should be.-And
maybe, just maybe, we could learn
something from our neighbors to the
south and cut down on our crime rate
too.

June 27, 1489 - Amerigo Vespucci,
an Italian navigator, sailed on a
Spanish expedition led by Alonso de
Ojeda, first sighted the South
American coast around the mouth of
the Amazon River.

More impor-
tant was the inspiration to find a
passage to Asia by the northerly
route. So the search for the Orient
still motivates most voyages that
were slowly making the New World
more accessible.

June, 1653 - The Iroquois appeared
at Montreal to negotiate a truce.
This lasted only for about five years,
during which time the French
ceased their explorations westward.
June 20, 1732 - James Oglethorpe
received a royal charter to found the
Georgia Colony, with rights of set-
tlement for twenty-one . years.
Georgia became a refuge for all per-
secuted religious minorities save
Roman Catholics, and for those who
had endured debtor’s prisons. The
new colony made an ideal buffer
against the Spanish in Florida, and

the French in Louisiana.

June 7, 1769 - Daniel Boone cased
the Kentucky Territory from the
Cumberland Gap. On December 22,
Boone, his brother and two friends,
were captured by the Shawnee In-
dians, released and recaptured.

June 17, 1781 - More and more set-
tlers built proper log cabins and had
house-warming parties known as
bran dances (a term later corruped
to barn dances) in which corn sif-
tings were danced into the wood
floors to seal the raw wood.

June 26, 1784 - Spain closed the
lower - Mississippi navigation, in-
terrupting trade and making set-
tlement difficult, however in return
Spain granted trade rights in many
of her ports for the next twenty-five

I've  always loved coffee,
especially the smell, but I shall
never forget the delicious aroma of
putting all the blends together. You
find all these blends in a coffee
speciality shop, and you won’t want
to leave. The National Geographic
concluded that the world’s annual
bean production could make nearly
3 billion cubic feet of liquid coffee, a
volume equal to the Mississippi’s
outflow for an hour and a half.

Now, this is what I don’t under-
stand, one health book says internal
consumption can possibly cause a
variety of health problems ranging
from pancreatic cancer and genetic
birth defects to elevated serum
cholesterol levels and hypoglycemia.

Then, it says BUT - it does have
therapeutic benefits. Some health
authorities recommend rubbing the
skin with a dry buffer brush in order
to enliven the skin.

In some countries, people are
buried up to their necks in roasted
coffee grounds-and rub them all over
their bodies to shed old dead skin
and stimulate circulation.

When you pop yours, how many
kernels do you throw out unpopped?
All you have to do is keep a small
amount in your freézer and use that
to pop the next time you crave pop
corn. It not only pops up bigger, but
nearly every kernel will pop. Believe
it, it works.

TUNA SPREAD

3 - 6% 0z cans water-packed tuna
1 Ths lemon juice
2 - 8 0z pkg cream cheese
Y4 cup quartered stuffed olives
12 cup finely chopped walnuts
1> Tea dry mustard

2 Tea salt Pepper to taste

> Tea Thyme, optional

BRAN MUFFINS

3 cups All-bran
1 cup boiling water
21 Tea soda 1% cup sugar
1 cup raisins 1 Teasalt
2% cups plain flour
2 cups buttermilk

1% cup salad oil
Mix boiling water and bran and let it
stand while you beat eggs and add
buttermilk and oil in large bowl. Mix
all dry ingredients and raisins
together and add to the egg mixture.

Grease muffin tins and fill %5 full.
Bake at 375° for 15 to 20 minutes,
or until nicely browned.

Here’s something a bit different
so let’s see you try it. You don’t
want to hear about the first time I
made a roll like this 50 years ago.

2 eggs

APPLE RAISINROLL

% cup brown sugar
1 cup water
Place this in saucepan and bring to a
boil. Let cook wuntil sugar is

dissolved; pour into greased 8”
square pan and set aside. Take
1 cup sifted plain flour

1 Tea salt 1 Tea baking powder
3 Ths margarine Y3 cup milk
2large apples 1/ cup raisins
Sift together flour, salt and baking
powder. Cut in margarine, add milk
to make biscuit dough. Knead
lightly for a few seconds. Roll on a
lightly floured surface to ¥
thickness.

Core but do not peel apples. Then
put apples and raisins into food
processor and chop. Spread apple
mixture over dough and roll up like
a jelly roll. Cut in 1"’ slices and place
the slices cut side down in the reser-
ved sugar syrup. Bake in hot oven
(425°) for 20 - 25 minutes. Serve
plain or with cream.

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The five civilized tribes came into
existence before the present state of
Oklahoma began. ~The Choc-
taw, Chickasaw, Creeks, Seminole,
and Cherokee were small republics
voluntary, and maintained with a
measure of success—for ;nore than

half a century. | !
Of course, there were oﬁxer tnbes

with'the same idead‘of some form of
government, but in the case of the
five civilized tribes attempts were
made to change the existing forms.
These experiments had a wider ap-
peal to the historian, the sociolgist,
the economist, law students, and
students of research.

No report was ever made of the
number of Cherokees who died on
their ‘“Trail of Tears,” when the
government conducted their
removal to Indian Territory. Based
on available data, over 4,000
Cherokee Indians died on the jour-
ney. When they first came, they
could bring nothing with them. So,
they started over again and made
their own utensils. They used a
spinning wheel and made their own

cloth and then made the dye to color
1t.

They raised indigo to dye with. If
they wanted to dye cloth black,
walnut bark was used. If purple was
needed, maple bark was used, if
mixed with hickory bark, 1t made
yellow. Hickory - bark, by - itself,
made green dye. To make red, mad-
der and alum was mixed. Alum was
found in caves. Sumac berries also
made red. When salt was wanted,
they went to a salt lick on the west
side of Grand River.

The immigration of the Cherokee
made a big change in the country
and numbers of traders came to
trade with the Indians.

A meeting was held July 1 with
the cooperation of Ross 'and his
follower, George Dequoyah.

Under the new constitution, John
Ross was elected principal chief,
and Joseph Vann, a chief for a
second time. The National Commit-
tee was composed of 40 members - a
committee of 16 and a council of 24
members. There were four district
judges with Young Wolf as speaker.

! Paso. Itis the park’s 8,749-foot-

high Guadalupe Peak, however,
that holds the distinction of being
the state’s highest point.

Perhaps not as well known as

. Big Bend National Park about
¢ 200 miles to the south, “the
; Guads,” as locals call the moun-
! tains, are being discovered by
* more and more visitors every year.

According to the National Park

N ¥ . .

Service, 192,890 people visited
Guadalupe Mountains National
Park last year.

The handsome, new, $4.5 mil-
lion facility, which doubles as a
visitor center and the park’s ad-
ministrative offices, was opened

last year to replace the Frijole
Visitor Center just off U.S. 62/
180 on the southeastern fringe of
the park. The new center features
guidebooks, maps, exhibits and a
13-minute, state-of-the-art slide
preseritation abouit the park.

Bob Valen, the park’s chief of
interpretation, says it’s the park’s
natural wonders and geology that
make it so special.

He says park visitors are sur-
prised most by three things: the
magnificent vistas, the diversity
of plant and animal life and the
area’s unique geology.

The Guadalupe Mountains are
part of the most extensive ancient
fossil reef complex on Earth - a
400-mile, horseshoe-shaped reef
of fossil limestone formed ap-
proximately 250 million years ago

. when portions of present-day

Texas and New Mexico lay under

* a vast, tropical, inland ocean in-

habited by lime-secreting organ-
isms, sponges and algae. Overthe
eons as the planet warmed, the sea
evaporated, the reef subsided and
became covered by a thick blan-
ket of sediments and mineral salt.
The reef was finally freed from its
prehistoric tomb after millions of
years when uplift occurred, ex-
posing the part of the fossil reef
known today as the Guadalupe,
Apache and Glass mountains.
Part of the park’s appeal is its
compelling environmental blend
of desert, canyons and highlands.
Varying elevation and climate
have created an unusual biologi-
cal crossroads where desert plants
such as cactus and yucca co-exist

wooded canyenlands and high-
land forests.

McKittrick Canyon is a good
place to witness the Guadalupes’

incredible variety of flora and
fauna. Itis also one of only three
official entrances to the park, the
other two being the main Visitor
Center off U.S. Hwy. 62/180 and
the Dog Canyon ranger station at
the northern end of the park ac-
cessible via New Mexico State
Highway 137.

Park visitors who don’t plan to
camp overnight or do extensive
hiking on portions of the park’s
80 miles of trails, should head for
McKittrick Canyon to view some
of the park’s most interesting scen-
ery. This area of the park is open
for day use only.

Moisture-loving maple, wal-
nut, ash, oak and chokeberry trees
living along shady, spring-fed
McKittrick Greek put on a daz-
zling display of color each fall,
making this a popular destination.
A rocky, but rather flat, 3.5-mile
canyon trail crisscrosses the shal-

low creek bed leading to picnic -

facilities near the old Pratt Cabin
and onto the “grotto” furtherdown
the trail.

Camping is permitted year-
round on afirst-come, first-served
basis at Pine Springs and Dog
Canyon campgrounds. Thereisa
$5 per night camping fee at Pine
Springs. Camping at Dog Can-
yon is free and charcoal grills are
provided.

To truly appreciate the
Guadalupes, plan on spending at
least a day or two exploring the
park’s cool, verdant high country
accessible by foot or horseback.
Trails range from easy, short na-
ture trails to strenuous mountain
trails with ascents of as much as
3,000 feet along rocky switch-
backs. Trails with names such as
Tejas, El Capitan and Blue Ridge
lead to a limited number of primi-
tive, wooded campsites that re-
quire a camping permit for use.

Some of the more popular back-
packing trails lead to The Bowl, a
highcountry forest of pine and
Douglas fir 2,500.feet above the
desert, and Guadalupe Peak, the
state’s highest peak.
