And Workable

Texans can be proud of the 
budget passed by the Texas Senate, 
both for the good it holds for Texas 
for the next two years and for the 
dovra-to-business manner in which it 
was put together.

Consider these hig'hh'grhts of this 
budget which won overwhelming 

-Senate approval in a 29-2 nonptir- 
tisan vote;

*It is balanced without new or 
higher taxes or fees.

*It corporates $2.2 billion in 
savings, new federal money and 
money management policies 
recommended by Comptroller John 
Sharp, Governor Ann Richards and 
the Senate staff.

•It represents the third smallest 
increase since 1978 in Genertil 
Revenue spending, the money most 
directly controlled by the 
Legislature.

•It opens the way for $1 billion in 
additional federsd aid which Texas 
rightly deserves.

•The Senate action on March 2 
was the earliest a budget has ever 
been adopted since 1951 when the 
state quit passing piecemeal ap­
propriations bills and went to a con­
solidated budget for all state ser­
vices.

While the budget was adopted 
early, it was not adopted in haste. 
Senators and staffs have worked for 
months examining agency requests, 
looking for savings and working 
with Comptroller Sharp on his 
recommendations. The Finance 
Committee under the leadership of 
Sen. John Montford of Lubbock 
begcui exhaustive work sessions 
immediately when the regular 
session convened.

This early action gave the 
senators opportunity to cast tough, 
deliberate votes on the hard 
questions rather than trying to deal 
with those issues in the logjam at the 
end of the session. The early vote 
means the state agencies can know 
where they are going and get on 
with the business of serving the 
p>eople of Texas.

The General Revenue budget vrill 
increase 8.3 percent in the ’94-95 
budget cycle. That goes to 11.4 per­
cent when you add new federal 
payments t.o state hospitals for 
charity care. The overall budget of

A complaint filed by a 22-year old 
Brackettville woman on March 20, 
1993, led to the arrest of a 68-year 
old Brackettville man on March 23 
on charges of Assault by Conduct, a 
Class C misdemeanor. In her com­
plaint, the yoimg woman charged 
that Frederico Martinez, also known 
locally as “Ramon El Indio” fondled 
her while she was at the Bracket­
tville Post Office. A warrant was 
subsequently issued out of Justice 
Court by Justice of the Peace Alvin 
Hall and this writer and Chief 
Deputy Johnny Fritter arrested 
Martinez at his residence without 
incident the afternoon of Tuesday, 
March 23rd.

Martinez, who pled not guilty, 
was tried in Justice Court before 
Judge Hall and found guilty after

testimony was heard from both 
sides. He was fined $300.00 and 
elected to serve out the fine in Coim- 
ty Jail. Martinez was also wanted on 
outstanding DPS warrants out of 
Val Verde County and was transpor­
ted to that city by DPS troopers on 
Monday, March 29th, after com­
pleting his jail term in Kinney Coun­
ty.

Martinez has an extensive 
criminal history and has served 
prison terms in both state and 
federal prisons, the state time after a 
conviction on rape charges several 
years ago and the federal time after 
violating probation on a conviction 
for Assavdt on a Federal Officer (2 
coimts), stemming from an incident 
that occurred in 1987 during which 
he pointed a rifle at and threatened 
two local Border Patrol Agents on a 
rural road in Kinney County. 
Numerous local complaints against 
the man have been investigated by 
the Sheriff’s Department over thé 
past few years, ranging from

threats, assault, and unproper com­
ments made to females.

At approximately 9:15 p.m. 
Friday night, March 26, this writer 
and Chief Deputy Johnny Fritter 
responded to a report from Fort 
Clark Security of a group of minors 
susp>ected of possession and con­
sumption of alcohol at the Swim 
Park area on Fort Clark. Upon our 
arrival and subsequent in­
vestigation, it was determined that 
though there were some minors in 
the group, and though alcohol was 
being consumed, none of the minors 
were consuming alcohol prior to or 
upon our arrival. However, we did 
advise the group of the technicality 
of the law which provides that "ac­
cess to an alcoholic beverage by a 
minor not in the presence of an adult 
guardian or parent constitutes 
possession” and that those of legal 
drinking age could be charged with 
“providing an alcoholic beverage to 
a minor.” We further advised them 
that good judgement should be 
exercised when friends of “legal” 
and “underage” gathered together. 
Everyone in the group was polite 
and respectful and seemed to ap­
preciate the briefing on the technical 
aspects of the law relating to 
alcoholic beverage possession and 
consumption. No further problems 
or reports concerning the group 
were received by the Sheriff’s 
Department.

A disturbance at a local tavern the 
night of Sunday, March 28, 1993, 
led to the arrest of a local woman. 
Lulu Trevino Reyes, on charges of 
Public Intoxication and Disorderly 
Conduct. Chief Deputy Johnny Frit­
ter responded to the call at ap­
proximately 10:40 p.m. Simday 
night and arrested the 41-year old 
female at the scene and transported 
her to the County Jail.

million more for a total budget of $3 
billion. This will staff nine new 
prisons and other criminal justice 
facilities which will hold 20,000 
more inmates and pay for drug 
abuse treatment for paroled convicts 
in an attempt to stem the tide of one 
of the major causes of repeat offen­
ders.

The threat of life-and-death cuts 
in health and human services 
programs will be averted with a 22.5 
percent budget increase, a great 
deal of it federal money. Much of 
that will provide for more than
430.000 new eligible Medicaid 
recipients and an increase of
128.000 Texans on the rolls for Aid 
to Families with Dependent 
Children.

These health and human services 
increases ward off catastrophe and 
desperation for millions of Texans, 
including many children and elderly, 
who are the victims of a changing 
and sluggish economy. Yet even 
these spending increases leave 
Texas at or near the bottom of the 
states in the kind and amoimt of help 
given those who live in the shadow 
of disabilities, disease, himger and 
hopelessness.

The Senate budget provides for 
increases for both public schools and 
higher education to keep up with 
enrollment growth. The measure 
carries at least $688 million for 
public schools and $360 million for 
our universities, including $80 
million for bringing South Texas 
and Border universities closer to 
equity with the rest of the state.

To balance these service 
requirements, the Senate adopted 53 
recommendations for spending 
reductions and money mangement 
from Comptroller Sharp and ordered 
another $500 million in savings iden­
tified by the Senate Finance Com­
mittee.

“Flowers for Algernon” was 
Brackett High School’s entry at the 
One Act Play contest held in Uvalde 
this past Friday. The play features 
scientific experimentation on a 
mouse named Algernon who un­
dergoes a transplant to make him 
smarter. Charlie Gordon is a men­
tally retarded yoimg man who is 
chosen by a team of scientists to im- 
dergo the same fate as the mouse. 
The operation is a success both for 
Algernon and for Charlie. Lynn 
Floyd (Charlie) develops an in­
telligence that makes him brighter 
than the medical team that planned 
the experiment. Algernon starts 
developing stress and withdrawal 
problems from the operation, and 
Charlie Gordon develops the same 
problems. At the end of ± e  play, 
Algernon dies and Charlie regresses 
to the point that he will develop 
more severe retardation than he had 
originally. The play’s closing action 
is poigncmt as we recilize Charlie is 
headed for the same fate as Alger­
non.

We don’t get to see many plays at 
BHS; so, there is not much oppor­
tunity to model acting ability. Our 
play was performed as weU as any 
that I have ever seen. This is a 
strong indicator of how hard the cast 
and director worked. Merry Beth 
Mills, Brackett’s fine drama 
teacher, has been directing plays for 
the past 5 years. She knows her 
craft, knows the literature, and 
knows the kids. She’s not a yeUer 
and a screamer, yet you know she 
m ^ s  business. Above all, she 
works well with the young people. 
Brackett’s play was selected as the 
alternate winner in the contest. 
Lynn Flpyd was selected as most 
outstanding actor in the one act play 
competition. Charlie Hall was elec­
ted All- Star ^ s t ,  and Wendy Mc- 
DalrrrefreceiVW hdhorabW’nientibn.

The play w^  ̂ ‘ peiiecfly cast. 
Patrick Melancon was convincing 
and worked hard to portray Dr. 
Strauss. Matthew Benacci did a fine 
job as Professor Nemur and aptly

demonstrated the calculating mind 
of a behavioral scientist. Together, 
they plotted the Algernon surgical 
procedure in a maimer that sold the 
audience on their mission. Charlie 
Hall played a convincing role as Burt 
Seldon who played a part that set 
the mood for the play. Early on, her 
part interacted with a retarded, 
wholesome Charlie Gordon in a way 
that elevated her to a major role in 
my estimation. She worked the part 
beautifully, and convinced the judge 
through her portrayal that she 
should be in the all star cast.

Wendy McDaniel played Alice 
Kinnian, school teacher, who ranged 
the entire gamut of emotional ex­
periences in interacting with Charlie 
(Lynn). Wendy has the ability to 
light up the stage, and she did just 
that. Whether as a teacher or lover 
of Charlie, she was delightful.

Lynn Floyd was really superb. He 
moved his characterization from a 
retarded, young adult to a brilliant 
man who questioned the very essen­
ce of his existence. Lynn held the 
audience in the palm of his hand, 
and manipulated them to think as he 
did and to feel what he felt. His 
closing scene brought tears to my 

. eyes, and I surely wasn’t the only 
one in the theater with this reaction.

The play focused on human 
retardation and its effect on a human 
being. Our country unlike many 
others prides itself on being the best 
that you can be. When Charlie Gor­
don was changed to being one of the 
smartest folks around, he did not 
become a better person in anyone’s 
mind. Charlie existed as a fine 
human being before the operation, 
but the world of the scientist did not 
accept him until he became someone 
who was brighter than the scien­
tists. Above all, the play focused on 
human relationships with the 
beautiful love story between, Charlie 
2uid Alice.

ZAFFIRINI SPONSORS Bn.I. TO 
REDUCE MINORS’

ACCESS TO ’TOBACCO

“Cigarette smoking is a health 
hcizard of sufficient importance in 
the United States to warrant ap­
propriate remedial action,” reported 
the U.S. Surgeon General in 1964. 
Smoking continues to be a serious 
health problem among adults and 
children in the United States and in 
Texas. The Texas Department of 
Health and the federal Centers for 
Disease Control recently demon­
strated that minors attempting to 
buy tobacco products were suc­
cessful in 61 percent of their attem­
pts, despite state law prohibiting the 
Scile of tobacco products to minors.

Tobacco is directly responsible 
for 434,000 deaths each year in the 
United States, including more than
25.000 deaths in Texas. Every day
3.000 of our nation’s youth start 
smoking, according to a 1989 U.S. 
Surgeon General’s report. Of those 
children, 25 pjercent will die of 
smoking-related illnesses. Accor­
ding to the Journal of the American 
Medical Association (JAMA), 75 
percent of current adult smokers 
started before their 18th birthday.

These facts are shocking par­
ticularly to parents, including me.

Reflecting these concerns, SB 373 
by Zaffirini and HB 912 by Rep. 
John Hirschi, D-Wichita Falls, seek 
to curtail the sale or distribution of 
tobacco products to Texas children. 
Known as the Children’s Tobacco 
Prevention and Enforcement Act, 
our legislation would increase 
penalties for the illegal sale of tobac­
co products to minors and reduce 
the availability of those products to 
children.

SB 373 and HB 912 also would 
require Texas public schools to be 
completely smoke-free. Current law 
proWbits only students from using 
tobacco on school prop>erty, not 
faculty and other adults. This double 
standard sends a contradictory 
message to our children and subjec­
ts them to deadly second-hand 
smoke.

The bills would limit tobacco 
vending machines to bars and other 
places where minors are prohibited. 
Additionally, tobacco companies 
would no longer be able to distribute 
free samples of tobacco products 
to the public.

Another important reason for 
passing this legislation is to avoid 
losing federal funds for substance 
abuse treatment. Because of a 
federal law which becomes effective 
in October, if state laws prohibiting 
the distribution of tobacco products 
to minors are not enforced, Texas 
will lose 10 percent of federal grant 
funds in 1994,20 p)ercent in 1995, 30 
p>ercent 1996, tmd 40 percent in 
1997 and all subsequent years. Un­
der this formula, Texas stands to 
lose $20 million in 1994-95 and $69.1 
million by 1998.

Smoking costs our state more 
than the loss of federal funds. Texas 
Commissioner of Health David 
Smith estimates that Texans pay 
more than $1.2 billion annually in 
direct health care costs to treat 
diseases related to smoking. Ad­
ditionally, the state loses more than 
$3 billion in lost income and produc­
tivity due to deaths and disabilities 
caused by smoking.

NEW LAW WOULD REQUIRE 
IMMUNIZING ALL s 
TEXAS CHILDREN

“We can either pay now to 
prepare our children to be healthy, 
well-educated and employable or 
pay a great deal more later to cover 
the costs of their ailments and 
diseases, unemployment and 
homelessness,” said Marian Wright 
Edelman. “We need to make a down 
payment on the nation’s 
economic future by investing in our 
children and families today.” In­
vesting in immunizations for Texas’ 
children is a lifesaving investment. 
For every $1 we spend for vac­
cinations, we save $10; for measles 
vaccinations, $14.

Immunization is the most basic 
form of preventive care available to 
Texas children. According to a 
report released by the Children’s 
Defense Fund, however, Texas 
ranks last among states in providing 
immunizations for preschool 
children.

Tragically, immunization levels in 
some parts of the state are below 
those of Third World countries. 
Fewer than 50 percent of preschool 
children in Texas are immunized, 
leaving them vulnerable to diseases 
such as measles and whooping 
cough. In the last five years, 3,717

Texas children yoimger than five 
developed measles, and 12 died 
from complications.

Preventable diseases cause 
needless suffering and are economic 
burdens on our health care system. 
During a 1990 measles outbreak in 
Dallas, for example, 238 children 
and adults were hospitalized at a 
cost of $3.4 million. Vaccinating 
those patients would have cost less 
them $3,700.

Texas’ poor immunization record 
can be attributed to societal, public 
heal± system, policy and cost 
barriers.

SB 266 by Zaffirini addresses 
these barriers and seeks to im- 
mimize 100 percent of Texas 
children. Passed 30-1 by the Texas 
Senate and co-sponsored by 24 
senators, our bill directs the Texas 
Depjulment of Health to develop 
and implement a statewide im­
munization plan for «ill Texas 
children under 18 years of age.

Equally important, the bill calls 
for a flexible fee schedule so that 
families pay according to their 
ability, and no child is deprived of 
immunization because of a family’s 
inability to. pay. For too long, the 
cost of immunizations has been a 
barrier difficult for families to over­
come.

SB 266 also requires personnel 
and physicians at hospitals and men­
tal health and correctional facilities 
to review the immunization history 
of children admitted or examined, 
then to vaccinate them or refer them 
for immunization.

To prioritize immunization efforts 
in Texas, SCR 42 by Zaffirini and 
McDonald declared July Im­
munization Month in Texas. Passed 
unanimously by the Senate on Mar­
ch 10, our resolution directs TDH to 
conduct a bilingual statewide im­
munizations campaign. TDH will 
coordinate the work of public and 
private entities to provide public 
service announcements, newspaper 
notices, transportation services, and 
facilities.

“It’s time to pay attention, stop 
and think what we’re doing to our 
children and to the future of our 
state, then proceed with a strategy 
to guarantee all our kids the health 
care they need and deserve,” said 
Texas Health Commissioner David 
Smith. Providing adequate health 
care to our children must be a 
priority for all Texans.

County Agentj-  ̂
News ^

Lots of news happening lately. 
Mild winters are nice for us but they 
also cause problems for ranchers (in 
the way of internal parasites) and 
homeowners (in the form of diseases 
and insects).

Brownpatch is a fungal disease 
that attacks many turfgrasses like 
St. Augustine, Bermuda and Buffalo 
grasses. And while most Texans are 
used to brownpatch as a problem 
during the fall months, for the past 
two years excessive rains and mild 
winters have given rise to a spread 
of spring brownpatch. While the 
characteristically circular, brown 
patches of grass look bad, the 
disease is not deadly. The problem 
can be controlled with fungicides 
like Baylaton and Turfcide. If the 
fungus seems to be taking over the 
entire lawn, you need to treat for the 
fungus and consider re-sprigging the 
infected areas in small amoimts. 
Brownpatch is a fungal spore and 
can be transmitted by human feet, 
birds and even pets. Remember, the 
disease is almost imp>ossible to 
banish from your lawn without som'e 
sort of fungicide treatment. Simply 
raking away the dead blades of grass 
or re-sprigging rarely works 
because the fungal spores are in the 
soil.

Grassbiu^ are commonly foimd 
in open fields and meadows where 
competition from other plants is not 
heavy. But, when turfgrasses are 
damaged or weakened, grassburs 
often invade. The seed, or burs, 
from this plant may lie dormant in 
the soil for several years until en­
vironmental conditions favor ger­
mination. All the grassbur needs to 
become a problem is a weak turf and 
favorable moisture conditions 
during late spring and early sum­
mer. Plants may go unnoticed most 
of the summer, but once burs 
develop they’re unavoidable. A good 
management program includes ap­
plying a pre-emergent herbicide in 
the spring. And there are several 
post-emergent herbicides that can 
be used for grassbur control also. 
Of course, herbicides only provide a 
temporary solution to the grassbur 
problem. A healthy, vigorous turf is 
the ultimate solution. Regular 
mowing, fertilization, watering and 
pfcst control are all requirea for 
complete control of grassburs.

What’s all this talk about how bad 
the wool and mohair incentive is? 
Sheep and goat producers receive 
an incentive payment each year 
based on poimds of wool and mohair 
they market. Well, it’s budget time 
in Washington, and Texas wool and 
mohair producers are once again 
defending the government’s wool 
program as a necessary and valuable 
part of their industry. They say cut­
ting the wool program won’t help 
lower the deficit because the 
program is actually a money-maker 
for the United States Treasury. The 
program utilizes an incentive-based 
payment, not a subsidy, to en­
courage ranchers to produce a 
quality product. Texas produces 90 
percent of the nation’s mohair cmd 
20 percent of the nation’s wool.

The industry directly supports 
15,000 jobs. And officials say 
eliminating the wool and mohair in­
centives would mean the loss of 500 
million dollars in Texas.

April 17-24 is Texas County 
Government Awareness Week.

In 1845, when Texas became a 
state, county government was the 
most meaningful form of gover­
nment to the citizens because it 
directly influenced their everyday 
lives. Few municipal governments 
existed and federal government of­
ficials in Washington had little, if 
any, interest in coimty government. 
Therefore, county government 
became known as the “grassroots 
government”, the government 
closest to the people.

County government is big 
business. With increasingly complex 
demands upon governments, the 
county is re-emerging as the most 
important form of government. 
More and more federal and state 
responsibilities including many ser­
vice programs are being delegated 
or mandated to the counties. County 
officials today are doing more with 
less to do it with. They are em­
ploying modem technologies and 
working smarter and harder. They 
must stay abreast of changes in the 
law and keep up with modem 
business practices. All but two of 
the elected county official’s offices 
are required to participate in a man­
datory continuing education 
program.

Our present state constitution (the 
Constitution of 1876) contains much 
detail concerning governmental 
organization of the county. The 
chief governing agency continued to 
be a county board-the county com­
missioners court. Provision was also 
made for a coimty judge for the 
county court, county attorney, 
sheriff, tax assessor and collector, 
county clerk, treasurer, surveyor, 
justices of the peace and constable. 
In addition, there are several 
statutory offices, of which the most 
important ones are the auditor and 
judges of the county courts-at-law.

In carrying out responsibilities for 
state and county administration, the 
main functions for county gover­
nment include administering county 
£nance, assessing and difll^tmg 
tlxes, maintaining law and order 
and maintaining general w e l^ e  of 
the coimty.

There are 254 counties in Texas. 
Loving County was the last county 
created in 1931. Brewster County is 
the largest (6,204 square miles). 
This areas is equal to the combined 
area of Connecticut and Rhode 
Island. The smallest county is 
Rockwall County which is 147 
square miles. 'The least populated is 
Loving County with 91 people. The 
most populated county is Harris 
County (2,409,544). It is also fifth in 
the nation. These figures are from 
the 1980 census.

Department Of Agriculture
Agriculture Commissioner Rick 

Perry has said that federal policies 
should be revised to remove undue 
burdens the government has placed 
on the food industry and on local and 
state governments.
. Resolutions on detecting chemical 
residues in food and in providing 
funds for federal mandates were in­
troduced by Perry at the mid-year 
meeting of the National Association 
of State Departments of Agriculture 
in Washington, D.C. The 
association approved both 
resolutions.

NASDA urged the Environmental 
Protection Agency to support and 
the U.S. Congress to enact changes 
in the Federal Food, Drug and 
Cosmetic Act that regulate the level 
of pesticide residues in processed 
and raw foods on the basis of a 
single negligible risk standard.

“When approved by Congress 35 
years ago, the Delaney clause was a 
useful tool in protecting con­
sumers,” Perry said, “But this 
provision is now an antiquated part 
of our federal food safety laws that 
does not reflect scientific progress in 
determining true health risks.

“Food safety is a major concern 
of all agricultural groups and each 
producer, and the food industry cer­
tainly knows more about -  and is 
able to detect smaller amounts of -  
pesticide residues than it did 20, 15 
even 10 years ago.

“This issue served its purpose at 
a time when parts per hundred or 
parts per thousand could be detec­
ted. But today, when we can 
measure parts per billion, it’s 
become as outdated as my gran­
dfather’s push plow,” Perry said.

“We need changes to ensure ± a t 
sound scientific processes are the 
foundation guiding America’s food 
safety policies.”

The other resolution Perry in­
troduced concerned funding for 
federal mandates. “States are con­
tinually required to implement new 
federal laws and regulations, but 
there is an growing lack of funds 
provided the states for these 
programs,” Peiry said.

Perry’s resolution urges Congress 
to provide funds necessary for states 
to adequately implement and/or en­
force federal laws and regulations.

The Texas Homestead Act
The State of Texas has 

historically defended the citizens’ 
protective rights of homestead 
which were first granted by the 
statutes of the Republic of Texas in 
1839. Today, the Texas Constitution 

, prohibits the seizure of a homestead 
to satisfy an impaid obligation with 
three exceptions: a mortgage loan to 
purchase a home, a home im­
provement loan and unpaid taxes. 
The real estate bust in the late ’80s 
in Texas proved the value of the 
homestead protection when 
thousands of Texans lost 
everything, but were able to retain 
their homes.

There have been repeated attem­
pts by lending institutions during 
the past decade to ease restrictions 
on second mortgages in Texas. 
Most recently, the spread of nation­
wide banking to Texas has spurred 
some large out of state banks to seek 
access to homeowners equities in 
Texas, just as they have in other 
states in which they do business. 
Those with branches in Texas are 
poised to vigorously pursue changes 
in the state’s homestead law during 
the cmrent legislative session.

TEXAS HOMESTEAD LAW
1. Greater use of second lien mor­

tgages mcikes Texas homeowners • 
much more vulnerable to 
foreclosure. In good economic times 
the homestead protection seems less 
important, but in difficult times (i.e., 
the Texas real estate crash of the 
late 1980’s) the protection was there 
when Texas homeowners needed it.

2. The availability of home equity 
as collateral would significantly 
decrease homeowner’s ability to ob­
tain unsecured credit.

3. With the availability of home 
equity as collateral for business 
loans, small business owners who 
operate with a business line of credit 
at their bank would most assuredly 
be requested to “put up” the 
homestead equity at renewal time.

4. Access to home equity would 
inhibit homeowners’ ability to move 
up to better housing because equity 
in their present homes that would be 
used for a down payment on another 
home would be tied up as collateral 
for other loans.

5. Experience in the rest of the 
country suggests that opening up 
access to home equity in Texas will 
lead to the infiltration of scam artists 
who prey on elderly and poor 
homeowners who can be tempted by 
the lure of fast cash and misled 
about the consequences of equity 
loans.

potential abuses of equity lending 
would be severly limited because 
only licensed lenders make equity 
loans. But the fact is that small loan 
companies are licensed in Texas, 
too.

6. Elderly and retired 
homeoivners wimt the protection 
presently afforded by the 
Homestead law to resist the 
pressures of adult children for 
money (or loans) that could be ob­
tained by using their home equity as 
collateral (if the homestead law were 
amended).

7. The banker’s litcmy of so-called 
“consumer safeguards” in the 
proposed legislation are a part of the 
enabling legislation rather than a 
change in the constitution. This 
simply means that Texsms could 
lose any or all of the “consumer 
protections” from any subsequent 
legislature by a simple majority 
vote, not the two thirds required to 
change the Constitution plus voter 
approval.

8. Borrowers who use home 
equity loans to consolidate personal 
debt (e.g. credit cards) tend to 
charge their cards back up to their 
limits after consolidating those deb­
ts, thus creating a bigger problem. 
Consumer counselors estimate that 
75% of home equity borrowers who 
consolidate their credit cards charge 
them back up to the limit.

9. Homeowners who borrow near 
the peak of real estate markets 
would no longer be able to draw 
funds on their home equity line of 
credit if the value of the homestead 
were to fall below the required level 
if the Banker’s bill became law.

10. The second half of the 1980’s 
saw all-time record numbers of 
home foreclosures for Texans.

11. Bankers complain tliat they 
can make a hot-tub improvement 
loan, but they can’t make a loan for 
education because they can’t get a 
lien on the homestead. Our response 
is that nothing prohibits the banker 
from making the qualified borrower 
that education loan, and further­
more the qualified borrower should 
not be required to give the lender a 
lien on his home in order to obtain 
that education loan.

12. We find it rather curious that 
at a time of unprecedented high 
profits for banks, and at a time when 
banks have more of their assets in 
government securities than in loans, 
they are asking the consumers of 
Texas for the right to demand their 
home equity as additional collateral 
for their consumer and business 
loans.
